Several Cases Advanced c¢n Motion of
the Government.

WasHinaron, Oct. 26.—1In the Supreme |

Court to-day the Government moved to
advance the following cases:

he United States vs. The Western
Union Telegraph Company and the
Union Pacitic Railroad Company. The

question at issue is whether or not the
Government should be charged for mes-
sazes to the Western Union which were
{ransmitted in part or wholly over the
line of the Union Pacitic Railroad, which,
as a subsidized railroad, is obliged to
carry telegraph messages free for the
United States.

The United States wvs. The Colton
Marble and Lime Company and the
Southern Pacific Road, involving title to
overlapping land grants where the land
is within thirty miles of the indemnity
limits. The Atlantic and Pacific Railroad
comes within twenty miles of the limit of
the Southern Pacitic Railroad Company,
whose grant is antedated by that of the
first-named company.
