Two Notorious “ Shebangs” Have

There was a special meeting of the City
Trustees held yvesterday afternoon, at
which a step in the way of reform was
taken. It was the first real move looking
to the suppression of the disreputable
dives that exist in this city which thecity
authorities have yet taken. By this ac-
tion of the Trustees, taken at the request
of the Police Commissioners, two notori-
ous dives have had their licenses revoked.
One of these places is in the old Hotel de
France building at Second and L streets,

and the other John Bowman’s place on |

the same block, adjoining the engine-
house,

The order to revoke these licenses was
made on the motion of Trustee Conklin,
after the clerk had read communications
from the Police Commissioners on the
subject, and was by the unanimous vote
of the board.

FREEHOLDERS SUGGESTED.

Before the board convened in open ses-

sion the members held an hour’s caucus |

in an adjoining room, and when they
came out and took their seats Mayor

Comstock said the meeting had been |

called for the purpose of suggesting the
names of fifteen charter freeholders to be
voted for at the approaching election, and
also to consider the matter of the selec-
tion of a temporary city jail.

There was another burst of applause
when Mr. Jones took his seat and then
there were loud calls for Mr. Hart.

That gentleman stepped forward and
thanked the convention heartily for the
nomination. Words, he said, would but
feebly express his feelings, because the
nomination was an indorsement of his
administration. He had worked hard in
the schools, and had strove to impress in
the minds and hearts of school-children
the seeds of patriotism—the love of
country. He had taught them that next
to their God was their country. He felt
now that his efforts had been appreciated.

On motion of W, A. Anderson the nom-
ination of Mr. Hart was made unani-
mous.

The nominations for the four School
Directors were made without speeches
and without trouble.
