LOCATION OF THE NEW BUILD-
ING SETTLED.

The Selection of the Mission and

Seventh-Street Site Must Stand if
Good Title Can Be Given.

Special 1o the RECORD-UNION.
WasaINgGTON (D. C.), Oct. 27.—Assist-
ant Secretary Crounse, in the absence of
Secretary of the Treasury Foster, received
from the President of the San Francisco
Board of Trade to-day a telegram stating
that the Doard was about to hold a meet-
ing concerning the San Francisco Post-
oflice site, and asking whether the latter
was definitely settled yet, and whether a
protest would avail anything
Upon receipt of this telegram Secretary
Crounse went at once to the Law Depart-
ment to see Attorney-General Miller con-
cerning the matter, and after a discussion
of the question with Mr. Miller, he sent
a telegram saying that the matter might
be considered settled, unless L.
Harvey failed to furnish perfect evidence
of title, in which case, of course, the Gov-
ernment’s offer to buy the Seventh and
Mission streets property would not stand,
as it was stipulated clearly in the local
Postoflice Commission’s offer that abso-
lute evidence of title should be furnished
by Harvey and at his own expense. If
the latter is done, Mr. Crounse says the
only remedy of the dissatistied people of
San Francisco lies at the hands of Con-
id he: ““Ourofier to Mr. Harvey,
made through our San Francisco Com-
missioners, is binding, in my opinion and
in the opinion of Attorney-General Mil- |
ler, and Mr. Harvey could hold the Gov- |
ernment to its contract.” !

The plaster appeared
to draw with great power, and the dis-
charge increased every twenty-four hours
a little. At least a pint of matter was dis-
charged from the wound before I got en-
tiraly well, which was exactly five weeks
from the time I put the first plaster on.
