
NEW PUBLICATIONS.
The '.'Century" has "come of ago," and

in its November number begins its
twenty-second year. Mr. Cole's engrav-
ings ol the masterpieces of the Italian
punters reaches a climax in full-page
blocks. The feature likely to attract most
attention is the now novel, '•The Nau-
lahka," by Jtudyard Kipling and Wol-
cott Balesticr, the latter a well-known
American. John Muir, the California
naturalist, contributes tho first fully
illustrated description which has been
made of the great canyon ofthe South
Fork of King's River. The death of
liOwell is commemorated by a paper of
literary criticism by George E. Wood-
berry, the newly appointed Professor of
English Poetry at Columbia College.
The New York Club of actors, drama-
tists and others, founded by Edwin
Booth, under the name oi" "The Players,"
is the subject of an illustrated article by
Brander .Matthews. Edgar W. Nye con-
tributes to this number tlie first of sev-
eral of bis autobiographies, tho present
one being the "Autobiography ofa Justice
of the Peace." A paper on the "San
Francisco Vigilance Committee" is by
William T. Coleman. A number of
"Mazzini's Letters to an English Fam-
ily"are printed in this number. Pro-
fessor Wilbur l'isk Tillett writes upon
''Southern Womanhood as Affected by
tho War." Adolf Menzel, the German
artist, is tho subject of a sketch by Carl
Marr. Frank 1). Millett, Vice-President
of tho American Academy of Design,
considers tho question, "What are Amer-
icans Doing in Art?" This number con-
tains threo short stories—"How the Old
Folks Won the Oaks," by J. J. Eakins,
illustrated by Hclniick; "The Major's
Appointment,"' by Mrs. Julia Schayer,
illustrated by Gibson, and "ATheft Con-
doned," by Miss Gertrude Smith. An
article of timeliness by Professor W. 0.

In "Open Letters" George G. Mackenzie
sets forth "California's interest in Yo-
semito Reform. 1" Monsieur VianeaL
musical director of the French National
Academy of Music, and leader of the
Metropolitan Opera, writes of "The Paris
Opera." Mrs. Van Rensselaer writes
briefly of Mr. Houghton, and room is
found for "A Roman Catholic's View of
Sister Dolorosa."

Enery Stuart. Walter Besant's series of
illustrated papers on London is contin-
ued. There are poems by William Dean
llowolls, Amelie Rives and Eliza Calvert
HalL George William Curtis writes of
the recent patriotic celebration at Ben-
nington; William Dean llowolls, in the
Editor's Study, asks why wo have not a
national literature; and Charles Dudley
Warner opens the Editor's Drawer with
some pleasant allusions to the "tall girl."
