The stallion seemed to be angry in his j

horse was tired, but he knew better.

STEEL-HEAD TROUT.
The rish Commissioners Adopt Dr.

Jordan's Classification.
The Fish Commissioners have issued a

bulletin announcing Dr. David Starr
Jordan's classification of the Klamath
River trout sent to the commission by
Captain A. W. Foster of Sacramento.
Dr. Jordan calls them steel-head trout,
and adds: "They correspond more nearly
to the salmon trout o;" England than do
any other of our American specie?. The
name, salmon trout, is promiscuously
used for all sorts of large trout or small
salmon, but if any fish on this west coast
is entitled to that name it is the steel-
head."

EIG ESTATES IN NAPA.
Not so Numerous as in Tehama and

Y'olo Counties.
[Kapa Daily Register, 1 ictober 23d.]

The Sacramento Recobd-Union has of
late devoted considerable time and spa<-e
to a statistical study of large land hold-
ings in Colusa and Tehama counties. It
has found that between the years 1883
and 1890 individual fanners have greatly
increased their acreage and that there has
been a tendency to absorption by the
few to the great detriment of the many.
For our own information, and that of our
readers, we to-day went through the As-
-36584 r's books to see what kind ofa story
the figures would tell for Xapa County iii
this particular.

We took for a test the nineteen largest
landholders in 1880, the acreage assessed
to each and the valuation placed opposite.
in the aggregate" we found charged
against these nineteen 70,743 acres—2,23o
less than the quantity of land held by
one man in Tehama County in 1885. The
assessed valuation footed dp 5817,146. The
largest landholder of the nineteen held
10,740 acres, the smallest 1,580.

During the ten years that followed ISSO
there was a general shifting of lines and
only eight of the original nineteen were
to be counted among the nineteen largest
real es'.ate owners in 1890. In that time
many of the most valuable though not
the largest ofthese estates were divided,
subdivided and sold to new and old set-
tlers.

In ISOO the nineteen largest land owners
held7B,346acres —'J-VJ. tens than the num-
ber of acres owned by one man in Te-
hama County in the same year—at a
valuation of 1691,381, The owner stand-
in-- lowest had 1,537 acres, valued at $71,-
--060. While the last nineteen held in the
ijrgregateT.fßKi acres more than the first
nineteen, the total value oftheir holdings
fell short Slti-VO'). We account for this
decrease invalue of a greater acreage in
this way: Those lands held in large
tracts and most valuable in 1880 were in
the ten years following cut up and added
to the small farm acreage, and the acquir-
ing of larger tracts attectod chiefly the
cheaper mountain ranges now used in
remote parts of the county for stock
ranches. For instance, where one man
in 1880 controlled 4*334 unbroken acres—
land that was convenient to market, well
watered and susceptible to a high state
of tillage—twenty-six families are now
established in comfortable homes,
marked by well-fenced grain fields, fruit-
fid orchards and thrifty vineyards.

ance that his words are not prepared for
him. 1 have heard conspicuous speak* c
in England and in our own country, and
if comparisons in the ease ara not invid-
ious, i should say that the German Em-
peror need not fear t8 meet such an audi-
ence as oven a New Kngland society din-
ner assembles. One of the prettiest
speeches I have listened to was delivered
by the Kniperor in answering the toast to
Jus wifein the province where she was
horn. Itwas di.ring the great combined
military and naval maneuvers of 1 \u25a0 .
which the United States was represented
by Commander Ward, and Great Britain
by Admiral Hornby.

The Kmperor's words were: "I de-
sire to express to you, my dearest sir, the
gratitude felt by the Empress and my-

self for the kind words we have ju.st
beard : at the same time our thanks to
the whole for the day wo have passed and
for the reception which the province has
prepared lor us. Tiiis.day was, however,
not needed in order to assure us of the
warm friendship we have found here.
The bond tuat unites me to this province,
and chains me to her in a manner differ-
ent from all others of my empire, is the
jewel that sparkles at "my side, her
siiujosty the Empress. Sprung from thissoil, the type of the various virtues of a

German Princess, it is to hor that Iowe
itiflam able to meet the severe labors
ot my office with a happy spirit, and
make head against them."

The words of the Emperor wore unex-
pected, and to no one more so than t<> his
wife, whose &cc beamed with happiness
•v the compliment she so publicly re-
ceived. Nor did anyone who listened to
the speaker at that dinner tlrinfc to ques-tion the spontaneity and honesty of the
language.—Poultney Bigelovv in the Cen-
