San Diego has a fine Courthouse, that
oost $15,000. It impressed some of our
party so that they said if they had any
courting to do they would like that lo-
cality. Five and a half miles of cable
road, forty-two miles of street railway,
gives the traveler every chance to see the
city. One day we chanced on a car driver
that did not seem to be geometrically cor-
rect; his eyes were as the plus mark, he

to get it on its base before we could pur-
sue the tenor of our way.

We said good-bye to San Diego with re-
gret, and took tho picturesque ocean-side
route to Los Angeles. The afternoon was
warm, but the breeze from old ocean kept
us cool, calm and collected. Wo found
the angels all well, and off their boom;
settled down to thriving business, that
has moru fruit tha/i land fora basis. Elec-
tric aiid cal ile-cars were always packed
with people.

Tho Hollenbeck, Nadeau and West-
minster are the three handsome blocks
that have been built within four years.

Ventura granite and pressed red brick of
a dark tingo, have tasteful designs, and
as specimens ofarchitecture compare with
any large cities East.

Just as this was given a man boarded

the oar and handed around for our in-
spection an ogg the size of a bowl.
when one asked if it was a bow-legged
hen laid this, the conductor laid away his
bell-punch, and the orange blossoms iv
the hair of tho headlight wilted, and we
stopped oil.

We went out to Pasadena —"Crown of
the Valley"—passing Governor Mark-
ham's pretty Some, and the big Kay-
mond Hotel, now closed for the gammer.
The Oreen Hotel, that brings to mind the
August flower, is a tine house. We
\u25a0went on a wild-goose chase to the
library for blue-prints, but it was
noou, and no one was home; the building
though is really a line one.

Pasadena is a temperance town, and
*wo were all as dry as Pomery Sec, but
could not even see any soda—suppose be-
cause that is spirited when first poured
out, it comes under the head of spirituous
liquors.

It grew warmer in Los Angeles and we
left for Kedonda, and from there took the
Ktoamer Corona. Stopping at Port Har-
ford we met the Pomona, had a word
with Captain Hall, and then took the
train for San Luis Obispo, and spent most
of the day in this town surrounded by
high hilis. The big Kamona is another
fine .hotel. The southern soil is adapted
for raising these mammoth ii.ns. San
Luisites raise honey, beans, olives and
tho county contains many minerals, as-
phaltnm being mined the most.
