states tariff law.

l>r. smith willalso call to the attention
of the Secretary the matter of laying a
cable between the United States and i
Honolulu. Hawaii, be says, is ready to
pay a subsidy to any company establish- j
ing a cable line between the twocountries. !

Dr. Smith had been absent from Mono- >
lulu some years, and returned there only ;
a short time before delegated to come to ;
the United States. He found on his re-
turn that the desire for annexation to the
United States bad grown greatly during
his absence. The feeling, be thinks, |
however, is based more on a wish to par-
ticipate in the commercial benefits to bo
derived therefrom than from any hope of
political aggrandizement.

Itis well known that a smooth disc of

steel driven at a high speed willcut in
two a iile held to the edge of thfe disc.
Th • principle does not seem to have been
practically used, save in one instance
named by Mr. Richards, the well-known
engineer, who states that itwas employed
in the United States Armory at Spring-
field in preparing a tenon", or reduced
section, on the ends of tempered steel

; ramrods, such as were used in loading
muskets of twenty-live years ago. The
material was hard and could not be out,
so small wheels of iron, about six inches
in diameter and one inch thick, were

! used. They were driven at 8,000 revolu-
tions per minute, and melted or abraided
the metal away instantly, at the same
time drawing the temper, so that a screw
thread could afterward be cut ou the end
of the tempered rod.
