He Signed a Statement Accusing His
Brother Jeff.

*\u2666 My God ! Must I Tell on My Own

Brother?"— More Descriptions

of the Train Wreck.

Auburn. Xov. <;.—The Courthouse was
crowded again this morning when the
preliminary examination of Al and Jefl*
Roberts, who are accused ofwrecking the
West-bound overland train, near Colfax ,
last month, was commenced. During ,
the afternoon session about two dozen j
school teachers, who are attending the '
in-titute meeting here, filed into court in
answer to a fictitious subpena issue by j
a facetious court;atta<he. They took con- j
fcitlerable interest in the proceedings, but j
most of their attention was directed to j
the two defendants.

QETTZHO USES TO IT.
The Roberts brothers have by this time

become accustomed to being stared at, j
and have lost the nervousness that char-
acterized their demeanor when the ex-
amination commenced. They appeared
to-day to rather enjoy the attention and
ii;<-remarks of tho spectators. They are

'injtanied in court every day by their
1 and heart-broken father and mother.

The prosecution consumed another
whole day in presenting its chain of cir-
cumstantial evidence against the prison- j
ers, and did not conclude. It is thought
that all of to-morrow will be consumed
also, the defense opening Monday.

The first of toe several confessions j
made by the prisoners were introduced i
to-day, and the testimony of the detec-
tives was commenced. Sensational de-
velopments have been looked for right i
along when this branch of the case was I
readied, and that which was put in to-day
proved quite interesting.

KQKK EVIDENCE.
Justice Gwynn convened court at 9 a.

m., and .1. R. Brees was recalled to the
witness stand by the defense forfarther]
cross-examination. He was away from j
home most of the week after the wreck. ;
Jie was home Tuesday and Thursday I
evenings.

"Diil you see your wife making any
memoranda of conversations she had had
\u25a0with the Roberts brothers, or did she
61 r tell you of any such conversations?"

The prosecution objected, but the court I
allowed the question.

Brees replied that he saw no memo-
rahda, nor did his wife tell him of the
conversations. It was shown, however.
that Mrs. Brees did not talk with tho
1. Herts brothers until the next day alter
the husband had left home, and gone to
work at Slipper Gap.

W. K. Nicholson, a Pullman car con-
ductor, w;is then put on tho stand by the
prosecution, lie- was on the sleeper
Shoshone. in the train that was wrecked.
This was the car in front oi' the Santa Cruz,
which went down the bank. He was
dozing at the time, but awakened imme- j
diately when the Shoshone left the track.
"Wii'-n the 'rain stopped witness went

aide. When he noticed the Santa Cruz
in the ditch, he saw that Brakeman Mor-
rill was down there. Morrill was calling
out foran ax, and the witness took one j
from the porter's room on the Shoshone
and ran down the bank with it. He held
a !•intern while Morrill broke in the door
with the ax. They then went inside and

ROBERTS' STOBY ATTACKED.

"How long do you think itwas after
the wreck that Morrilland you got into

had dressed himself and come over.

"Did you hear Morrill speak to any-
body after you got inside?" asked M*r.

"He spoke to i
somebody whom I did not know. He |
said to him,'How did you get here so I
Boon for something like that Shortly
alter this Morrill told me that Ihad bet-
ter not let anybody come inside unless I
knew who they were."

O. Dibble, reporter of the Colfax Scnti-. was the prosecution's next witness.
He knew the Roberts brothers well. Two
or three days after the wreck Jeff Roberts
told the witness that he could lay his
hands on the wreckers.

"Shortly alter the arrest of the Roberts
b »ySt" continued Mr. Dibble, "Al Rob-
erts made a statement regarding tho
"wreck. It was made to Mr. Dyer, and

- purely voluntary. 1 took the state-
ii ni down in writing. No inducements
\u25a0were held out to him."'

DTBB DENIES IT.
The attorneys for the defense inter-

rupted the examination at this point, and j
asked that Mr. Dyer be placed on the
stand, to be questioned as to whether or
no the offered Roberts any inducements to
make the statement.

The prosecution objected, and an argu-
nt followed. The court overruled the

objection, and Dyer was called.
Attorney Tattle was questioning the

constable as to how often he rode on the
railroad on passes, when the prosecution
objected again, and this time the court
sustained the objection. He was then
asked if, before Roberts 1 arrest, he had
talked with Al. and toM the latter that
he would divide with him ifhe would as- '*-ist in catching the wreckers. Another
objection was overruled, and Dyer re-
p id that no smh conversation took
place. The constable said that he re-
ceived a telegram from Roberts stating
that ho had information for him. They
had a talk at ('oliax at Dyer's house, but
no inducements were held out to Roberts.
It was the day before the arrest of the
brothers that this took place. The state;
meat referred to by Dibble was CD
after the arrest.

