Only Three More League Games in
Sacramento This Year.

Will Fred Carroll Take Charge of tho j
Oaklands i—Tho Leaders in

League Batting.

Sacramentans willhave just three more
opportunities to see ball games in this city,
and then the California League season is

over, at least as far as games in this city is
concerned. The closing games at San
Jose and San Francisco will be played a I
week later, but as Sacramento is not in
the contest, there will be but little inter-
est manifested by the cranks here as to
the results of the names in which the
home team plays. However, there are
many hero who would like to see s
Jose win the pennant, and it would be a
plea-sure to them to see the Sacramentos j
take as many games from the Hay team as i
possible.

It is said that Fred Carroll has been j
Offered the management of the Oakland j
team next season, but he has not yet;
given a decided answer. Field Sports I
aays that the programme mapped out by
Robinson is to relegate TipiO'Neill to his
warehouse and employ some well known
player to manage tho team. Carroll
would prefer to go East again ifhe founda berth either in the -National League or
American Association, and it is possible
he may be signed by Manager Van Halt-
ron for the Baltimore club. The Califor-
nia League is a minor organization, and
men who have .spent yean in the major
associations are aver-" to stepping down
to an inferior class. When a major league
player easts his lot with a lesser club it isa tacit acknowledgement of his deterio-
ation a.s a bali-tosser, and Fred Carroll of
all others would bo loth to appear as a
back number.

Carroll and Shea divide honors at pres-
ent as to who is the leading batter of the
league. The batting average of each is
.'l;, but Carroll is entitled to first posi-
tion. ;ls he has been to bat nearly three
times to Shea's once and has made forty-
three base hits, while Shea has only six-
teen.

Goodenough ranks third in the batting 'averages, with .812 as his record. He hasboon to bat oftener and made more base
hits than Carroll.

Keitz ranks tenth, Hassamer fifteenth,
Howman eighteenth, McGuirk twenty-
second, Spies twenty-sixth, McHaletwenty-eighth, McCloskey twenty-ninth,
Iwnberts thirty-fourth and Hoffman fortv-lirst.

K'itz has a remarkable fielding record
.or the time ho has been with Sacramento.
In twenty-eight games he made nine er-rors out of 198 chances.

McGuirk's first base work in the first
hall of the season was almost innocent of Ierrors. Now he has forty-three misplays icharged against him.

EBONY-HUED BRUISERS.

Turner Defeats Hatch in Twenty-one
Hard Rounds.

A Glove Contest That Satisfied the
Sports—lt "Was Replete With

Hard Hitting.

A glove contest took place at the Com-
ique Saturday night which was pro-
nounced by experts to be oue of the best
that over occurred in Sacramento. There
was an immense crowd present, which
howled itselfhoarse with excitement.

The contestants were Charles Turner of
this city and Dave Hatch of Bakersfield,
both negroes, and both heavy weights.
Hatch is a trim-built fellow, who, if he
had some science, would make a rattling
tighter. Turner is stocky and muscular,
and is what is known as a rusher.

Turner was on the aggressive from the
start, and it was soon apparent that, bar-
ring an accident, he would best his op-
ponent. Hatch was on the defensive for
the most part, and only occasionally
would he put in a blow that would count
on his burly adversary. These blows,
however, would only madden Tomer
and cause him to rush Hatch all over the
ring. In the second round lie knocked i
Hatch down with a powerful left- I
handed blow, but Hatch was !
on his feet before tho ten-
aeoond limit was up. Hatch was
considerably punished in this round,
and many thought he would not stay
through the third. He toed the scratch
in good shape.however, and after dodging
one of Turner's savage rushes, gave the
local man a right hand punch on the chin j
which staggered him. There were sev-
eral hot rallies in this round, which kept
the audience in a great state of excite-
ment.

The fourth round was another rapid
one and so was the fifth. In the sixth
Turner "back-heeled" Hatch and sent
him sprawling on the rloor. When lie i
had regained his feet Hatch attacked
Turner savagely and gave several hard '
culls about the head. In the tenth Hatch i
was knocked down again. He was still
strong, but was not making any head-
way against his powerful opponent. lie ;
was bleeding from the nose and from a
cut in the mouth, but still kept at it.

