point of land in all Europe.

thai no place can expect to prosper andbuild up where there is only one family
to every 2,000 acred, or, as In many plaoi s,one to every 10,000 acres. To bring tile
matter home to this section, ns showing
the great benefit of small holdings andsubdivision, we call attention to the fol-
lowing tracts lh this immediate vicinity:
The Teegarden. Percy, Bunco and Coopertracts on the border of our city a feri

to grain, and supported one family each.

By sub-
dividing and improving almost the en-
tiro acreage these (Sunns are now
either in building lots on which are
fine residences, or planted to orchards
and vineyards of five to twenty
acres each.
