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WONDERFUL PERFORMANCE.

Arion Lays all Two-Year-Old
Records in the Shade.

HE TROTS A MILE WITHOUT A SKIP
IN 210 3-4.

Christopher Buckley and Samuel Rai-

ney Indicted by the San Francisco

Grand Jury, Charged With Endeav-

oring to Influence a Former Board

of Supervisors Regarding the Pas-

sage of Certain Measures.

Stockton, Nov. 10.—The sensation of
the day was the wonderful performance
of Arion, the two-year-old Electioneer
colt, raised and owned by Senator Stan-
ford, in trotting a mile without a skip in
2:10 J. This colt came to Stockton a few
•weeks ago with a race-record of '2:21, and
at the tirst attempt reduced his mark to
2:U>i, beating the world's two-year-old
record of 2:18, whicii was then held by
SSunol. Marvin drove Arion again and
reduced his record to 2:14*.

To-day the famous driver brought the
colt out, confident that ne would lower
his record. Marvin had no bother with
the youngster, for he is as level-headed
as an old turf veteran, and never gets
rattled. When he came up just right
JNlarvin nodded for the word, and was
Bent away at a running clip, with Sandy
Smith close up behind with a runner.
The game youngster trotted out squarely,
and without a hitch went to the quarter
pole in OMi '2-5. That was a record-
breaking gait, and those who did not
know the colt said he could not keep up
the clip, but he did, and went to the half
in I:U4 Sh6, making the second quarter in
0:.{l 1-5, a terrific gait even for an aged
horse. (tn he went, strong and game as
an old racer, without a hitch, going to
the three-quarters pole in 1:37 4-,", making
the third quarter a little slower, in
0:33 l-<>.

Then it was thought that the young
colt would not be able to keep up the
killing gait, but he is a game trotter and
bred to stay. He came to the finish
strong and fast, going under the wire
without the touch of Marvin's whip in
2:loif, finishing the quarter in O:iJ 1-0.

It was the greatest race against time
ever seen on any track, for it was a
square trot from start to finish. Itwas
a great performance, and everybody gave
Marvin credit for his training and hand-
ling of the greatest colt on earth.

Palo Alto, the game aged stallion ofthe
Stanford stable, was driven by Marvin
:iLr:iinst his record of '2:Wk. The horse
v.:is feeling fine, and seemed anxious to
go, but he was not so high strung as on
his last appearance a week ago. Marvin
has a way oftoning up the old fellow to
make him feel like a colt, killing the pain
in his liime leg by 'the free use of cocaine.
A week ago the stallion was too ambi-
tious, but to-day he was shaped op differ-
ently. He moved without much show of
Lameness and seemed to be anxious to go.

Marvin took the word after two or
three scorings, and the horse went away
very fast, making the race atraiust San-
dy's runner from the start. Ho went to
the quarter in 0:81}, to the half in l:0o*. to
the three-quarters in 1:365, but leit his
ieet after passing the post and lost by the
break, though he settled quickly, ilalf-
way down the homestretch he went up
again, but caught easily and came home
without the whip in _;:iOJ.

Late in the afternoon Marvin trotted
him a second time, hoping to reach the
mark he wants for the hero of the stable,
:is lie is anxious to retire the game oh!
t llow. Palo Alto was not distressed ]>y
his fast work, and he seemed ready to go
a wonderful mile.

Marvin gave him only two scorings,
nnd then nodded for the word. Tne
Stallion went away at a terrific gait, with
the runner exciting him. Marvin held
the old fellow back as well as ho could,
talking to him all the while, but lie went

to the quarter-post in O:.;iJ, and to the
ball at the rapid gait of \:OM. From the
half lie slowed up a little, going to the
quarter in 0:33, reaching the post in 1:36).
He made a magnificent finish in about
the same time, coming home without a
skip in the mile in 'J:O'J. The horse was
too tired to break the record in the sec-
ond killing heat in one day, but he trot-
ted the second mile only a quarter of a
second behind his best'mark, and only
half a second slower than the world's
r sconL held by Allerton.

1Sell Bird, the world-beating yearling,
was started against 2:264, but acted badly,
and Marvin gave up the attempt.

Jury to-day completed the inquest on the
body ofConstablo Jacob Teeter, shot by
James Reed. They found the killing
done in self defense. All testimony
showed that llced and three companions
went into Hurd's for dinner. Teeter
came in and insulted Reed, v ho struck
him twice. Teeter attempted to draw a
pistol, which was taken from him.
While Meed's party were eating supper

j Teeter went home and procured two pis-
tols. As Heed came out from the din-
ing-room Teeter opened lire, two shots
passing above Heed's head. Reed then
tired tour shots, hitting Teeter in the
head, breast, abdomen and arm. Hem-
orrhage from the abdominal wound
caused his death in fourteen hours.

