
A BTBONG APPEAL.
The Democratic Anti-Lottery Execu-

tive Committee of the State of Louisiana
has issued "An Appeal to the People ot*
the I nited States." It is a remarkably
strong, compact, and admirably arranged
address. The appeal is for all the help
possible that citizens of other States can
give to tho people of Louisiania, who are
battling against a monstrous evil.

Sympathy the committee believes it
has in plenty, but material aid is evi-
dently what it wants. Itcertainly makes
a strong case. It takes the ground that
the lottery curse is not routined to Louis-
iana, which is simply the battle-ground
"whoro the common interests of the
moral and patriotic people of these
United Slates are at present staked."

The people of Louisiana, must, ot
course bear the "heat and burden of tho
day" and they realize it, and expect to do
their foil duty—that is, such of them as
are not subservient to the lottery influ-
ence, or mistaken in their belief that tho
money the lottery concern proposes to
contribute to the Stato will atone for the
evils of the gambling that is liceused.

The appeal is quite too lengthy to be
reproduced here. It reviews the legisla-
tive Acts touching the lottery, from the
beginning to the opening oi the present
campaign. The lottery was chartered
in ISOS with a lease of life for twenty-file
years. The grant was obtained by brib-
ery and corruption. The grantees were
not citizens of Louisiana, the people of
whicii regarded the bargain with the
gamblers with horror, and the men who
-fastened it upon the State with loathing.

In 1879 the Legislature represented this
sentiment by repealing the Charter Act,
but tho courts held the contract inviola-
ble for its full term. The Legislature
then called a Constitutional Convention,
which the lottery dealers did their best to
control. On giving a pledge not to op-
pose the closing of the lottery games in
1895, the convention granted comfort to
tho gamblers by placing in tho Constitu-
tion a proviso forcontinuance of the games
until 1S!»5, when they were to cease, and
no more lotteries were to be chartered,

ilather than defeat the entire instrument
tho people accepted the compromise.

But under this new lease the lottery

corporation gained greater power and be-
came impudent and overbearing. Itpre-
vented any other companies from com-

peting with them, sorry as such compe-
tition might have been. It secured a
loothold in the management of both po-
litical parties; it entered into all cam-
paigns and got a large representation iv
the Legislature; its stock increased from
§35 a share in 1879 to §1,200 in IS9O, repre-
senting twice the sum of all banking cap-
ital in tbe State, lt declared enormous
dividends, and its stockholders became
wealthy, arrogant and overbearing. It
imreased its draw ings in number and its
prizes in amount until its semi-annual
drawings and monthly schemes aggre-
gated 128,000,000 a year.

The committee asserts, and defies con-
tradiction, that the corporation arranges

matters so that it can sell 75 per cent, of its
tickets, pay 10 per cent to agents, lose all
the prizes, pay §1,000,000 expenses and
still make clear §3,000,000 per annum.
The committee denounces such schemes
-ts Qraodulent, even from a lottery stand-
point, and points to the fact that the Lou-
isiana concern distributes less than 53 per
cent, in prizes, while all other lotteries
outside of Mexico are required to distrib-

per cent. This Louisiana swindle
lias a drawing six days in the week, or
313 in the year, exclusive of the monthly
schemes, based on the ternary combina-
lion of natural numbers from 1 to 7S or 1
to 75, giving ivone case 76,070 and in the
other G7,~_">, different combinations of
three numbers escfa. Under this plan
the prizes are not in honest proportion to

the cost, for a Si ticket has a chance of
winning SI '25 as one is to 1,237.

Then there are written policies or bets
on the numbers of the daily drawings
with a percentage oi* 22 to 41 per cent, in
favor of the lottery. There are in New-
Orleans over 100 policy shops where such
policies orbets are written. It is in these
dens that the workingman loses his hard

earnings, and where women learn to de-
sert home and children and feed upon the
deadly excitement of the games, and
thousands of poor creatures resort to

theft to satisfy the lottery appetite.

The lottery corporation admits that 93

per cent, of its revenue comes from

monthly and semi-annual drawings, or

§22,000,000, comes from without the state.

