HEALTH OF THE STATE.
What tho Stato Beard of Health's

Records show (br October.

Dr. J. R. Lame, Secretary of the State
Board of Health, in his report for Oc-
tober states that mortality reports from 71
cities, towns, village's and localities, hav-
ing an aggregate population of 700,563,
show the total number of deaths from all
causes in October to have been 1,077,
making a death rate of 1.53 per thousand
for the month, or 15.30 per thousand per
annum.

Consumption was the cause in 15S cases,
acute pneumonia in 07, acute bronchitis
in 20, congestion of the lungs in 4, diar-
rhea and dysentery in 22, cholera in-
fantum in 96, other diseases of ho stom-
ach and bowels in 73, diphtheria in 40,
croup in 15, scarlatina in 1. measles in 6,
whooping-cough in 1, typhoiu fever in 29,
remittent and intermittent fevers in 4,

-spinal fever in 7, cancer in 40.
heart disease in 07, alcoholism in 10, and
all other causes 471.

Reports from 63 localities give 7 cases
of cholera infantum, 1.9 of diarrhea, 45
of dysentery, 31 of measles, 20 of scarla-
tina, 48 of diphtheria, 3 of croup. S3 of
whooping-cough, 24 of erysipelas, 46 of
typhoid fever. 272 of malarial fevers, 7 of
cerebro-spinal fever, 30 ofpneumonia, S3
of bronchitis; 4 of congestion ofthe lungs
and Oj of influenza.

Weather Service.

The New Chief of tho Coast Service
Appears to Think We Aro "With-

out Telegraph .Lines.

It looks as ifR. E. Kerkam, the young
gentleman who has succeeded Lieuten-
ant Fiuley as Chief of the Pacific Coast
Weather Service, has fully mado up his
mind to remove the headquarters of the
State Service from this city to Sau Fran-
cisco, despite the mammoth petition or
remonstrance recently sent him by citi-
zens of Sacramento. Inresponse to that
petition he has written the following
letter:

It would appear from the above that

Mr. Kerkam seeks to contrast the tele-
graphic facilities of San Francisco with
the mail facilities of Sacramento. He- is
evidently not aware that the only two
telegraph lines doing business on this
coest—tho Western Union and Postal—
both have offices in this city, and that the
telegraphic facilities of Saoramento are in
every respect equal to those of San Fran-cisco.

He also refers to the benefit.- lo ship-
pers (fruitshippers, of course,) to be de-
rived from having the State service iti
the metropolis. This is another point on
which the young gentleman appears trot

to be informed. He is probably not
aware that Sacramento is the great fruit-
shipping center of the State. During the
nine months of this year, up to October
Ist, San Francisco shipped 5,816,890
pounds, Los Angeles 17,502,0(30 pounds,
and Sacramento 51,421,809 pounds. Theexcess of Sacramento shipments over
those of San Francisco were 47,604,979
pounds.

These are facts which it might be well
for Chief Kerkam to consider before tak-
ing final action in the matter.

RELIEF IN SIGHT.

Encouraging Outlook for a Pure Water
Supply.

A Good Volume Struck by the Citizens'

Experimental Well at Oak Park,

at a Depth of 150 Feet.

The citizens' committee having charge
of the work of boring an experimental
well outside the eastern limit of the city
were in good spirits yesterday. This
committee, which is composed ofP. E.
Piatt, Captain J. H. Roberts, Charles
McCreary, ILWeinstock aud A. Abbott,
set vigorously at work to carry out the
plan adopted at the meeting of citizens
recently held at the Courthouse, and yes-
terday their efforts were rewarded by
the well-borers striking a heas'y body cf
water at a dopth of 150 feet.

The formations encountered are just
such as to give the utmost promise of
Buooess in tho undertaking. After pass-
ing through a fourteen-foot strata of
loam, then twenty-two feet of sand, the
drill entered a bed of clay that extender
to a depth of 104 feet, where the great
bony of gravel was struck which is ex-
pected to yield an abundant supnly of
pure water for the city.

After going about ten feet into this
gravel deposit the rush of water and sand
was so strong that work was stopped.
To-day the committee will put in a cen-
trifugal pump and remove all the sand
possible until the water can be handled.
The bottom of the well will be reamed
out so as to increase the supply of water.

The well will be enlarged to a diameter
of sixteen inches, aud it is confidently
believed that it will yield an immense
supply of water. Ifso. it will only be
necessary to multiply its output by that
of additional wells in order to secure a
supply equal to the city's demands, and
aa much greater as may be deemed de-
sirable.

It is to be hoped that the success of
this experimental well will come fully
up to the expectations ofthe citizens who
have given their sanction to the enter-
prise and their money toward carrying it
through.
