jditional acreage will, be planted out. One of the recent

' salts made by the company was that of the Tancrcd
i Tract, containing 600 acres, to a colony association.
: This tract has been subdivided into forty holdings, all of
which willbe planted to fruit trees this season.

The fine orchards on the Guinda Tract, where 400
acres have been sold, are especially worthy of mention,
and it is a significant fact that several of the blocks are
owned by successful Vaca Valley fruit-growers, who ex-
pect to make their earliest shipments from here.
