THE OAK PARK WELL.
It Is Still Throwing Out a Million

Gallons a Day.

Several thousand people visited the ex-
perimental well at Oak Park yesterday to
taste the water that is being pumped from
it at the rate of moro than 1,000,000 gal-
lons daily. They found the water to be-
so far as looks and taste could determine
—perfectly pure.

Itis as clear as crystal, as soft as the
river water, ifnot softer, and without the
slightest disagreeable taste. Indeed, it
was declared by all to be of as delicious a
quality as any they had ever drank.

There is a big stream constantly run-
ning from the pump. It is discharged
through a six-inch pipe, the same as that
through which the pump is fed from the
bottom of the well, and completely tills
the pipe.

Itis tbe unanimous belief that a few
such wells will be capable of supplying
the city with more water than the people
can consume, and of a liner quality than
any large city on the coast can boast of.
A quantity thas been forwarded to the
State Analyst at Berkeley, and a report
from him as to its quality may be ex-
pected to-day or to-morrow.

Itwill well repay any one to ride out to
Oak! Park, see the pump at work and
drink of the water.

WEARY OF LIFE.

Young Claus Snider Kiils Himself With
a Shotgun.

Terrible Act of a YonnK Man living

Near Gait—He Pretends to Go Hunt-

ing, But Takes His Own Life.

A telephone message from Gait to the
Record-Union states that on Saturday a
young man named Claus Snider, an
adopted son of William P. Hillman, a
farmer residing near there, committed
suicide on Saturday by means of a shot-
gun.

Itseems that young Snider attended a
dance at Hicksville on Friday night, and
got to drinking to some extent. Alter
the dance he returned to Gait, where he
was induced to go to bed at a hotel, and
got up the next morning quite sober.
Mr. Hillman was in town that morning,
and the young man accompanied him
home.

Later in the day he got out his gun and
I went into the fields, as he said, to shoot
| some birds. Before going far, however,
i he placed the butt of the gun upon the
ground, with the muzzle to his breast,
and in some manner discharged the
weapon.

The charge took effect in his breast,
creating a a terrible wound which caused
his instant death. Itcould not bo learned
just what caused him to commit the act.

TURNED ON THE GAS.
Two of the Sacramento Hall Players

Have a Narrow Escape.
A telegram from San Jose states that on

Friday night Pitcher Parrott and Catcher
McHale ofthe Sacramento baseball team

\ occupied the same room at the St. James
Hotel in that city. McHale retired early
and Parrott came in about 11 o'clock.
When he had made ready to retire he
turned out the gas.

About 2 o'clock in the morning he
awoke nearly suffocated and staggered
out of bed. Lighting a match he found
the gas jet and touched it off, when an
explosion occurred, but it was not vio-
lent enough to do any damage. He dem-
onstrated that the gas had been slightly
turned on after it had been turned ott' by
him.

Mrllale was found unconscious. The
j proper restoratives were applied under
the direction of a physician who was
•iiinmoned from another part of the

I hotel, and after working on the uncon-
| siious man lor two hours he was re-
! htured. lie was not able to play ball on
: Saturday.

Parrott was not so badly affected by the
j gas and was able to take part in the game

NOT ON THE BILLS.

Exciting Scene at the Balloon Ascen-
sion Yesterday.

The Aeronaut's Assistant Carried Up-
i

ward Some Thirty Feet—A Nar-

row Escape From Death.

Probably 5,000 persons congregated at
Twenty-eighth and M yesterday after-
uoon to witness the balloon ascension
and parachute jump announced by
Hagal, the aeronaut. The delightful
weather had something to do, no doubt,
with the large attendance, as almost the
entire population of the city appeared to
be abroad enjoying it.

But one person was advertised to ac-
company the balloon, although there
were two parachutes attached to it. Con-
siderable surprise was manifested, there-
fore, when the great air-ship shot upward
with two men.

This surprise was turned to a feeling of
horror, however, when one of them was
seen coming down, with his arms and
legs swinging in the air, while the bal-
loon continued its flight with the other
man. «

The young man who descended with-
out tho aid of a parachute was John
Porter, who had been employed by Hagal
to assist him in getting the balloon ready
for its aerial trip. He was standing
astride of the ropes at tbe mouth of the
balloon, ready to shut off the heated air
from the brick furnace at the aeronaut's
signal.

