By Secction 3 of the Act the sum of

ining an exhibit of the products of the
State of Californis at the World’s Coluin-
bian Exposition,” at Chicago, and the
Controller is directed todraw his warrant
on the treasury from time to time in
iavor of such persons as the majority
of the Commissioners, provided for by
the Act, shall direct.

GROUND OF THE

The question whether the public inter-
ests of the State would be at all advanced
by an exhibition of its products such as
is contemplated by the Act was an ap-
propriate one for discussion in the halls
of the Legislature, belore its enactment,
and for the consideration of the Governor
before approving it, but it is not one for
this court to decide upon the individual
views of its members, concerning the
wisdom or expediency of such legislation.

AN OLD CUSTOM.

There is no difference, except in de-
grees, between the appropriation con-
tained in this Ac¢t and those which for
years have been made without any ques-
tion as to their validity, for the .\nr()lpnrt
of the State Agricultural Fair and the
various District Agricultural Societies
throughout the State. The fact that this
exhibit of the products of the State is to
be made without the limits af the State
does not change its essential character, or

make it any less an occasion or purpose |

in which, in an enlarged sense, it may be
said that the people ot the State have an

| interest.

In fact, it would be hard to distinguish
this appropriation, in principle, from
made from time to time for the
maintenance of horticultural, viticultural
and other similar commissions. None of
these, strictly speaking, are required for

opinion of many, call for an unjustifiable
and useless expenditure of money. But

LEGITIMATE AND PROPER.

DIFFERENT WITH CITIES,

It has been held in many cases that a
municipal corporation has no authority,
under the general powers usually given
such corporations, to appropriate money
for the celebration of the anniversary of
the important events in the history of our
country, such as the Fourth of July (cases
ted). These decisions, however, all rest
upon the prineiple that municipal corpo-
rations have no powers except such as are
specifically granted by the Act of incorpo-
ration, or are necessary for the purpose

of carrying into effect the powers ex-
pressly granted. But it has never been |

doubted that the State could confer upon
a city or town the authority to celebrate
such important events in the history of
the country as appeal to the patriotism or
higher sentiments of the people, and to
tax their citizens to pay the expense
thereof.

452: Neces-
sity alone is not the test by which the
limits of State authority in this direction
are to be defined, but a wise statesman-
ship must look beyond the expenditures

The committee have
come to the conclusion that, with certain
repairs, the old building could be made
| habitable and safe for ten or fifteen years
| to come.

Inasmuch as the old building has been
several times condemned by experts, and
as there has been so much said recentiy
about the question of its safety, the full
{i report of the committee, given below,
will be full of interest to the public. No
action was taken on the report by the
Trustees at their session yesterday. The
report is as follows:

WHAT THE COMMITTEE
| To the Honorable Board of City Trus-
| tees—GuNTLEMEN: The committee ap-
| pointed by the board to ascertain what
| repairs are necessary to put the old City
| Hall imra safe and sanitary condition, beg
! leave to submit the following report:
| We have carefully and thoroughly ex-
amined the building in regard to its
safety. To the casual observer the build-
ing appears in several places not to be
| safe; this state of aflairs arises from its
| having been neglected, and the wear and
| tear caused by use and exposure. Some
parts of the building require to be re-
paired, a few of the timbers have decayed,
and new ones should be substituted for
such as are of no use. The building, asa
whole, is absolutely safe. In evidence of
which the committee find that the repairs
made two years ago in the walls show
that the building has not moved a particle
in two years.

one source of great danger, was filled to
its fullest capacity; it is 48x81 {feet, and 8
feet deep; 964 tons of water were placed

The committee is unanimous in their
| condemnation of the unsanitary conditions
| of the whole institution; it is the plurality

{ing. We have prepared drawings and
| specifications of what the committee con-
i siders mecessary to putthe building in
a first-class condition, and they are sub-
mitted with this report. The repairsin
detail are:
First—The repairing of the walls, stop-
ping cracks, and placing a new buttress
at the southeast corner as high as the sec-
ond story; eight new iron cells; two
large wooden, and two small wooden
cells; stone work on floor; some new, and
other parts repaired.
i Second—Replacing decayed timbers
! with new; repairing the woodwork about

the sides of 1{16 tank and other parts of
the building.

Third — An entire new
plumbing and ventilating.

Fourth—New plastering and calcimin-
ing; painting the building inside and
out, two coats.

For the company is predicted g very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted.

The fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties—peaches, aprice ts, Bartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, ete.. while along
