
AMUSEMENTS.
T. W. Keene, the distinguished Ameri-

can tragedian, appeared at the Metro-
politan Theater last night as Louis XI.
He was supported by an excellent com-
pany. Indeed, it would be ditlicult to

command one of more eveu excellence,
and did time permit it would be a pleas-
ure to specifically point out merits in
acting of Misses Gallatin and Vaders,
and Messrs. lienning, Mathews, Scott,
Ahrendt, Lowell and Eagleson, who had
the more prominent parts. The audience,
while not small, was by no means as
large as the high character and sterling
merit of the performance warranted.
Mr. Keene uses a version of Louis XL
adapted from the French original by Ar-
den and Smith. It follows more closely
the story of the treaty with Burgnndy
than do some of the others. In the last
a<t it is especially preferable to the
version used by Charles Kean, or that
adopted by W. BL Sheridan, both of
whom were eminent in the part of
Louis. Notably was this better read-
ing apparent in the busiuess with
the crown and Dauphin in the
death scene. Mr. Keene improves each
year. Age does not stale his merit or
narrow his capacity, but broadens his
method and strengthens hisart. No man
can give such a mastearly performance a
that oflast night and he denied the i"i_rlit
to rank with the lirst in his art. V\ 11 .ever
suggested that Mr. Keene should be
chosen, next to Mr. Booth, to be sent to
the Vienna dramatic exhibition as the
leading American tragedian best fi
by the breadth of his capacity and the
Versatility of his genius, to represent the
American stage, was not unwise in his j
forethought. When Mr. Keene gave us
an example of his quality as Richelieu Jsomething over a year ago. the Record- I
IMuxpronounced his simulation of old j
age and decrepitude in that i>art to sur-I
pan that of either Booth or Barrett. We I
added that his work was refined,
and with fewer flaws than are to be
found in the methods of most otlier
leading artists. These expressions can
be emphasized greatly more now, for
Keene is aconstant dramatic student, and
beoce advances steadily in iiisurt. He has
made his characters more symmetrical,
and his art throughout has been a closer
and more effective approach to the hi
est forms of dramatic excellence. Who-
ever has read Scott's "(men tin Durwsrd,"
or VictorHugo's "NotreDame de Paris,"
or whoever examinee any one of the sev-
eral histories of Louis XLand the me-
moirs of his time, of which there are a]
number of volumes, will understand
how exceedingly ditlicult it is to inter-
pret tragic text dealing with such a j
tempestuous, crafty, passionate, vin< .
ive and cruel Prince as was Louis. They
will, after seeing Mr. Keene in the char-
acter, be disposed to find in him the j
ideal of what ono would suppose the |
French King to have been. Air. Keene j
gives his auditors, then, a true idea ofthe |
character of the cruel and far-seeing
prince, ofhis repeliant moods and policy;
Of soullessness, as the King is drawn by
the dramatists after the historic model,
and probably with not much over-color on
the work. There is scarcely any physical
manifestation of unreasonable temper, of
cruelty aud of unfeeling aud unscrupul-
ous old age, that would be excessive in de-
picting tii. passionate superstitious and
aristocracy-hating King. Certainly, with
the romantic idea of Louis before us,
Keene neither rants, raves nor physical ly
exaggerates in his assumption of the
character. His reading of tho ex-
clamation, "1 am France," and tiie !
suiting of the action to the words, I
gives to the personation one of the most
illuminative touches that genius has pre-
sented. It is one of the most tragically I
true elements that make up the splendid j
work. Indeed, he depicts in his Louis j
the attrition of conflicting passions and
fears with singular skill. It is a |
task that oniy serious reflection will dis-
close in its full magnitude, to so read
lines and so act as to lose one's self in a j
character that must, by inlinite shad-
ingsand startling contrasts and passion- j
ate changes of moods, give to the
looker-on a clear idea of the strange com-
pound of ambition, cruelty, courage,
cowardice, superstition, vanity, weak-
ness, strength, craft, statesmanship and
perfidy that entered into the character
of Louis XL To Say that Mr. Keene ac-
complishes this level with the ablest who
have attempted it, and in a manner su-
perior to most, is to write him down a
true and splendid artist. At 'J o'clock
to-day Mr. Keene and his splendid troupe j
will present "The Merchant of Venice,''
and to-night "Richard III." For the
matinee the prices are 50 and 75 cents, and |
for children _i> cents.

By one of those inadvertences to which
newspaper writers are liable it was j
yesterday stated that the Yon Yonson
engagement was for Saturday night at I
the Metropolitan Theater. The fact is
that the play will be presented to-mor-
row, Friday night, and that tiie box oflice
-will open at 9:30 this morning. Mr.
Heege, who is the author of the play
and assumes the title role, is a Swede
and has chosen the novelty of making
the English tongue when attempted by
one of his countrymen after a few years'
residence here the subject a sparkling
comedy. But Mr. Heege has wisely
avoided making dialect otiseure, as was
d>ne in the Ole < >lsen. The dialect of
Scandinavians when wrestling with the
English is wholly dissimilar from that of
any other foreigners without intending
Offense. It is to be said that it is amus-
ing. Yon Yonson is a light comedy,
bristling with fun, clean and clever. No
claims are made for literary brillancy or
for striking novelty of plot: but what is
done in it is well done and gives Mr.
Heege, Miss Louis, a sparkling sou-
hrette, and Miss Conneley, the lightest
heavy-weight ofreoord and a capital char-
act, r actress, full opportunity for some
admirable comedy work. The scene ofthe
breaking up of the logjam iv the north-
west is wholly new and one of the most
effective pieces of scenic illusion imagin-
able. There are several other situations
in the play also. The piece has had great
success wherever presented.

