CHICAGO, Nov. 26.—Thirteen horse-car

passengers and a hot stove roiled head j
over heels in front of a switching engine
this afternoon, and though the car was
reduced to almost kindling and took fire j
-tom the stove, the people escaped with |
their lives. The accident occurred at
'Ashland avenue and Fortieth street. The
engine, which was at a standstill, sud-j
denly started just as the car was in front
of it. The car was sent sliding along the
rails, and turned over again and again,
while the peonie scrum bled out the best
they could through the doors and win-
dows, burned by the stove and live coals
and cut \>y splintered glass, but miracu-
lously having no bones broken. It is
said that the engineer and fireman were
under the influence of liquor, but they
have not yet been arrested.

LATE GOVERNOR HOVEY.

His Remains Laid in Their Final Rest-
ing l'lace.

Mount Yernon (Ind.), Nov. 26.—The
remains of Governor Hovey, which lay
in state at tbe Courthouse this morning,
were viewed by thousands of people.
They were removed to the homestead at
noon, and at 2:30 the funeral services
were held, the sermon being preached by

• Governor Chase, with prayer by the Rev.
Mr. Dodge of the Methodist Epis-C»a]
Church. The remains were conducted to i

the grave by the State Miiitia and Grand
Army Posts, accompanied by many

prominent citizens of the State and
friends of the family. At the grave the
Department Chaplain of the Grand Army
of the Republic conducted tbe services.
Bx-Governors Porter and Gray spoke
briefly, and the exercises closed with a
prayer by Governor Chase. The militia
fired a salute, the bugle sounded the taps
aud the ceremony was over.

VIRGINIA'S DEBT.

The Bondholders' Committee Submit
a Plan for Its Settlement.

New York, Nov. 26.—The Virginia
Bondholders' Committee have submitted I

their report to their Advisory Board,
composed of Grover Cleveland, Chair-
man; Thomas F. Bayard, Edward J.
Phelps, George G. Williams and George
8. Coe. The board immediately took tbe
matter under consideration, and has
just rendered an opinion approving
and recommending the plan of settlement
ot the Virginia debt as embodied in the
report ofthe Bondholders' Committee, as
foilows: ihe State of Virginia, in settle-
ment of $_8,000,000 of such indebtedness,
shall deliver its bonds for $1.,000,000, or
in that proportion, for the amount of in-
debtedness which shall be surrendered.
The bonds shall be payable in 100 years,
and will draw interest from July l", 1891,
at 2 percent, for the tirst ten years, and
atter that date at 3 per cent, for the re-
maining ninety years. The Advisory
Board says it is decided in its judgment
that if the terms of the settlement now
presented are rejected, the prospect of an
advantageous agreement in the future is
far from encouraging.

RACE MAR.
Tlie Arrest of a Negro Eeads to a Se-

rious Couilict.
Gordon (Ark.), Nov. 2G.—To-night

Town Marshal Huffman proceeded to ar-
rest a negro on a charge of stealing. A
crowd of negroes overpowered the Mar-
shal and released the prisoner. The
officer summoned a posse and a general
skirmish ensued. The whole town came
out tn force. Guns, knives, Winchesters
and revolvers were freely used. Balls
from Winchesters liew in every direction,
but as far as learned no damage was done
beside thekilliugof one man,whose name
was not learned, and the wounding of a
negro. The negroes are thoroughly
aroused, and it is feared they will make
an attack upon the whites during the
night.

CRUISER BALTIMORE.

Tho Vessel Ordered to Return North
for Repairs.

Washington, Nov. 2G.—Captain Schley
of the Baltimore will receive joyfulnews
for himself and crew in a few days. It
will be orders from the Navy Depart-
ment authorizing him to proceed north
with the Baltimore immediately upon
the arrival of the Yorktown at Valpa-
raiso, instead of waiting ior the Boston.
The Yorktown is now eight days from
Montevideo and should reach Valparaiso
by December Ist. This decision to hurry
the Baltimore north is the result of a
telegram received from Captain Schley
yesterday, calling attention to the serious
condition of the bottom of that vessel.
Divers who were sent below report the
paint off in many places, aud the plates
thus exposed are badly corroded and
pitted by the action of the salt water.

