Two Old Citizens Laid in the Grave
Yesterday.

Funerals of the Late George W. Ches-

ley and Joseph Wiseman—lm-

pressive Ceremonies.

Two prominent citizens were borne to
their last resting-places yesterday in this
city. These frequent processions to the
city of the dead are potent reminders to
tho members of the old guard that there
is an end to all things earthly, and that
each in his turn must expect to be sum-
moned at no distant day.

The remains of George W. Chesley
were borne from his late residence at 1:30
_•. m. yesterday, by tlio hands of friends
who had known and loved him in life, to
tho Cathedral, where religious services
were held. There were present large
delegation, from tho Pioneer Society and
Exempt Firemen's Association, beside a
very large number of other friends of the
deceased and his wife. Before lea.ing
their hall the Pioneers were addressed by
N. ("reene Curtis, P. S. Lawson, WiUiam
Johnston and John S. Miller in remarks
eulogistic of the deceased.

Among the many beautiful floral pieces
that surrounded the casket was one from
the Pioneers representing a cross and
anchor. A cross and crown came from
the employes of deceased's business
house, and Mrs. B. oppenheim sent a
mammoth cross, six feet high, and com-
posed of la France roses and many-hued
chrysanthemums.

During the impressive services the
Cathedral choir rendered appropriate
music.

REFUSED TO ANSWER.
The Grand Jury and Ex-Supreme Jus-

tice Fox at Loggerheads.

Yesterday afternoon John Stevens, fore-
man of the Grand Jury, made an affi-
davit before County Clerk Rhoads, for
presentation to Judge Catlin, to the fol-
lowing effect: That Charles N. Fox, a
"witness before the ('rand Jury, had testi-
lied in a certain matter which the jury
\u25a0was investigating that he had been em-
ployed by one J. JS^ Jones of San Fran-
cisco, as the hitter's attorney, to appear
forand represent him in any proceeding
tiiat might be taken by a committee of
the Legislature, then in session, to com-
pel him to testify in regard to certain al-
leged transactions between Jones and
members of the Legislature; that the
said J. B. Jones authorized another party
to pay him (Fox) his fee therefor, amount-
ing to £500, and that ho was subsequently
paid.

The affidavit then goes on to state that
when asked by a member of the Grand
Jury to give the name of the person who
paid him the money, the witness (Fox)
declined to answer, thereby hindering the
Grand Jury in the prosecution ofits in-
quiry.

Foreman Stevens also consulted per-
sonally with Judge Catlin in regard to
the matter contained in the affidavit. The
result was that a bench subpena was is-
sued and served upon the ex-Justice as
lie was about to depart for San Francisco.
Itrequires him to appear in court this
morning and show cause why he should
not be adjudged guilty of contempt.

THE HEIRSOBJECTED.
Joshua Fountain's "Widow Did Xot

Have Iler Itequest Granted.
Yesterday Judge A'an Fleet rendered

his decisio in the Fountain case, wherein
the widow ot Joshua Fountain, deceased,
asked that the 2.0 acres of land belonging
to deceased's estate be set aside to her as a
homestead. The Judge said that it ap-
pears that the widow is a second wife, and
that deceased accumulated the property
dining the life-time of his first wife. The
children of the latter object to the peti-
tion, and the Judge said that he could not

do the entire tract.
Itwas ordered, however, that the eighty

acres on which the house and other im-
provements are located be set apart as a
homestead for the widow during a period
of five years.

— The Post-
master-General to-day announced the
acceptance of bids for carrying tho United
States mails on ocean routes under the
Act ofMarch *', ISPI, as follows:

Bouton, Bliss & Dallett, New York
City—Between New York and La Gua-
yara, by Curacoa and Puerto Cabello,
three times a month, in vessels of third
class; compensation, §1 per outward
mile.