The prosecution objected to further i
stioning ofDyer. Mr. Jones said thai

i:ie statement made by Al Roberts \><
J Iyer and Dibble was not in the nature of
a confession.

Tho defense did not propose to let the
Statement in if they could help it, and
fought it bitterly for some time. Then
they gave way and allowed the statement
i „>« in.

At. ROUKKTS' CONFESSION.
Witness Dibble was replaced on the

stand and proceeded to read the state-
ment made by Al Roberta. It was sub-
stantially as follows:

"On Thursday morning Jeff asked me
if I wanted to make some money. He
did not tell me how. Jeff then went to

\u25a0 Campbell and asked him ifhe wanted
to go in, too. Campbell acted as if he
"would. On Thursday, before the wreck,
Jeif came into our blacksmith-shop. He
had a bar on his shoulder. I asked what
Tie w;is going to do, and he said he was go-
ing to make something. He hai a drill,. The next morning I looked into
the shop, but these tools wore gone. On
Bunday. the day before the wreck, I saw
Jaff aud two Indians standing talking ]
on the track. That night when 1 went to |
bed Jeffwas not there. I went to sleep i
-and was awakened by the crash of the j
-wioek. 1 looked out of the window, but j
•omld not see anything. Going out into I
the back yard 1 could see the men run- j
rung with Lanterns and could see the
'lights in tin-cars. Jeff was not in bed!
then. I ran back into the house and I
Bhouted 'Wreck! Wreck!' Then l!
dressed as soon as Icould and ran over i
to the wreck. I saw Brakeman Morriil
trying to break in the sleeper door. I
went around to the other end of the
sleeper with a brakeman named Costeilo
and another, and later on wo broke in a
window. In that way we got in. I
helped one man out who had hurt his
shoulder and he gave me £> for it. I
found another man's watch for him.
Afterremaining there some time I went
home and Jell' had not arrived yet. When

he did come home his hands were all
black. Imot him in the yard and ho
said, 'Don't tell on me.' Isaid I would,
too. He said he would divide with me if
1 did not and I said he had better divide
right away, as Iwas going to tell any-
how. Imake this statement freely and
without any hope ofreward or induce-
ment whatever."

THK WRKCKER'S SWEETHEART.
Miss Mabel Ingorsoll, the young lady

with whom Al Roberts was going to
elope, was then called. Attorney Tuttlo
pave up his seat to the defendant, Al. so
that the latter could sit facing the wit-
ness. Roberts bowed to her as she took
her seat.

One theory of the prosecution is that
AlRoberts' motive in wrecking the train
was to rob the passengers of enough
money to defray the expenses of this
elopement.

Toe young lady is 16 years of age and
fairly good looking. She testified that
.she knew AlRoberts and was encaged to
be married to him, and expected to elope
with him because she was under age.
The dato for this elopement was to be
about two weeks after the wreck hap-
pened. In connection with the matter
Roberts told her that he had §^50 in a
bank in Auburn. She saw him on the
evening before the wreck, but did not
talk with him. She saw him again the
day alter the wreck, but they did not
talk about the wreck. Ho wrote a letter
to her in which he said something about
the wreck. She could not remember ex-
actly what it was. Itwas something to
the effect that ho had been accused of
wrecking the train, but was innocent;
and that he and his father wont over to
the wreck together to help the passengers.

Mr. Jones handed the witness a letter
and asked her ifshe recognized tho hand-
writing.

She said she knew it was AlRoberts'
writing. It was a letter that she had
never received.

This was dropped temporarily, and the
witness was asked if she had not written
to Roberts after the wreck, telling him
not to talk about the affair. She said she
had written to him, but did not remem-
ber telling him to keep quiet.

Mr. Jones had her letter, however, and
after showing it to her .sho remembered
ha\ ing written, "Take my advice and
don't say anything about it — please
don't."' She also remembered then that
in his letter to her he had stated that he
knew something about the wreck. He
ciid not tell her, though, what he knew.

Mr. Jones seemed to doubt this, and
asked her what prompted hor to advise
him to keep quiet if she had told her
nothing. She could not answer.

CUNDBSTTNE MKKTiN<;s.
The attorney then went oiF on another

tack and in answer to his questions. Miss
Ingersoll said that she and Al Roberts
were in the habit of meeting clandes-
tinely at Mrs. Bre.es' house. They did
not meet there again alter the wreck.

"Were Mrs. ISrees and Albert
friendly?*' asked Mr. Jones.