In the sixteenth round Turner went in i
to finish Hatch. He met with a vigorous
resistance, however. For awhile Hatch
fought back savagely, but was floored.
He was on his feet again and gave Turner
several hard thumps on the body and
head. Both men were tired after this
work, and during tho next two rounds
did little damage to each other, except at
the close of the eighteenth, when Turner
gave Hatch an upper-cut that dazed him.
The nineteenth round was characterized
by tolling rushes on the part of Turner,
which told heavily on Hatch. It was the
same ;in the twentieth, and Hatch was
growing weaker. In the twenty-first
and last round Turner sot to work de-
terminedly and beat Hatch unmercifully.
Hatch retreated to his corner, but Turner
followed him and swung in a right- j
bander that laid Hatch upon the floor.
The Bakersfield pugilist could not rise I
within th*> prescribed ten seconds, and j
the purse was awarded to Turner.

FAST TIME.

A ITotly Contested Rollor Skate Raco :

A very large audience witnessed the
roller skating races at the old Pavilion
Saturdaj- night. The races were very in-
teresting and roused the audience to a re-
malleable degree of enthusiasm, applause !
and cheers being almost continuous. F. i

The first race, one mile, was between j

Evidently Andrews expected an easy
victory, but Delano led him such a chase as
surprised him. The men went almost side i
by side, firstone and then the other taking !
the inside by spurts at the turns, but
Delano most frequently leading by a few I
inches and .sometimes by a couple of feet. I
Andrews put forth every exertiou and
his muscles stood out like cords of steel. IThe men were cheered almost constantly !
the male spectators shouting and the
ladies waving their hands aud applaud-
ing also. On the last quarter Andrews
showed plainly that he was either no
match for Delano or that he was in bad
condition, and his efforts to lead were al-
most painful. Delano won in 4:32, thebeat time ever made at the rink, and' An-
drews was supported fainting to his
room. Delano, on the other hand, re- I
mained upon the floor and appeared to i
be not at all distressed. When Andrews !
reappeared he challenged Delano for $500 ;
to try it again at some future date.

OUTRAGEOUS CONDUCT.

Drunken Hoodlums Destroy Property
Right and Left.

Fences and Ornaments on G Street

Ruined—An Opportunity for

Police Investigation.

Saturdaj- night in the small hours a
gang of hoodlums fired by bad gin, prob-
ably dealt out by all-night dives, started
out on a raid in the northeast section of
the city.

Out of pure deviltry, inspired by rum
with which the whole crowd was loaded
to the lip, these rascally fellows began at
Fourteenth street, on G, and from there
up to Nineteenth street tore oil"and broke
up, so Jar as they could, all the orna-
mental work on all the front lino fences
ofcitizens' homes.

The crowd must have been large, for it
packed tho debris, fully a wagon load of
it, to 1804 G street, and cast it into the
front yard of that residence, whore own-
ers yesterday were sorting it out and en-
deavoring to save something from the
wreckage.

(>ue lady who was aroused by the noise
looked out and saw the crowd at work.
It was a large body of youths, she thinks
from 18 to 22 years of age. One colored
boy was in the lot, all the others being
whites. At tho time she saw them they
were lighting among themselves.

Only one or two places escaped a visita-
tion in a distance of live blocks. The
crowd also visited I street and ripped up
some fence ornaments. The damage is
by no means Inconsiderable, for tho
fences can be restored to their original
condition only at considerable expense.
So badly broken arc the parts ripped off
that only a lew of them can be repaired
or used again.

Chief Engineer Guthrie very early
yesterday morning discovered the out-
rage, and at once began a search for some
evidence that would lead to the detection
of the depredators. He followed up the
line ofwreckage and found where it was
deposited in the yard at IN)4 G street, the
residents there being as much surprised
by. the use their lot was put to as if a
cyclone had swept it. Chief GnthriQ as-
certained some facts that may lead to the
detection of the hoodlums. He notified
the police department early, and officers
have set to work to ferret out the mis-
chief-makers.

Since the foregoing was written it is
learned that one of the gang ofrowdies,
who claims to have been innocent of
wrecking any fences, though with the
crowd, has become frightened and is pre-
pared to "give the whole thing away" if
he can secure immunity from punish-
ment for himself.

NEW PASTOR INSTALLED.
Rev. G. A. Ottman Located at St. Paul's

Episcopal Church.
Avery large congregation attended the

11 o'clock service at St. Paul's Church
yesterday to witness the installation of
tho new rector, Rev. G. A. Ottman, by
Bishop Wingfield.