Teeter was a member of the Odd Fel-
: lows and Workmen. Universal sym-
pathy is felt for his family, but no blame
is attached to Keed.

SUOXtT IS HIS ACCOUNTS.

Mysteriously Disappears.

believe that he has committed suicide.
Detectives are now on his track, and the
truth will soon be known.

Morse, of Morse's Detective Agency of
this city stated to-day that he is satisfied
no foundation exists for the belief that
E. A. Ray, the missing agent for the
Southern Pacific Company "sit San Ber-
nardino, had committed suicide. Morse
bus offered a reward of $50 for Ray's ar-
rest and detention, wherever found.

THE FISHERIES QUESTION.

An Agreement Between the United
States and England

THE DIFFICULTY TO BE SETTLED
BY ARBITRATION.

A Prominent Physician of Southern !
"Wisconsin Confesses to a Charge of
Burglary Preferred Against Him—

Rapid I'rojjfi-ess Being Modo «t the

Brooklyn Navy-Yard in Preparing

Warship* for Active Service.

Washington, Nov. 10.—The public

was taken into the confidence of the dip-
1' mati'- branch of the Government tliis
afternoon in continuation of the bearing
.v the Snywjm! ease, and tho first an-
nouncement made was that the prolonged
diplomatic correspondence between Sen-
retarj Blafnoand Lord Salisbury had re-
sulted in an agreement by which, with
the consent of the & nate, the Long-pend-
ing dispute over the seal fisheries in
BehriuffSea would b<> definitely settled.

Solicitor-General Toft, who was ad-
dressing the court, made the first intima-
tion that the correspondence between the
two countries had reached n point of
agreement upon arbitration. He stopped
at this point, when Justice Gray desired
some more explicit statement as to
whether an agreement upon arbitration
had lieen actually reached.

The Solicitor-General hesitated to re-
ply, and intimated that lie bad revealed
more than he—not being a Cabinet offi-
cer, and being authorized to speak only
on the legal questions—should have done,
thereupon Attorney-General Millerhim-
self interposed, not only substantiating
all the Solicitor-General had said, but
wont further and announced that the
Government had effected an agreement.

This was practically the lirst announce-
ment made as to the progress of the Hen-
ring Sea negotiation since the last corre-
spondence was made puHie, showing thedifference of opinion between the two
Governments, as to the points ofarbitra-
tion. It was surprising that the news
should first come out in argument in
court, and tyhe Attorney-General was
asked after adjournment if he would
throw some light on the sabje 1.

"Is it true that an agreement upon ar-
bitration has been reached?"

"Yes," he added, "the matter has been
settled between the two Governments;
that is, subject to ratification by the
Senate."

"What aro the points of arbitration ?"
"I cannot say more than I said in

court. Why don't you go to the State
Department? Yes, you can state as a
fact that an agreement has been con-
cluded.?'

Solicitor^ Jon oral Taft was next soon,
but would only confirm what the Attor-
ney-General .said. "In the last corre-
spondence, you know," ho said, "there
was simply a difference between the two
i rovernmeata as to points of arbitration.
AA ill. the correspondence since then has
resulted in a treaty, which now only
needs to be ratified by the Senate."

The reporter suggested that it was
something unusual to hear an announce-
ment of such important news in a court.

"Uut it is a fact," was the response.
Secretaryßlaine positively declined to

make any statement touching the matter.
The inference drawn fioin develop-

ments to-day, including the statement
made by the Attorney-General to a rep-

! resentanve of the Associated Press, ;is

shown above, is that the President will
submit to the Senate an agreement in the
nature of a treaty between the United
states and Ghreat Britain, by which the
parties bind themselves to accept as final
and conclusive tiie definition to be given
by arbitrators of the exact rights of the
United States in Behrillg Sea. as well as
to pay any awards of damages suffered
by the nation declared to have had the
true contention. It Is also presumed that
arbitrators have been selected, but none
of the officiate seen would dis suss the de-
tails ofthe Agreement, doubtless for the
reason that itlias to be submitted to the
Senate lor ratification, ami therefore
comes cinder i«n executive session by the
rules ofthe Senate, which require sccivsy
to be observed.

When Taft finished his argument, Mr.
t'hoate, in behalf of Great Britain, ad-
resscd the court.

BIG RAILROAD TIE-UP.