That is a sum greater than the revenue of

any live average Slate of !ii \u25a0 V nion. Its
money power has captured ti.ree-fourths
of the Louisiana press, controls a large
part of the capital in the State, lays its
hand menacingly upon commerce, and
cows the fearful and timid. Until the
Postal Department put a stop to it, the
lottery giant's mail was one-third of all
carried into and out of New Orleans. The
temptation to continue in this power, and
enlarge it, led the lottery corporation to
violate its pledge and demand a still
more extended lease of life, regardless of
the wretchedness and woe of which it is
the creator, hence the impending cam-
paign. Accordingly the question is be-
fore the people by legislative act whether
the Constitution shall be so amended as
to give the lottery ogre twenty-five years
more of practically exclusive privilege to
feed upon the vital forces of the people.
Ifit wins, the limitations of its power
will be boundless. It has already entered
Congress; it willnot hesitate to make it-
self felt in National politics, and it is not
at all improbable that it will seek to dic-
tate National policy. It is no wonder,
therefore, that the enemies of this hateful
concern are organized to fight a desperate
battle, nor that they appeal to all tho citi-
zens of the United States to come to thoir
aid.

A DOUBTFUL STORY FROM CHILE.

The news from Chile by way of Lon-
don is that there is widespread discontent
with the new administration, and open
threats against it because members of the
Junta havo been selected to fill high con-
stitutional offices. This news should be
taken with many grains of allowance be-
cause of the medium through which it
reaches us.

Why should the people of Chile be dis-
contented at the veryoutset with the result
of the nominations and elections, since
the men chosen are the very persons
who wore selected to head and lead the
revolutionary movement that achieved
success and is now the government ? Are
these people tobe estimated as so foolish
as to think that it is the duty ofa success-
ful leader to refuse to serve the country

at his country's demand ?
Montt was chosen to be elected Presi-

dent unanimously, and his election was
without opposition. lie is not yet in-
stalled in office, and there is, therefore,
no act ofhis that can be justly complaintid
of. His statesmanship is lofty, his ca-

pacity for leadership has been proved,
his executive capacity repeatedly demon-
strated.

It ia impossible torealize that the Chile-
ans prefer untried men at this crisis to
steer the ship of state, rather than pilots
of whoso skill and patriotic purpose
there has been no question. We believe
that the dispatches via London are col-
ored to suit English commercial ends,
and that they do not represent the actual
conditions in the South American re-
public.

In connection with this sensational
news comes a dispatch announcing that
between the new Government and the
British Minister resident coolness pre-
vails, due to the bumptiousness of his
coachman at the ceremony of decorating
the graves of soldiers. The ministerial
carriage blocked the way unreasonably,
the people put it to ono side, and the
coachman sought safety in flight. This
is but a trifling incident, but appears to
be considered of sufficient importance to
be telegraphed.

In the dispatch from the New York
Herald correspondent it is charged that
several of the European correspondents
are bent upon doing all in their power to
create and maintain irritable conditions
between the United States and Chile.
These later dispatches are sidelights upon
the first referred to, and give causo for
holding in reserve any judgement ad-
verse to the new Government, that the
news which is so open to suspicion of
over-color might otherwise justify.

THE LONDON AGENCY.

The proposition advanced in the State
Board of Trade by General Chipman to
establish a London agency for California
products, especially dried fruits, is an

excellent one. It is a reflection of a plan
three years ago broached for a permanent
California exhibition in London, the
great gateway through which the com-
merce ofthe world rolls, or in which it is
represented. London is the population
center of travel; it is the seat of finance;
it is the most cosmopolitan spot on earth;
it is point from which all the world can
be touched in trade, trafficand produc-
tion. Get a footing in the London mar-

ket and we have at once established
relations with all peoples, and all con-
sumers, in the Eastern hemisphere. The
State Board of Trade likes the idea; its
Executive Committee is of the belief that
such an agency will be a powerful motor
for the introduction to European tastes of
California products now unknown to the
Old World, and especially ofthe fruit we

dry. To make the idea practical a corpo-
ration with §10,000 capital willbe formed,
and several subscriptions have already

been written. It ought to go on to com-

pletion with a rush. There is no reason

why the properly equipped man should
not be located and at the head of an open
commission agency for California dried
fruits in London before the spring
showers of lSt*_ cease.