Hagal was at tho end of the last para-
chute, both of which were strung out
upon the ground, and when all was in
readiness he gave tiie signal to let go.
The crowd had gathered close about the
balloon, and so many persons were talk-
ing that Porter did not hear bis chief's
signal, and when the balloon shot up-
ward it took him along with it.

The people were horror-sticken as soon
asthey realized that a man had been caught
in the ropes, and when he began to de-
scend from a bight of thirty feet or so it
was supposed he would be dashed to
death. Porter stuck the ground on his
left hip and side, missing the brick lire-
place but a few feet. When picked up
blood was llowing from bis mouth, but
ho was able to stand, and manifested as
much interest as any of those present in
Hagal's flight and descent, although he
complained of pain in his thigh.

The blood which flowed from hi 3
mouth was found to proceed from his
tongue, which was penetrated by some of
his teeth when be struck the ground.
The injured youth walked to Scheld's
brewery, where J. H. Judge, an assistant
to Dr. White at the County Hospital,
made an examination of his hip and
found it to be dislocated. He promptly
and skillfully reset the bone in its socket,
and Porter declared himself to be all
right.

The ascension by Hagal was a perfect
success. He went up some two thousand
feet, the balloon sailing offin a south-
easterly direction, toward Oak Park.
The descent was \u25a0 very line one. The
lower parachute was the iirst to inflate,
and when the upper one spread out it
materially checked his speed toward the
earth, so much so that the balloon had
time to turn over and descend to the
ground before he got there.

The lauding was made about a quarter
of ;» mile from the point ofascension, and
without accident.

There was just enough of the sensa-
tional connected with the affair to enthuse
the crowd. Accidents of the kind that
occurred to Porter are occasionally read
of, but this was the first that ever oc-
curred here.

Hagal will make another ascension
during the races on Thanksgiving Day,
but Porter declares he will not repeat
his act of yesterday.

ANOTHER GAP OPENED.

Death Atrain Breaks the Ranks of tho
Old-Time Citizens.

It was not generally known until Sat-
urday last that on the preceding day oc-
curred the death of Sidney Smith, one of
the oldest and most highly esteemed citi-
zens ofthis city, at the advanced age of 88
years. Since 1853 the deceased had been
closely identified with tbe interests of
Sacramento, and no history of the city or
county would be complete without more
or less of reference to him.

Sidney Smith was born in Cahajoharie
County, N. V., his father being Anthony
Smith, a farmer. While the subject of
this sketch was a child the family re-
moved to Home, N. V,, and in 1810 to
Whiting, Vt. Here he was employed at
13 years ofage as a clerk in a country
store. Subsequently he was employed
by different firms in Troy and New York
City until 1830, when, in company with a
fellow-clerk, be established the drygoods
house of Smith, Peck A Co. in Troy. In
1844 he returned to the old home in Ver-
mont, where he remained until 1853.

In 1849 his brother, A. P. Smith, came
to California and purchased from General
Sutter the fiftyacres of land just east of
this city and bordering on the American
River, where afterward nourished the fa-
mous "Smith's Gardens," one of the
most highly cultivated places in tho State.
He visited the East in 1853, and his
brother (the deceased) returned with him.

They opened a store on J street, where
Dr. Simmons' office building now stands,
which was conducted by Sidney, while
bis brother devoted himself to tbe farm
and nursery, which became so valuable
that in 1855 they refused an offer (from a
member of the firm of Booth <Si Co.) of
875,0U0 for it. Rut the great Hoods of
1801-02 virtually destroyed the place.

In 1850 Sidney Smith visited Troy and
returned with his wife, to whom he was
married in 1838, and who survives him.
Their daughter was married to Major
C. H. Hubbard of this city, but died
several years ago. A. P. Smith has been
dead for several years. For sixteen years

East Mr. and Mrs. Smith had made their
ome at the Mansion House in this city.
Deceased was a man of benevolent

nature, but only his more intimate friends
were aware of his many and unostenta-
tious benefactions. He avoided pub-
licity in all things, and tho later years of
his life, especially, were passed in the
quietest possible manner. Ho died en-
joying to tbe fullest extent the love and
esteem of all that knew him.

A BRAVE CHINAMAN.
lie Loses His Life In Trying to Pre-

vent a Runaway.
On Saturday morning, at about 7:30