Monster Guns.

Abrief announcement made a few days
ago told ol die failure of another ol the
great ll<;-ton guns with which the heavi-
est ofthe British battle-ships are armed.
It is probable that our own naval authori-
ties, profiting by tbe experiments in Eu-
rope, will not attempt to build such heavy
guns as the monster "110-ton weapons.
The largest Bans designed bo farare those
ofthirteen inches caliber, weighing prob-
ably fifty tons. It is understood that tiie
battle-ships authorised to be built willbe

i armed with guns of this caliber, and it is
expected that they will prove as efficient
in every way, and certainly more reliable
than the monster guns which have re-
cently been giviug the British naval au-
thorities so much trouble. —New Orleans
Picayune.

FRANCE AND VATICAN.

Elope Expressed That tho Pope Will !
Continue His Conciliation Policy.
Paris, Nov. 28.—In the face of the ver- i

diet of the Court of Appeals yesterday
declaring the Archbishop of Aix guilty j
of the charge preferred against him by J,
the Minister of .Justice and Public Wor- j
ship, on which charge he wus condemned j
to pay afine of 3,000 francs, the French
Government has sent a note to the Pope
in regard to the relations between France
mid the Vatican. In this note the Govern-
ment declares it has no wish to reopen
the conflict with the clergy; icither has
it any wish t restrict the liberty of the
Bi-hops. In addition, the note states tbe
Government ef France desires the Pope
to continue his policy of conciliation,
and expresses tiie hope thai the move-
ment having ior its abject the bringing
about oi' tiie adhesion of the Catholic
Church to the republic will spread.

' routhe-Soulard, Archbishop of Aia , may
be briefly staled. Following the troubles
at Rome, growing ouJ of the Pantheon <

in ;ident, v. i uillieres, Minister ofJustice

Long-Distance Telephoning.
The telephone between London and

Paris is proving a big success, scientific-
ally, commercially and financially. Elec-
tricians say Lhere is no telephone" circuit
in London or in England that works so

shillings, or fc_, for three minutes' 090 of
the wire, and the average number ofcalls
during the last week has been tilteen an
hour miring the busy parts of the day,
and about 1< _ a day. From records kept
ot* actual business transacted, it is esti-
mated that messages are sent be-
tween Loudon and Paris at the rate of
five words for two cents—an enormous
reduction ou the regular telegraph cable
rates. The telephone has been used
•firnigh to Brussels, and also to Mar-

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty
Yolo Valley—Tancred and It3
Adjoining Farms.

tiations were opened with the CSpay
Valley i_.nd Company,owning the tract in
qnestlon. With \Y. 11. Mills, the General
Agent of th!it company, they srnuaged for tho
pnrehaseof abont22o acres of foothill land
This bein- more than they had tbongbt of
taking ior their own use, they spoke to a
nnmber of friends about it. with the result
tbat tbe tract was divided among the follow-
ing people: ii.

Eoiar this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking np tbe question of dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that so many
more would like to joinit than the area of the
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
ESSted on all hands, "Why not get some moro
land and divide it up in the same way?"
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cnltl ration of the whole ofit,after subdividing
Itacoordingto the requirements of the sul.
ccribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally, on the sth o*
June, 1890, the Western Co-operative Col-
oni_ation and Improvement Company was
duly registered and proceeded to business,
with tbe following officers: President, Will-
iam McKay; Vice-President, M. P. Brown;
Directors-H. C. Ellis, Charles Brooke and
R. A. Barker; Secretary and General Manager,
Neal D. Barker; Solicitor, C. E. Snook; Treas-
urer, First National Bank of Oakland.

The balance of the tract, 373 acres, was pur-
chased. A codtract was entered into for the
purchase ot a lar^e number of fruit trees,vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between 83,000 and
.•4,000 to the company, the prices in some
cases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and tho
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it doubtingly
have become enthusiastic, and almost all tho
members arranged to set out all their lan da in
fruit trees, etc., the first year. Consequently
in this, the first season, some 40,000 trees and
between 20.000 and 30.000 vines will be
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous of
Joining in with them. An Additional 200
acres have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For tiie company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley In
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that Is tbat this neglect will never again be
felt in the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, tigs, raisin grapes, etc., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract,walnuts will throw their graceful shade.
A eonsiderableh-umber of citrus trees are also
being ret out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown in tho valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
1).Barker, General Manager of the company,

resides 011 the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed by more
ambitious places. A small park of some three
acres has been laid out right In the center ot
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
of tho beauties aud curiosities of tree aud
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever bo a
large and busy city, but it is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the counf|rto ac-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give tiie
settlers on the east side of the creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tancred colonists aro
quite willingto give the necessary right ot
way, and are very desirous of having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that it
would be a very wise expenditure of puUic
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of sneb com-
panies are ofwidespread benefit to tbe whole
county and State. The attr-'.etions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to thoso
who are willingto settle on the land and show
that the country also aflords attractions and
comforts and ways ofmaking money pleas-
antly, every Inducement should be hold forth.