Father and Son Drowned.
CniCAoo, Nov. 20.—Six men were

plunged into the icy waves of Lake Michi-
gan this afternoon by the capsizing of a
small yacht, about a mile and a half out
from the Auditorium. A tug at once put
out to the rescue, but two of the unfort-
unates quickly succumbed to the intense
coid, and before help could reach them
slipped from the keel and perished. They
were father and son. Charles and John
Emerich, aged respectively f>o and _."».
Their companions were rescued, although
in a pitiable condition after their tossing
about in tho chilly water.

the purpose ofdiscovering secret matters
concerning the Vatican.

PRINCETON DEFEATED.

Yale Wins the Great Football Con-
test at New York.

OVER THIRTY THOUSAND PEOPLE
WITNESS THE GAME.

Princeton Works Hard, But Yale Comes

Out Victorious by a Score of 19 to

o—Chicago University Defeats Cor-

neU—(lames at Cleveland, Omaha, I

Milwaukee and Denver.

New York, Nov. 20.—The greatest

athletic event of the year is over, and
long will it be remembered by tlio thou-
sands who saw one of tlie finest games
ever played in this country. It was a

j light on its merits, and the best team
won. Tho great throng began to gather
before tbe gates opened at lv o'clock, and
soon after ail manner of vehicles began to
arrive. Tally-hos, crowded with shout-
ing students, were to be seen on every
thoroughfare leading to the grounds.
They were draped in blue and draped in
orange and black, but which ever color it
was tho noise was just the same. From
every row of scats flattered orange and
black Hags and blue Hags, and it was
diliicult to tell which color was more
prevalent. Many women, so there would
be no mistake as to their sympathies,
wore blue costumes, while others, and
particularly a bevy of handsome bru-
nettes, wore striking costumes of orange
and black.

The lirst person to take a seat in the
grand stand was a handsome young
woman who wore an immense yellow
chrysanthemum. She occupied a seat in
front, and when the Prij.ce.on boys saw
her they howled loud and long.

The grounds were not in good condi-
tion. The rain of Monday had left more
marks than could be covered up by the
Little sawdust on hand, and yesterday's
game between Pennsylvania and Wes-
leyans left the turf badly cat up. Tiie
rain which fell to-daydid not help things.
Itceased entirely beiore the game began,
however, and every one was nappy.

Fully thirty-seven thousand persons
were m attendance before the game was
called at

_
o'clock. Princeton won the

toss, and chose the west side of tbe field.
Symmes, the great center-rush of Prince-
ton, had the ball, and as the players drew
up lie snapped it bark to King, star quar-
ter-back. Quick as lightning the famous
"V" trick was played, and amid wild
cheers for Princeton was recorded eight
hard-fought yards.

Again Symmes shot the sphere back,
and flintmade a dash, oniy to lose five
yards when downed by the great ilet'.el-
tinger. Homans gave bis friends the
first sight of his ability as r kicker when
he sent it back like a -hot forthirty yards
into Yale's territory. Md Jormack caught
in clever style, and it was snapped back
to Yale's Captain. McClung, who amid a
storm ofcheers made one of Ids famous
runs and records of the game at fifteen
yards. Fie was finally thrown heavily
bj* Vincent of Princeton. I'.liss, in a
great spurt, made five yards, and soon
another gain, but was downed by Vin-
cent.