The defense objected and Mr. Jones ex-
plained that he proposed to show that
Mrs. Urees had told the truth when she
said she had no hatred toward Roberts.
The defense had yesterday endeavored to
show in their cross-examination that Mrs.
Brees was testifying against Roberts be-
cause she did not like him.

The court allowed tho question and
Miss Ingersoll said that they were quhe
friendly and the meetings were held at
Mrs. Brees' house constantly.

On cross-examination Miss Ingersoll
said she had heard it noised about the
town of Colfax that AlRoberts had been
accused before she wrote to him advising
him to keep quiet.

Sheriff W. C. Conroy testified that he
arrived at the scene of the wreck at 6
o'clock on the morning that it happened.
He examined the track where the train
went off. His description of it was the
same as detailed by the previous wit-
nesses. He afterward joined with other
persons in searching tho brush for the
tools that tho wreckers had used. He saw
the bar that was found and was satisfied
that it had been recently thrown there.
The earth was freshly broken and the
twigs were freshly broken.

JEII-- KKBW THE UA.R.
Shortly alter examining the bar Jeff

Roberts came up and said to the witness:
"Billy,Iknow that bar." Ho was asked
whose it was, bnt Detective True inter-fered and said that there was too much of
a crowd around. Witness and True took
Jeff aside and asked him about the mat-
ter. Jeff said that the bar once belonged
to a man named Dawson and later to his
(Roberts') father, but it had not been seen
for some time. Jeff, also informed them
that Al had told him he found a clawbar,and had gone to tell Dyer about it; but
when ho returned the bar was gone.

Al Roberts came along in a wagon
shortly afterward, continued the witness,
and was questioned by Detective Will
Smith, while Detective Ben True
made notes of Roberts' remarks. Al
told them that he had found a ciawbar
with a broken prong. He wanteJ Dyer
to get it, and left it beneath a nianza-
nita bush; but when he returned
lor it, it was gone. Being questioned
further Al said that the bar belonged on
his father's place. He had last seen it in
Jeff's possession. Al then refused to
talk any more. Later on, however, De-
tective Smith and the witness took Al
aside and talked to him again. Smith
told him that he had better tell all he
knew. Roberts began to cry and said,
"My God, have I got to tell on my
brother?" Smith said they only wanted
tho truth, and then Al pointed to Jcft"
aud said, still shedding tears, "Well,
there is one of them." Witness and
Smith then called out to Constable Dyer,
who was talking with Jeff, to place" the
latter under arrest. Witness and Smith
took Al, and the party went to Colfax.

The Sheriff was cross-examined at con-
siderable length regarding tho linding of
the crowbar with which tho rail is sup-
posed to have been pried out of place. He
also gave a detailed account of examina-
tions he made at the Roberts' dwelling,
and then was questioned all about the in-
terviews again, as well as his methods of
arresting people.

The Sheriff has not been in office long,
and is somewhat a novice on the witness-
stand, and the unrelentness manner in
which Attorney Chomberlaiu poured in
his questions considerably rattled him.
He breathed a deep sigh of relief when
the court ordered a recess for lunch.

Afternoon Session.
Sheriff Conroy was recalled by the de-

fense for further cross-examination when
court reconvened after lunch, He could
not remember in detail all the conversa-
turns he had with the Roberts brothers,
nor every time he saw them. The broth-
ers were arrested on tho Saturday follow-
ing tho wreck. The witness, Constable
Dyer and D.-tectives Smith and True
made- the arrest. This was tho day that
Al Robert* broke down and accused Jeff

of wrecking the train, and after he had
made the statement. WhenAl told them
about the clawbar, he took them to whero
he said he had lound it, but it was not
there. Aldescribed the clawbar as being
a crude affair, about eighteen inches in
length. • One of th" claws had broken off
of it. Alter arresting them tho officers
took the brothers to Colfax. Here they
were turned over to lieu True, who took
them to Sacramento.

"Why didn't you take them to Au-
burn?" asked Attorney Jones.

"Ihad to go to lowa'Hill."
"What for?"
"To get two moro prisoners."
"Who?"
"John Roberts and Joe Campbell."
"What had they done?"
"AlRoberts had accused them of being

connected with the wrecking, too. They
proved an alibi, though. Several people
there assured me that John and Joe were
there at 12 o'clock tho night before the
wreck. They wore taken to Sacramento,
however, and we intended to have them
face AlRoberts, to see if he would stick
to his story. They satisfied us, however,
that they were innocent. I told Al that
be had been lying about the boys —that
they had nothing to do with the crime.
Al then said that it was Jell" and two In-
dians who did the job.