The services opened with a grand organ
prelude by the organist, Mrs. Pinkham.
The music throughout tho service was of
a high order, one of the most noticeable
features being the soprano solo by Master
Julian Arnold. Master Arnold's voice is
one of remarkable strength and sweet-
ness. After performing tho office of in-
stitution as laid down in tho prayer-
book, the Bishop ascended the pulpit'and
Dreachod an eloquent sermon from the
text: "And I will give unto thee the keys
of the kingdom of heaven, and whatso-
ever ye shall bind on earth shall be bound
in heaven, and whatsoever ye shall loose
on earth shall be loosed in heaven." Tho
Bishop then retired to his episcopal chair
and the newly-installed rector proceeded
with his first celebration.

The vestments worn at the celebration
were green, being the twenty-fourth Sun-
day alter Trinity.

MIGHT LOOSE THE SERGEANT.

Talk of Removing the State Weather
Service Headquarters.

Mr. Berwick May Have to Predict
from San Francisco—He Doesn't

"Want to Go.

Rumors have been circulated about re-
cently to the effect that the headquarters
of the State weather service were about
to be removed—Sergeant Bar wick and
all—to San Francisco.

ARecokd-Uxiox reporter interviewed
Sergeant Barwick with reference to the
matter yesterday. "Yes," said he, "un-
less measures are taken to prevent it, the
headquarters of the State service will be
removed to the Bay, without a doubt.
Such a change would not benefit San
Francisco, but would materially injure
tho future prospects of the State weather
service, which has been recently estab-
lished by the United States Department
of Agriculture's Weather Bureau, and is
being assisted by our State Agricultural
Society. The headquarters of the State
weather service should be whero the
headquarters of the State Agricultural
Society are situated, here in Sacramento."

There is likely to be some vigorous
"kicking" against the removal of the
State service headquarters from Sacra-
mento. The removal of the headquarters
will necessitate the changing of Mr. Bar-
wick from his post of duty here, which
he has filleduninterruptedly from March
10, ISBI, to the present time, and that
gentleman informed the reporter that he
prefers very much to remain in Sacra-
mento than to be stationed in San Fran-
cisco, as he looks upon Sacramento more
as his home than his native birthplace in
Maryland, having remained longer in
this city than in any other place since he
was 18 years old, which was just thirty
years ago last September.

THROWN FROM A HORSE.
Two Boys Badly Injured In Cnpltol

Park Yesterday.
Willie Tryon, who lives with his pa-

rents at Tenth and I streets, and Lester
Russel, who lives on D street, between
Fifteenth and Sixteenth, met with an ac-
cident yesterday which came near costing
them their lives. Even as it is the Tryon
boy is by no means out of danger.

They were riding a horse in Capitol
Park, and were passing up tho Eleventh-
street entrance from N street, when the
horse suddenly shied or slipped and
threw them both upon the stone walk.

The Tryon lad struck headforemost
upon the curbing and received a danger-
ous wound on the forehead, causing
concussion of the brain. Lester Russell
had both jaws fractured and was otherw ise
bruised. Both of the boys were taken to
their homes as quickly as possible.

SHOT IN THE NECK.

A Mysterious Shooting Affray at Sec-
ond and J Streets,

Ed Chandler Shoots Ills Friend

Henry Starkey—What ft Was

About.

A mysterious shooting affray took
place late last night at Second and J
streets.

Friends of the parties concerned made
strenuous efforts to keep the affair quiet.

I From what could be learned, however,
it appears that Ed Chandler, Henry
Starkey and Marshall, better known as
the '"Cariboo Kid," were drinking in the
back room of a saloon with a woman
who was with Chandler. All are said to
be friends, but being under the influence
of liquor got into a wrangle over the
woman. .

Starkey made some remark that Chan-
dler did not like, and the latter whipped
out a revolver and tired at him, the bul-
let lodging in the left sido of Starkey's
neck.

Chandler and the woman then left the
place hurriedly. When they reached tho
sidewalk tho woman was heard to say,
"My God, what have you done?" Chan-
dler replied, "That's all right; what did
did you try to hold me for?" The couple
went up J street to Filth, and turning
down that thoroughfare disappeared.

Meantime Starkoy was hustled to a
room, and a hack was sent for Dr. (Jard-
ner. The vehicle was wrecked at Third
and 3 streets, breaking the forward axle
in crossing the car-tracks and sustaining
other injuries. Hut the doctor reached
tho wounded man sill right, and found
that the bullet had only penetrated a
short distance into thu fleshy part of

I Starkey's neck. He had no trouble in re-
moving it. The injury was not consid-
ered serious.

Police Captain Lee and Officer Mc-
Laughlin learned of the shooting shortly
after it happened. After making an in-
vestigation they set out after Chandler
and the woman. Up to a late hour they
had not been found.