A Strike in St. Louis That May
Prove Disastrous.

LOCOMOTIVE ENGINEERS WILL NOT
HANDLE THE CARP

St. Louis, Nov. 10.—A few weeks ago

the Wiggins Ferry Company, which also
operates the East St. Louis Bolt Rail-
way, settled :i difficulty with the em-
• 1 'Vi s, conceding most of their demands.

Sine • thou the company has been dis-
missinga number of men and have as-
Berteu that eleven hours constitute a
working day. The men agreed to yield
1iiis latter point in case the discharged
men were reinstated, but the company
refused to reinstate the men, and Chief
Arthur of the Brotherhood of Locomo-
tive Engineers and Grand Master Sargent
of the Firemen, who are here, ordered
the men to strike unless the demands
were agreed to.

Acting under those instructions, the
engineers and firemen of the belt line
have just declared a strike.

This will probably spread to the other
lines, a.s Arthur stated that no freight
willbe handled by the Brotherhood men
tfoing to the belt line or the Wiggins
Ferry Company.

There are but fifty-two engineers and
firemen employed by the Wiggins Com-
pany, and a strike of them alone would
not amount to much; but the belt line
handles nearly all the freight sent over the
Eastern roads for this city and a tie-up
of the belt line would leave an immen.se
amount of freight consigned to St. Louis
and seriously affect the mule of this city.
Then, too, if men on other roads refused
to haul cars consigned to or from the
Wiufiiiis ferry, as Chief Arther says, the
other roads are very apt to attempt to
force them, and if they do, a strike ou
the western roads would result. The
strike will probably be actively inaugu-
rated to-morrow.

Arthur and Sargent were seen this
evening. They stated that all elforts to-
ward a peaceable settlement of the diffi-
culty have failed, and therefore all the en-
gineers and firemen employed by the
company will be ordered out at noon to-
morrow.

KNIGHTS OF LABOR.

Tho Grand Officers in Session at
Toledo Yesterday.

ToUEDO (O.), Nov. 10.—At the Knights
ofLabor Convention this morning-, Gen-
eral-Master Workman Powderly Avas re-
ceived with rounds of cheers. General
Secretary and Treasurer Hayes' report
showed that, though the expenditures of
the past year were swelled by several
extraordinary outlays, tho revenues were
sufficient to meet all demands. He hopes
the order may have a respite from strikes
and labor troubles so that the general of-
ficers can attend to educational work.
'Die total annual receipts were $99,*i!f.>;
expenditures, #102,174; balance on hand
at the beginning ofthe year, $13,053; bal-
ance now in the treasury, $10,263.

The<ieneml Executive Hoard's report
states that there is a growing feeling in
England and other countries in favor of
autonomy, and recommends that this
should 1.0 granted. A number of letters
were read from tho order in South Africa
and New Zealand, where it is growing
rapidly. The board h;:s preps'.red a full
statement of the difficulty with the <iov-
eriimcnt Bureau of Engraving at Print-
ing at Washington, which will be dis-
tributed to the delegates. The board com-
plains that the labels of tho order are
counterfeited systematically, and as the
law affords no sufficient protection, asks
the appointment of a special committee
to devise a means of remedy. The report
congratulates the order on a membership
of 270,000, but cautions against the reck-
less admission of members.

GRAPE DISEASES.

(heap Machinery lor Their Treatment
Meeting With Success.

Washington, Nov. 10. — ('oncoming
vegetable pathology Secretary Rusk's
annual report -ays: In the treatment of
grapa diseases several new lines of work
have Leen undertaken. The principal
one was an attempt to cheapen the treat-
ment without affecting their efficacy. It
was shown among other things that the
copperas in Bordeaux mixture could be
reduced 90 per cent, without apparently
affecting its efficacy as a preventive of
black rot and mildew of grapes. If the
re ulta of this experiment are substan-
tiated by others made on a large scale and
under varied conditions of climate, the
cost of treating grapes for mildew and rot
can be reduced from sil to a little over .*ii
a-i Jacre. It is gratifying to announce
tbal the efforts of the department to in-
troduce cheaper machinery for the treat-
ment of plant disease is meeting with
Signal success. Suggesiions have been
made whereby suitable spraying ma-
chines have been manufactured in this
country at a far less cost than heretofore,
at home or abroad.