The outlook now is that San Francisco
will raise the necessary $50,000 as an

opening guarantee lor inviting the Re-
publican National Convention of 1592 to
sit in California. The Finance Commit-
tee is so well assured of this that it has
arranged to send forward a committee
two days hence to appear before the Ex-
ecutive Committee of the National Re-
publican organization. Itis to be hoped
that success will crown this effort. All
California needs to stimulate desirable
immigration is to enlist intelligent men

whose present residences are widely dis-
tributed to come and spy out the land
and carry back the story of our claims,
and of the basis upon which we make
them. California has nothing to conceal,
but everything to show to the stranger in
support of its plea for six or seven times
the producing population to the square
mile that it now has.

OFFICIAL FOOD TESTS.
The United States and Pmadian Governments

Analyze the Baking Powders.

Comparative Strength and Purity of the Dif-
ferent Braads Officially Determined.

Professor Haines, Consulting Chemist
of the Chicago Board of Health,

Gives His Opinion.

The public is always responsive to sug- I

gestions about the food it eats. Great in- I
terest has been taken in the investigations i

made by the United States and Canadian !
Governments and by the different Boards
of Health to show the purity or impurity
of milk, baking powders, spices, and
other articles of daily use in the culinary
department ofour households.

Just now the subject of baking powder
is claiming pubiic attention. We all de-
sire pure and wholesome bread and this j
cannot be had with the use of impure or i

fioisonous baking powder. There can no j
ouger be any question that all the

cheaper, lower grades of baking powders
contain either alum, lime <fr phosphatic
acid.

The official analyses by tho Dinted
States and Canadian Governments have

j therefore been studied with interest and
have pretty clearly established the _ctß
upon this subject. The United Stated
Government report gives the names of
eighteen well-known powders, sonic of
them advertised as pure cream of tartar
baking powders, that contain alum.

The report shows that the Royal baking
powder was found the highest in leaven-
ing strength, evolving 160.6 cubic inches
of gas per single ounce of powder.

SAFETY APPLIANCES.

The Project of Equipping Freight Cars
Uniformly.

New York, Nov. 10.—The committee
appointed by the last National Conven-
tion of Railroad Commissioners to secure

jCongressional action looking to the uni-! formity of safety appliances for railroad j1 cars, met this morning, four members 'jbeing present. There was a large attend- '
I ance ofrailroad men from all parts of the j
country.

Chairman Crocker opened the proceed- I
ings by reading the replies which the :
committee received from companies rep-
resenting 125,000 miles of railroad, con-
corning the kind of automatic couplers
and brakes used on freight cars. They
fixthe total number oi freight cars in the
United States at 978,000, of which num-
ber 129,300 were shown to be equipped
with automatic car-couplers.

Chairman Crocker said that, in the
I opinion of the committee, imperative
j action should be taken by Congress to

I hasten and insure the equipment ol freight

cars throughout tho country with uniform
automatic couplers and train brakes. In
coupling or uncoupling cars there were
killed during the year which ended June
30th, lN>y. over 300, while 0,757 were in-
jured. During the following year 369
were killed and 7,841 injured,

Colonel Haines, President ofthe Ameri-
can Railroad Association, reminded the
committee that the association was now-
engaged in niaking tho master ear-build-
ers' coupler (vertical hook) the standard
coupler throughout the system, that type
having been agreed upon as the best.
Haines said there wore 1,200,000 freight
cars in the country, and 200,000 were
equipped with automatic couplers. The
cost of equipping the other million would
be 825,000,000. Five years' time at least
would be required. Theaggregate cost of
fitting up cars with air-brakes the
country over would bo $50,000,000. These
things, he said, must be considered.