In the second five minutes Captain
McClung made a gain of twenty yards,
but was finally tackled and thrown l>v
the giant Kiggs. Close fighting, in which
threo downs were counted against Yale,
raised the excitement of the multitude to
fever. Then tho Yale cohorts cheered a
thirty-five-yard punt by Bliss, but di-
rectly after old reliable lionians returned
it back twenty-live yards into the hands
of Captain McClung. In tlie next live
minutes McCormaek gained fifteen yards,
only to be tackled beautifully by Poe.
Again Homans made one of his famous
kicks forforty yards, and his men rushed
on so swiftly that the ball was put in play
on down. Heiielfinger could make but
lour yards in the rush, but tlie ball was
still -aith the blues. The "V"trick failed
to work, and Bliss kicked the ball forty
yards, while the Yale people cheered un-
til the very air was blue.

TWenty-five minutes passed, with no
points scored. Homans worked a clean
catch of Bliss' punt of forty yards, and
after the men lined up made a gain of
fiveyards. Then the ball flew back to
Etonians, who kicked it well into Yale's
territory into McCormack's hands, forty-
yards down the field. McClung lost on
Harold's tackle, and Biiss kicked for
twenty yards before the ball was caught
by Poe. A miserable jungle of arms and
legs where an individual play could not he
noted made the crowd frantic, and as the
tangle was loosened it was seen that Yale
bad the ball.

Thirty-five minutes passed, and no
points. Yale forced the play now. Mc-
Clung and McCormaek failed to gain, and
Bliss punted the ball well into Prince-
ton's territory. On the return Mc-
Cormaek failed to catch Homans' punt,
but fell on the ball, saving it for Yale.
Scrimmage after scrimmage followed,
and Kiggs of Princeton showed what a
hero he was as he prevented HetVellinger
gaining for Yale with a mighty rush of
his two hundred pounds.

Forty-live minutes passed and Yale
had the ball, but gained little ground.
There was but live minutes more of the
tirst half to play. McClung made a des-
perate ten-yard gain, and Hli..s advanced
tiie hall still further, to be thrown heav-
ilyby Vincent, who also gained the bail
amid a wild yell from ail the admirers of
the "Tigers." Then Princeton's Captain
tried his full-backs ability at a punt.
Through the air the ball flewfor forty-
live yards, and found McCormaek wait-
ing for it. Vincent was on his back be-
fore the ball was cold.

Only two minutes were left. Every
nerve was at tension. A drizzling rain
began falling, but was unnoticed. The
hall shot back to Bliss, and the inning
ended with five yards gain for Flint by
the use of the '"V"trick.

When the teams came on for the sec-
ond half tlie Princeton boys were very
confident, while desperation was pictured
on the face of every Yale player. A de-
termined effort was made at the outset to
break through Princeton's line. Aftcra
tremendous fight the Princetons, with
dismay, beheld the gigantic Hellelfinger
make an opening, through which Mc-
< lung was carried for five yards. Prince-
ton fought hard, but the Yale army
pierced their center, while the wearers of
orange and black began to •wonder in
what manner the weakness suddenly
came over tin ir center and rush line.

Another light took place. A'ale ad-
vanced two yards, and then with a great
hurrah the ball is snapped back to Mc-
Cormick, while the rush hue fought
Princeton down and made an opening
through which McCormick made the
first touch-down. Bedlam was let loose.
Yale Hags, umbrellas and ribbons were
fiyi. g high on every side, and a yell went
up that pierced the clouds. A'alo \u0084
Princeton 0.

The pig-skin was then brought back to
the forty-yard line, where Princeton tried
the "V"trick, and made rive yards head-
way before Flint went to grass. They
returned to the attack with vigor, and
Flint was rushed past . ale's line two
yards, while Poe made a circuit around
Yale's left end for three yards. It was a
bad omen for the orange and black.,

Yale went to work with hammer and
tongs. McClung sneaked around Prince-
ton's right end aud Winter went through
the center and made another touch-

down, while Yale enthusiasm shrieked
forth again. Yale 8, Princeton 0.

Princeton sought her only salvation in
punting, and made a desperate effort but
could not accomplish anything. They
could not repulse Vale's steady attacks.
They got the ball oil for a side plaj*, and
Homans again resorted to punting, but
the ball went out of bounds and Mc-
Clung pounced on it. "Hard luck," said
ali the 1 .incetonians, in a chorus.