I'INSTMINO TIHE.
The Sheriff was kept under a rapid fire

of questions regarding the most minute
details of the arrest and the trip of the
prisoners to Sacramento. Finally District
Attorney Robinson interfered and said
that tho examination would consume a
month iftho attorneys for the defense
were allowed to continue in this line of
questioning. Mr. Jones also put in an
objection. Attorney Tattle, for the de-
fense, said he desired to go fully into tho
case and wanted all the details he could
get hold of. The court instructed the de-
fense to proceed.

Mr. Conroy said that since he had had
the prisoners in jailthey were in separate
cells, so that they could'not communicate
with each other. Mr. Conroy said he ar-
rested John Roberts and Joo Campbell
on Al Roberts' accusation. It was the
same with the two Indians. The witness
denied that he had treated Al Roberts
better in tho jail than Jeff. Ho was not
trying to force Jeff to make a confession.
He acknowledged that Alhad made two
statements to him. One was taken at the
County Jail at Sacramento. In this state-
ment Al Roberts said he saw Jeff and
the two Indians consulting in whispers
and plotting for several days. On Satur-
day .ici'i had a small bar with him, which
he told me he was going to make into
something. He also hud a crowbar. He
took them both to tho blacksmith shop.
< >n the night of the wreck Al said he was
going home and saw three men on the
railroad track. Ho was quite sure they
were Jeff and the two Indians; watched
them and saw Jeff turn off to the right
and go up the road. "Iwent homo then,"
continued Alin the statement, "and went
to bed. Jeff did not come home that
night. He got home the next morning
after the wreck, and his hands were black
and greasy, lie threw the wrench he
did it with under the head of Campbell's
bed."

ANOTHER CONFESSION.
Another statement of AlRoberts to tho

Sheriff was as follows: "I saw my
brother Jeff take the long bar. I saw
him have tho long bar Wednesday before
the wreck. Isaw him take the little bar
out of the tool-house by the wood-sin d.
It was a drill. He took it away Thurs-
day before the wreck. 1 went home at
ID o'clock that night and Jeff was not
there. Jeff done it himself. Mrs. Breos
told me that John and Joe left lowa 11 ill
Sunday. I know that Jeff done it be-
cause his hands was all greasy aud dirt.
Jeff came in sometime between tho
wreck and 6 o'clock."

On re-direct examination Mr. Conroy
said he had only been Sheriff sinco Jan-
uary last, lie had never held an office bo-
fore. Since he had been in office he had
never until the present time had two
prisoners in his charge who wore accused
ofa capital offense. The jail he kept the
Roberts brothers in was the only jail tho
people of Placer County had furnished
him with. It was the best he had, ami if
the accommodations were bad it was not
his fault. While AlRoberts had accused
several persons of being implicated in
the crime, he had never wavered from
the statement that Jeff was one of them.
On one occasion Al reached the conclu-
sion that J elf must have done the work
alone.

Sheriff Conroy had been on the witness-
stand just four hours when ho was ex-
cused.

Railroad Detective Ben True of Sacra-
mento was the next witness. He testi-
fied that he went to the scene ofthe wreck
from Sacramento a few hours after it hap-
jjened. He examined tho track and was
satisfied that it was a case oftrain-wreck-
ing. He went to work immediately to
find out all he could. The brush was
searched and the crowbar found. Jeff
Roberts was following the witness about
at the time, and was near him when the
bar was picked up. Jeff said he recog-
nized the bar, but witness told him not to
say anything just then, as there were
several people there whom he did not
wish tohear. Going some distance away,
Jeff hesitated about telling, but finally
said it had belonged to a man named
Dawson. Mr. True then detailed the
confession of Al that his brother had
been implicated. After the arrest wit-
ness took the Roberts brothers to Sacra-
mento. They were taken into Superin-
tendent Wright's office, and one at a
time gave statements. These statements

• were taken down in shorthand by Robert
Montgomery, Superintendent Wright's
private secretary.

The defense made a vigorous protest
against admitting any of these state-
ments into evidence, but the prosecution
worked them in by asking Mr. True to
refer to them in order to refresh his

memory. As a rule they were substan-
tially the same as the previous state-
ments testified to. On October Kith wit-
ness and Detective Will Smith talked
with Al Roberts. This time Roberts
said that when he £ot home Jell" was in
bed. Al said he was awakened by tho
'\u25a0rash and ran over to tho wreck. On (K-
--tober 23d at the Col&x jail witness Inter-viewed both of tho i irothera. Albert said
then that wben he heard the crash and
knew there was a wreck—and saw that
Jeff was missing—he said to himself, •'[
wonder ifhe has gone and done this."

The cross-examination was net con-
cluded, when an adjournment was taken
until to-morrow morning.