" "*FARMKIts' CONGRESS.
Thirty States and Territories P.epro-

sented in Convention in Missouri.
Skdalia (Mo.), Nov. 10.—The eleventh

annual session of the Farmers' Co&gTOM
began a three-days' session this morn-
hig, with '170 delegates, and a large num-
ber of visitors in attendance. Thirty

i Sates and Territories were represented.
: \\ o-jds' < >pera-house, where the congress
is being held, is elaborately decorated
with farm products. The welcome ad-
dresses were delivered by Governor
Francis, Mayor Carroll of Sedalia, and

Frank B. Meyer, President of the Sedalia
Commercial Club, which were responded
to by Hon. A. W. Smith of Kansas,
Colonel Daniel Needham of New Eng-
land, and B. F. Clayton, of lowa, Secre-
tary uf the Farmers' Congress.

In the absence of President Kalb of
Alabama, who is unavoidably absent,
Vice-President Smith of Kansas pre-
sided.

Governor Francis of Missouri delivered
an address of welcome on behalf of the
State. Class legislation, he said, had
been one of the potent causes of the de-
pression of agricultural interests. This
depression has been of long continuance,
and it was time now that the farmers
wore given recognition in the councils of
the nation. There were two great ques-
tions, the proper solution of which would
tend to ameliorate the farmers' condition.
Cue was the improvement of the great
water courses, which would furnish cheap
transportation for farm products. The
Missouri River could bo improved at a
cost of §20,000,000. a sum small compared
with the expenditures of the billion-dol-
lar (ongress. The other question was the
improvement of county roads, which
would furnish good transportation for
small farmers to the nearest markets.

Vice-President Smith responded. He
agreed with the Governor that the great
water courses should bo improved both
in the interest of the farmer, manufact-
urer and merchant. Twenty million
dollars was a small enough amount to be
devoted to the improvement of a big
river like tho Missouri. Ho was not
alarmed, he said, at any billion dollar
Congress, lie thanked God that he lived
in a country where the appropriation of a
billion dollars by one Congress would
not bankrupt thb treasury. The agri-
cultural interest was the greatest interest
oftho nation, and legislation should take
it more into account than it does.

A number of other addresses were
made.

Before recess resolutions were adopted,
on moti<m of I>. «.'. Wagoner of Illinois,
tendering Secretary of Agriculture Rusk
sincere thanks "for the great and good
work he has accomplished for the farm-
ers and to beg his continuance in the
same line."

The prcamblo refers to Rusk as "Our
fanner Secretary of Agriculture.'' speaks
ofhis work in regard to tho opening of j
foreign markets, the eradication of con-
tagious diseases among cattle, etc.

Mexico's Imports.
Eaoijb Pass (Tex.), Nov. 10.—It is esti-

mated that the merchants of Mexico
during the month of October imported
stocks of goods sufficient to make restock-
ing not necessary for about two years, by
which time they believe tho retaliatory
tariff measure that went into effect on
November Ist will have been repealed.
During the month of October the Mex-
ican Custom-house in Fiedras Negras,
across the river, collected £lf>7,;>>7 in du-
ties. This is over twice tho monthly I
amount of duties usually collected at that
port. The ports of Nueva Laredo and
Juarez show the greatest increase.

Wintry Weather in Dakota.

Minneapolis, Nov. 10.—Specials to the
Tribune from points in North Dakota
show that there is a general snowstorm
n the State. A Bismarck special says
that at 8:30 to-night tho wind was blow-
ing rifty miles an hour, and a blizzard
prevails. Devil's Lake reports snow
falling all afternoon, and the prospects
good fora blizzard to-night. AtDickin-
son snow has been falling since noon, and
the temperature is at freezing point.

Sullivan Challenges Slavin.
New York, Nov. 10.—John L. Sulli-

van writes from San Francisco to Charlie
Johnston, asking him to make a match
with Slavin for September or October for
the largest purse olfered, and a side bet
of the largest amount the other side will
put up. To-day Johnston issued a chal-
lenge on behalf of Sullivan to Slavin for
the championship of the world and as
much money as Slavin can possibly raise.

W. It. Strong Company.
Chicago, Nov. 10.—The National Bank

of D. O. Mills A Co., Sacramento, Gal.,
to-day asked the Superior Court to ap-
point a receiver for the Chicago assets of
the W. R. Strong Company, a California
fruit corporation, said to'have been re-
cently placed in the hands of an assignee.
The alleged insolvent shipped large quan-
tities of fruit to Chicago, and Mills' bank
claims to have advanced §11.001 on the
bills of lading.

Valuable Diamonds Stolen.

DAMAGING FRESHET.