Hellelfinger made tlie frantic rush, but
the ball was snapped back to McCor-
maek, who made one of the prettiest
plays of tlie day. From the thirty-yard
lino he kicked the goal from the field. It
took Princeton by surmise. The rainwas now coming down in torrents, but
did not quench the enthusiasm. Yale 1 \u25a0'\u0084
Princeton 0.

Then McClung ran five yards around
Princeton's left end. Only a few mo-
ments were leflfor the play, and Prince-
ton was rooting for but one* little touch-
down. Then came the star play of the
game. Bliss was detailed to pass the
enemy's line. The ball was passed to
him, while tlie Yale rushers fought down
their adversaries on every band. King
was yet in the foreground, and jumped
Bliss, but llebelfinger warded him offas if
lie was a child. King went sprawling,
and the last Princeton sentinel was
passed.

The crowd let itself loose again. Bliss
had run seventy van 1.'.-, three-quarters of
the length of the field, and was safely
past Princeton's goal line. McClung
easily kicked a goal, and the score was:
Yale 1!>, Princeton 0.

Princeton made a desperate fight with
the "V"trick, Flint and Poe trying their
binds, but neither could advance, and
time was called with the ball in Yale's i
territory.

The scenes and sounds cannot be de-
scribed.

CANDIDATES HUSTLING TO SECURE ;

McMillan Says There Is No Founda-
tion for the Statement that He

Intonded to "Withdraw.

Washington, Nov. _o.—The various

Speakership candidates have been hold-
ing conferences with their friends during
the day, and all that either they or their
friends have to say is calculated to mdi- |
cate great confidence in the result. The !
Mills folks are in a pleasant mood over
Carlisle's letter vouching for Mills' mod-
eration of temperament, while the other
candidates are not disposed to attach
much importance to it, at least
as to influence upon their own
strength. Very few members havo
as yet reached the city, and those who are
here are chiefly thoso who are earnest ad-
vocates of one or the other of the candi-
dates. The doubtful men aro not in any
horary to appear on the scene, ami until
some of them come there cannot be any
material change in the situation.

Mr. McMillan said to-day that there
was absolutely no foundation to the state-
ment that he intended to withdraw. He
said that he might get whipped, but that
he would never run away, and that there ;
was certainly nothing in the situation to |
make him approach the tight timidly, j
His friends speak with confidence.

Each of tho candidates received many !
callers during the day, the supporters of
one candidate calling on his rivals, and
there is an evident purpose to make the
contest as amiable as possible.

Candidates for the minor offices are
thick. Two or three of them are to be
found in about every hotel lobby or in
the various headquarters of the Speaker-
ship candidates. The candidates for the
position of Sorgoant-at-Arms have been
slow in declaring themselves. For a
long while Ex-Representative Voder of
< )hio was the only candidate in the field. I

Now.two or three others bay-" appeared,
and the indications are that there "willbe |
a more active light than was expected.!
Fx-Representative Murphy ofOhio, who |
is known to about every man who has '
been in orabout Congress for the past j
ten years, has declared his candidacy for |
the place.

The most interesting fight for minor |
offices is that for the Clerkship, for which I
there are a large number ofcandidates,
and up to date no one seems to be pre-
pared to make an estimate oi their com-
parative strength. Tbe time for hold- !
ing tho caucus has not been
ii.\ed. It may be held on Satur-
day, or it may be thought desirable
to hold it earlier. A report has been,
that as soon as the caucus is called Mr.
Bland will, before the nominations are
made for Speaker, introduce a resolution,
and demand a vote on it, making a
declaration of principles on the silver
question. There have been some efforts
made to drag in the question of Fresi-
dential preferences, but il is asserted that
DO man who has ambition to be President
wants ids strength to be tested in this un-
certain manner.