A Manufacturing District Near Ta-
conm lroo<lod>

Tacoma, Nov. 10.—The Pacific Naphtha
Launch Works, located on the tide Hats
opposite Tacoma, were partially de-
stroyed by high water to-day. The
works were built on piles driven into the
ground a distance of about twenty feet,
which were washed out by the force of
the current of the Puyallup River, which
for the past few days has been a raging
torrent. A dam had recently been built
across the stream, and when the high
water came the channel was turned into
the manufacturing district, threatening
the destruction ofa number of mills and
factories.

A force of several hundred men ia now
at work, and itis thought they will be
able to prevent further damage.

The loss sustained by the launch works
so far is about ten thousand dollars.
Railroad travel and trallic is at a stand
still on account of washouts and land-
glides. The Pacific Division is the only
Northern Pacific line in the State not
blocked. The rains have ceased, how-
ever, and trains will be running as usual
in a day or two.

CYCLONE IN INDIA.

Trees Uprooted and Hurled Aside
as if They Were Weeds.

MANYLIVES REPORTED LOST ALONG
THE COAST.

Tho Sltuntion of Aflalrs In BraaU
Growing Daily More Alarming —Two of tho Most Important Prov-
inces Have Already Declared Tlielr
Independence, and Others are Ex*
pec-ted to Follow iv the Urn**
Future.

Special to the Record-Untost.
Calci'tta, Nov. 10.—Further details

regarding the cyclone which passed over
this part of India Monday of last week
show that tho damage done was very ex-
tensive.

Beside the loss of seventy-seven lives,
Occasioned by the sinking of the Indian
Government steamer Enterprise, which
was foundered at tho Andaman Islands,
and the killing of sixty convicts, there
has been a large loss of lifeat othor places
along the coast.

Advices from various parts of Orissa, a
province in Bengal, state that a cyclone
passed over that section of country and
did great damage. The cyclone cleared a
path through the forests, uprooting gi-
gantic trees and hurling them aside as
though they were reeds. No how.se could
•stand the terrible energy of the gale,
and every dwelling or other structurewithin tho path of the cyclone was eitherswept from its foundations or turnedover.

The wind also did much damage below
Calcutta. As is well known, the Hoogly
River is the natural outlet for the trade of
the Ganges and the Brahmapootra. The
city of Calcutta is situated on the east
bank ofthe Hoogly River, which is the
westernmost branch of the Ganges. The
Hoogly River empties into the Bay ofBengal through a number of mouths,and a large number of vessels
were at anchor oft" these mouths.
They were in such a position that when
the gale suddenly burst it was impossible
to save many of them. Numbers dragged
their anchors and were carried ashore,
and others were damaged by the pound-
ing they received by the enormous seas
which accompanied the storm. No esti-
mate can yet be made of the total loss of
life, but it will be very large.

DISCONTENT IN BRAZIL.
Further Alarming Intelligence Regard-

ing the Situation.
London, Nov. 10—7 p. m.—A dispatch

just received from Pernambuco brings
further alarming intelligence regarding
the situation of affairs in Brazil. There
is no doubt that the situation of affairs in
Brazil, arising out of the assumption of
dictatorial powers by tho late President
of the Republic, Marshal Deodora Fon-
esca, is rapidly approaching a point
where a resort to arms will be necessary
to establish the position of the Dictator.
The dispatches of yesterday showed that
there was a fooling of discontent prevail-
ing everywhere throughout Brazil. Tho
Republicans soe in this last move of Fon-esca an attempt to override the authority
vested in him by the Constitution.

So strong has the opposition to Fonseca
grown that yesterday" it was announced
that the important province of Rio
Grande do Sul had declared its independ-
ence.

A dispatch just received shows that
step? wiilhave to be immediately taken
to prevent, if possible, a disintegration of
the republic. Tho province of Grando
Para has followed the example sot by Rio
Grande ao Sul, and to-day declared its
independence. Grando Para is one of the
moat important provinces in Brazil. Tho
independence movement will probably
be followed by a similar declaration by
the province of Bahia.

Dictator Fonseca is-moving rapidly to
suppress theie attempts to set up separate
governments, and has ordered a warship
toproceed without delay to Rio do Sul, to
take such action as is necessary to pre-
vent the provincial authorities" carrying
the declaration of independence into ef-
fect. It behooves him to move with
alacrity, for already a man has been
named in connection with the contem-
plated Presidency of the province. He
is Silvence Martinez, who during the last
revolution was banished from tho coun-
try. He subsequently was allowed to
return. Silvence Martinez is, without
doubt, possessed of greater political in-
iluencc than any other man in the prov-
ince.

In tho iarger cities tho day
was celebrated by many banquets, and in
the evening a number of balls were
given.