The Port-
lands wen; given a friendly reception by
the huge crowd, while the Californians
received an ovation. The game, while
not a fair test of the relative strength of
the teams, was close and exciting, and j
tho spectators found numerous oppor-
tunities to let loose some of their enthu-
siasm. Tbe battery for Portland was
Pitcher McNabb and Catcher Wilson,
and for the San Jose club Harper and
Stallings acted as the battery.

San .Jose won the toss and sent the
Portlands to bat. Sheridan umpired on
balls and strikes and McDermott ren-
dered the base decisions.

SAMOAX ISLANDS.

Trouble Likely to Ensue Unless There
is a Chance in Affairs.

San Francisco, Nov. 26.—The steamer
Mariposa arrived in port to-day from
Australia, via Honolulu. 11. C. Ide,
formerly United States Land Commis-
sioner at Samoa, was a passenger on the
steamer. In conversation with the gen-
tleman it was learned that while affairs
at Samoa are quiet at the present time,
there is likely to be difficulty there be-
fore a great while unless there is a de-
cided change. It seems that Mataafa is
jealous of Malietoa a* King, and he is
creating a feeling among his own follow-
ers that does not warrant peace. The
principal point said to be the cause ofthe
dissensions is due to the heavy taxation
on tlie people, for which Chief Justice
Cedercrantz is said to be partly responsi-
ble, in spite of the difficultyof getting
the natives to realize the blessings of
civilization, especially when they come
in the form of taxation, lie imposed a
capitation tax on the population, and cer-
tain other taxes, which realized alto-
gether about 9__,oQo. This point has been
used by Mataala, and he has succeeded
very we'd so far in causing dissensions,
in view of the fact that the Chief Justice
is on friendly terms with Maiietoa.

Mr. Ide would not say that war was
likely to be declared between the follow-
ers ofMalietoa and Mataafa, but from
what he was able to learn tho outlook
was anything but promising.

NEWFOUNDLANBAIT ACT.

Croat Satisfaction Over the Tact That
It is L'nconstltutional.

Ottawa, Nov. 26.—Great satisfaction is
expressed here over the fact just made
public that tho law officers of the Im-
perial (rovernment have decided that the
Newfoundland Bait Act is unconstitu-
tional, and have suggested that a joint
test case between Canada and Newfound-
land be submitted to tbe Imperial Privy
Council.

That Act, tbe working of which has
been found so obnoxious by Canada, was
passed by the Newfoundland Govern-
ment in 1889, and prohibits the sale of
lresh fish of all sorts to foreign fisher-
men. As this prohibition excited fear,
and was opposed by tlie Canadian Gov-
ernment, it was allowed by the Imperial
Government to go into operation only on
the express and distinct understanding
that it should not be allowed to affect
Canadian trade interests.

In the winter season there is an im-
mense trade in frozen herring, which, al-
though they are availalable as bait, were
formerly carried to tiie United States and
other places by Canadian vessels. Last
year, under the proposed reciprocity
treaty between Newfoundland and the
United states the sole privilege ofbuying
bait was given to United States fisher-
men, to the exclusion of French and
Canadian fishermen.

Canada strenuously objected, on the
ground that this was a discrimination
against Canadians in favor of American
fishermen. Now.ttio Imperial Govern-
ment has informed the Newfoundland
Government that the latter's position is
distinctively unconstitutional.

ABoy's Manners.
"His manner is worth (100,000 to him !''

That is what one of tlie chief men of the
nation lately said about a boy. "It
wouldn't be worth so much to one who
meant to be a farmer or who had no oppor-
tunities, but to a young college student
with ambition it was wortli at least
?I<hi,ooo."

The boy was a distant relative of the
man, and had been brought up by careful
parents in a far oil" city. Among other
filings he had been taught to be friendly
and to think ofother persons before liini-
self. The hoy was on a visit in the town
where the man lived. They met on tlie
street, anil the younger, recognizing the
elder, promptly went to his side and
spoke to him in bis cordial, happy, yet
respectful way. Of course, the man was
pleased, and know that anybody would
have been pleased. The sentence above
was the outcome of it. A little later I la-
bey came into tho room, just as the man
was struggling into his overcoat. Tbe boy
hurried to him, pulled it up at the collar,
and drew down the wrinkled coat be-
neath. He would have dono it, for any
nian, the haughtiest or the poorest.

The boy has not been in society a
great deal. He has not learned orthodox
selfishness. lie positively can't be
easy at the table until his ueighbers are |
waited on. A chair is torture ifbethinks I
any one else is less comfortably seated.
He wouldn't interrupt to let loose the
wittiest or most timely remark ever
thought of. He may learn Lo do SO some
day—after he has earned his hundred
thousand—but it is doubtful. The ex-
pression of his kindliness may become
confirmed to popular usage, modified,
refined, but tlie spirit which prompts tiie
expression will only grow with his years.

Do not misunderstand, boys. You
may be truly unselfish and yet not have
this boy's prize. You may wish to do
things for others and yet feel that you do
not know how. The only way to learn is
to try; to hesitate for no feeling of bash-
fulness or awkwardness, but tii put into
direct and instantaneous practice what-ever kind, helpful thoughts occur to
you.

Colossal Statues.

The correspondent of the London Times
at Alexandria, Egypt, states that three
colossal statues, ten feet high, of rose
granite, have j'.ist been found at Aboukir,
a few feet below the surface. The discov-
ery was made from indications iurnished
to the Government by a local investi-
gator, Daninoe Pasha. "The lirst two rep-
resent in one group Ramescs il. and
Queen Hentmara seated on tiie same
throne. This is unique among Egyptian
statues. The third statue represents Ra-

standing upright in military attire,
a scepter in his hand and a crown upon
his head. Both bear hieroglyphic in-
scriptions.

LABOR TROUBLES IX FRANCE.
Tho Coal Industry at a Standstill on

Account ofa Strike.
Paris. Nov.26.—Labor troubles in the

Department of Pas de Calais, where, ow-
ing to a strike of 49.000 minors, tbe min-
ing industry was brought to a standstill,
lias as a natural result caused tbe con-
sumers of coal to look elsewhere for fuel.
The miners of the Department DuNord,
adjoining Calais, struck this afternoon. It
is believed that unless operators gener-
ally make some concession to the miners
the strike willassume enormous propor-
tions. Large quantities ofcoal from Ger-man and Belgian mines aredaily arriving
at Dv Nord to protect the manufacturers
against a coal famine, but it is believed
this is a part of the surplus, and that the
foreign miners are heeding the request of
the French miners to limitthe output to
the actual requirement ofthe home trad".

Basly, Socialist member of the HouseOf Deputies, to-day wired from tho seen.
of the troubles, announcing that tho
miners bad resolved to reject the terms
Of arbitration in the form the mining
company proposed.

An Unsuccessful Conspiracy.
Marseilles. Nov. 26. — A mail-boat

from Constantinople brings information
ofan unsuccessful conspiracy among cer-
tain passengers to kill the vessel's chief
officers while in port at Constantinople.
Eighty Albanian passengers quarreled,
and the police were summoned to quell
the disturbance. After the vessel sailed
the Albanians plotted to murder the Cap-
tain and mate. Tlie plot was discovered
and the conspirators arrested and turned
over to tbe police at Salonica.

Beet Sugar tn Germany.
GLASGOW, Nov. 26.—A cable has been

received from Germany stating that ILrr
Lecht bad made great reduction in tho
estimates regarding the production of
beet-root sugar. He now places tlie pro-
duction at lu.oiO tons less than the pre-
vious one. Regarding cane sugar, bo
now estimates the yield willbe less by
••;.,000 tons. Tbe receipt of this cable had
the effect of causing the sugar market
here to become strong and active. Every-
thing has sold at the highest prices.
