
HYDRAULIC MINING OPERATIONS.

Result of Investigations by the Anti-
Debris Watchmen,

As Shown by Their "Report to the Anti-

Debris Association of the Sac-

ramento Valley.

fC. E. Stone of Marysville, President o
the Anti-Debris Association of the Sacra-
mento Valley, writing to the Kecord-
Uxiox under date of the 27th, sends tbe j
report of the wat< hmen employed by the j
\u25a0B_fjr._trrm. also an estimate oftbe debris 1

now deposited in the rivers and harbors, j
and upon tho farming lands adjacent to
tbe rivers, witb an estimate of tbe amount j
of material which will be contributed j
annually by the monitors now in posi- j
tion to work should the miners disobey |

the injunctions ofthe courts. President
Stone says:

"Believing that you arc interested in
saving onr navigable riven andharbora
from total destruction, and that the citi-
zens ofCalifornia should be made aware
of the damage already done, and that
which will certainly follow if tbe moni-
tors are allowed to work, I send you these
reports, that you may publish them,
should you think them worth a place in
your paper.

"The report of the Government Com-
missioners appointed under the Biggs bill,
of which report a copy was sent to you
some time since, says:

"Permanent •tone dams, properly con-
•irin-ted. will retain large quantities of mar
terial of the character formerly mined out, j
and which caused the destruction ofthe iarm- I
ing lands and injured the navigation ofthe :
rivers. Those clams, however, will not i > ef-
fective in Impounding all the material dtliv-
ered Into the canyons iron, the mines. Be ng
In the streams, aiul in the pathway ofthe
freshets, port toni of the beat tor material will
be carried over the crests o:'me dams, to
eventually tin-i lodgment in the rivers below. ;

"Further on, the Commissioners say:
"Tbe constr u-tioi. of the dams being called j

for in the interests ot the miner,the cost
thereof should be borne by the individual., in-
terested.

"Tbe material already doing damage to j
the rivers and harbors is the finer ma-
terial which the engineers say cannot be I
cantrolled by dams. The minors have j
been putting so much debris in the Yuba
River tins season that tbe water at .Marys- |
vilie is muddier than it has been during
any year since the injnnet ion _t the Wood-
ruff vs. North Bloom field cast; was
granted by Judge Sawyer in the I'nited
Mate, (.'ircnit Court.

"Dams, where any attempt has been
made to construct them. have been built
of logs or brush, and are liable to be 1
wasind out by freshets, when tbe im-
pounded debris will be added to that al-
ready obstructing navigation.

".No attempt has been made by tbe
tinners to erect permanent stone dan:-,
nor will tbey ever, in my (minion, at-

ipt the erection ot"anything but flimsy
pretexts for dams, as no hydraulic mine
will be found rich enough to incur the
expense of a dam like that which this
Mate has constructed at Folsom, and
which is now tilled to ii- crest with min-
ing detritus. Dams of tiiat character are
the kind recommended by the Govern-
ment engineers in tiieir resort —"Perma-
nent stone dams, tbe cost thereof to be
borne by the individuals interested,
namely, tiie miners.' "The report of Watchmen Ooige 11.
Magruder and W. 0. Wadsworth to the
President and Board of Directors ofthe
Anti-Debris Association on tiie hy-
draulic mining situation on tbe water
sheds of tlio American.

One monitor located on bedrock one

mile southwest of Placerville, and was
used last winter in cleaning bedrock-

One monitor located on right bank, im-
mediately above the town of Coioina, and
worked last winter ona bank thirty or
forty feet high.

Two canvas hose located on right bank,
immediately below the town of Coloma,
and uses about twenty-five iuches of
water under vertical pressure of sixty or
seventy feet.
MIDDLE PORK OF THK AM-'KICAN*RIVER.

Four monitors located on the right
bank about one and a half miles east of
tbe village "Butcher Kaneh." All of
these machines are small, using about
one hundred and seventy-five or two
hundred inches of water each, under ver-
tical pressure of one hundred or one
hundred and fiftyfeet.
-SOUTH FORK OP THK AMKKTCANRIVER.

Three monitors located ou right bank
near the town of Gold Kan. Two of
these were found in operation last winter
and were using about eight hundred or a
thousand inches of water under vertical
pressors of about three hundred feet
which was being directed against banks
sixty-live or one hundred feet high. The
third machine was similarly located in
a'l respects and the ground showed evi-
dence of having been worked.

Two monitors located in the Washing-
ton Consolidated, at lowa Hill, on tiie
left bank, were found in operation last
winter and were using about 500 or 600
inches of water under vertical pressure
ofabout 250 or 300 feet. These machines
were directed against banks of earth and
gravel ranging from ten to twenty-live
feet in depth. The material from one of
these machines was dumped direct into
the North Fork, while the other went
into Indian Canyon, thence into the North
Fork.

t 'no monitor located on tbe left bank,
jnst in the edge of the town of lowa JI iil.
and using about 200 inches of water under
vertical pressure of about 200 feet, was
operated last winter on earth and gravel
ranging in depth from ten to lifty feet.

Golden Hope mine, located on left bank
of Indian Canyon, a tributary of tbe
North Fork, has two monitors which use
about .'.OO inches of water each, under
vertical pressure ofabout 300 feet. These
machines were undoubtedly worked
against the bank, which is about 60 feet
in perpendicular bight, last winter.
Though the operators were not caught in
tho act, frequent visits to the mine
proved that the bank was gradually being
worn aud washed away.

Medical Point mine, located on the left
bank of Indian Canyon, adjoining the
IrO-den Hope, has one monitor which j
uses aboul :.o'J inches of water under ver- i
tical pressure of about .'iOO lect. Tiie mine
was only opened last winter (new
ground', and uuring the season the bunk
was washed away for a distance of _oo by
olKi feet, the bank now being 125 feet in
perpendicular hight.

t lonic ward Bound mine is located on
the left bank of Indian Canyon, about
one-fourth of a mile below tho Golden
i b>pe mine, and has one monitor which
iises about 350 inches of water under ver-
tical pressure of about 300 feet. This
machine was lust winter directed against
tiie main bank of the mine, which is 160
or IT."> feet in perpendicular hight.

Fort Sumter mine, located on the left
bank of Indian Canyon, about one mile
below the town of lowa Hill, and has
one monitor, which operated on the main
bank ofthe claim i 160 feet perpendicular)
.ast winter. This machine uses about
£250 inches ot water under a vertical pres-
sure of about 130 feet.

.James Gleason placer mine is located
at Wisconsin Hill, on the head of iiefuge
Canyon, a tributary to Shiru.-il Canyon,
•which is a tributary to the North Fork. In
this claim are located two minitors, each
of which use about 250 inches of water
•under a vertical pressure of about 250 or

leet. These machines were operate..
Abe entire water season last past, on
ground thirty or forty feet deep.

The Orient claim is located on tbe head
of Refuge Canyon, and has two monitors
which use about 250 inches of water under
a vertical pressure ofabout 250 or MO feet.
These machines were directed against a

ak, about 250 feet in perpendicular
bighi, during all tne water season last
past.

The Gold Run mine was enjoined in the
,*-_._ Court on June 12, VBtZ, yet they
*»*veclaud.stiuely continued their opera-

tiens when the water supply would per-
mit, and they have been caught in tbe
act.
* The Golden Hope was enjoined in tbe
United States Court on March 12. IS4,
and the Gleason placer mine and the
Orient were also enjoined in the same
court on April SSI, lvl.

The Washington Consolidated, Medical
Point. Homeward Bound and Fort Sum-
ter were all enjoined in the Superior
Court of Slitter < kranty, June 2, 18BJL

HKAK RIVER.
Just above tbe town of Dutch Flat, on

the left bank of Bear River, one monitor
was used last winter, washing bedrock,
but would occasionally be turned near
enough to tbe bank to" wash off a small I
slice of tbe top bank.

ThS Kate Hayes mine is located on the

right bank, near the town of French Cor-
ral, and has two monitors (only one of
which is operated at a time which are
operated on a bank about fifty or sixty
feet in perpendicular hight. These ma-
chines use about 500 inches of water, un-
der a vertical pressure of about 250 feet.
These operations are carried on behind a
log and brush dam, which, wh n first
constructed and for a short time there-
after, held back from the river about all
tho debris, but now the dam is bo full
that a vast amount of sand and finer ma-
teria] finds its way through it and thence
into the river. The claim has water the ]
year around and works continuously.

Hustler's mine is situated on the right
bank of South Shady Creek, tributary of
South Yuba River, and bas one monitor, [
which uses about 350 inches ol water un-
der a verticle pressure of about 200 feet.
The management works this mine behind
a restraining dam, which holds back the
debris, except when the flood-crate of said !
dam is opened, which has been the case
on one or two occasions.

Columbia Hiil mines, commonly
known aa the Eureka Lake Consolidated,
has two monitors, each of which uses
about 500 or 900 inches under a verticle
pressure of about 1-0 feet. These mines
are located immediately south and west
of tho town of Columbia Hill. The one
w i si of town has a good settling pool and
has not been dumping material outside of
it. This (the west one) dumps into the
Middle Vubi Fiver. The south one is
operate 1, behind a log dam. which is
about full, and a great quantity of pip
clay and sand escapes into Spring Creek,
a tributary of South Yuba River. The
banks of these mines are about thirty-
five and sixty feet respectively.

Robison and Frandy's mine is located
on the head of Spring Creek, a tributary
of tho South Yuba River. This claim has
one monitor, which uses 250 inches of
water under a verticle pressure of 101
feet. This claim keeps up a restraining
dam which holds back the del.! is, allow-
ing the water to go oft"slightly muddy.

The Place claim is located at er near the
town of Omega, on the left lank ofthe
South Yuba River,and bas twomonit »rs,
which us-*- about 500 inche. each under a
pressure ofabout 200 feet The bank of
tho claim is about eighty lectio perpen-
dicular bight. This chum keeps up a re-
straining dam, but the water frequently
goes out very muddy. In addition to the
above mentioned monitors located on the
South Yuba River, there are also rive
canvas hose which use twenty-five to
thirty inches under pressure ranging Er >m
forty to sixty feet.

The Kate Hayes was enjoined in the
United States Circuit Court under the
name of Milton Water and Mining Com-
pany as early as 1882, but have continued
operations since as herein stated.

The Hustler mine was enjoined in the
United States Court April 10, 1891, and is
now running clear water.

The Columbia lliil mines were en-
joined a< early as IS_ in the Stale court,
bnt continue tbeir operations as before
stated.

The Place mine has been enjoined in
the Superior Court of Yuba < ounty.

MlDD___ VI'UA RIVER.
At Chips Flat is located one small mon-

itor, which uses about 259 inches of water
under a vertical pressure of about 200
feet. 'Die bank has a perpendicular hight
of thirty feet. .The mine is on the left
bank of Kanaka Creek, which isa trib-
utary to the Middle Yuba Kiver.

Near the Mountain House, on the right
bank ofOregon Creek, a tributary to the
Middle Yuba River, is located the Gale
Diggings. This claim runs one monitor
and uses about 200 inches under vertical
pressure of about 100 feet. The bank has
a perpendicular hight of about thirty*
feet.

In addition to the above there are also
two small canvas hose mines which
dump their tailings into the Middle Yuba
River.

NORTH TUBA IMVKII.

At Weeds Point is located one .smail
monitor with a capacity of about 250
inches of water under vertical pressure of
about 150 feet. The bank has a perpen-
dicular hight of about forty feet. This
claim is on the right bank ofWillow
Creek, a tributary of the -S'orth Yui a
Kiver.

Joubert _ Claim is located on the head
of WillowCreek, and has two monitors
with a capacity ofabout 2<'<i inches each,
under a vertical pressure of 60 feet. The
bank ha.s a perpendicular hight of about
40 or 50 feet.

At Depot Hill is located one monitor
with a capacity of about 250 inches under
a pressure of about 175 feet vertical. The
bank has a perpendicular night ofabout
SO left. Located on left bank of -North
Yuba River. This claim so far has only
washed bedrock in the old excavation.

About three miles below Sierra City,on
the left bank of North Yuba itiver, is lo-
cated one smail monitor with a capacity
ol about 150 inches under vertical pres-
sure of about 100 feet. Tiie lank has a
perpendicular hight of about 20 feet.

in the upper end of Indian Valley, on
the left bank of the North Yuba River, i^
located one small monitor w itha capacity
of 100 indies under a pressure of about
75 feet. The bank is about 40 or 50 feet in
perpendicular hight.

At Eureka North two monitors are lo-
cated and have a capacity of about 400
or 600 inches each, under a vertical
pressure of about 200, feet. The bank
ii is a perpendicular hight of about 100
leet. The claim is located on the head of
Goodyer's Creek, a tributary of North
Yuba Kiver.

At Brandy City, on the head of a small
gulch which is a tributary trom tbe right
bank of the North Yuba Kiver. is located
the Arnott Mine. This mine has four mon-
itors, pfwhich only one is used, at a time,
with a capacity ofabout y,ou inches, under
a vertical pressure of 250 feet. The bank
lias a perpendicular hight of about 100
feet.

Hardscrabble is located on the right
bank 01 Canyon Creek, a tributary of the
Morth Yuba River, about two and a half
miles above the village of Scales. This
claim has two monitors, with a capacity
of '.00 or 350 inches each, under a vertical
pressors of about 100 feet. The bank has
a perpendicular hight of about6o feet.

At the lower side of the village of
Scales, on the head of Rock Creek, a
tributary of Canyon Creek, a tributary of
the North Yuba Kiver, is located a claim
which has two monitors, with a capacity
of about 200 inches each, under a vertical
pressure of about 100 feet. The bank of
this^laim is about 40 feet perpendicular.

Rock Creek Grave! Mining Company's
claim is located on the right bank of
Rock Creek about one-half mile below*
Scales, and has two monitors with a ca-
pacity of about 400 inches each, under
vertical pressure of about 15u feet. The
bank in this claim is* about eighty feet
perpendicular.

At Oregon Hill,on the right bank of
Oregon Creek (No. 2}^ a tributary ofthe
North Yuba River, is located oiie small
monitor, with a capacity of seventy-five
or 100 inches under a vertical pressure of

about fifty feet. The claim is very shal-
low (surface diggings1, ranging from two

Blair's Diggings is located on left bank
ofSlate Crei k, a tributary of North Yuba
River, one-half mile blow the town of
Port Wine, and has one monitor, with a
capacity el about 250 inches underpres-
sureof2oo feei vertical.

Pioneer mine is located at Grass Flat,
on the left bank of Slate Creek, a tribu-
tary of the North Yuba River, and has
two monitors with a capacity ofabout 400
inches each, under a vertical pressure of
about _o.> feet, 'lhe 'nan!* in this claim
has a perpendicular bight of about 140
fee:.

\ mkee Hill claim is located on tlio
right bank of Slate Creek/about three
miles above the town of i aporte, and has
one monitor with a capacity of about 200
inches under v vertical pressure of about
150 feet. This claim is classed as surface
diggings, the material ranging in depth
from two to twelve or fifteen feet.

Ou the head of Rabbi! Creek, a tribu-
tary of Slate Uieek, a tributary of North
Yuba Kiver, one-quarter of a mile above
the town of Laporte, is located a claim
which bas two monitors, with a capacity
of2 W inches each under v< rtical pressure
ofai.out 200 feet.

The Eureka North mines, Arnott,
Scales Diggings and Pioneer have all
been enjoined in the Sup-rior Court of
i'uba i ouuty, with the above re-nit.

In addition to the above mentioned
mac! lues 0:1 the North Yuba Kiver,
there 1 ro also 1 tevon canvas hose. These
machines use from thirty 10 sixty inches
of water under vertical pressure ranging
from fifty to one hundred feat. The
water foi their operation is conducted
through iron pipes ran; ing in di-:
from six to twenty inches, at the lower
end of which is connected a nozzle by
means cf a piece of canvas hose. This
pie:-e of canvas hose allows tbe ea^y
movement ofthe nozzle so it can be di-
rt c.i d against diner -nt parts of tho bank
which is to bo operated on.

Be it understood that the three forks
[South, Middle and .North, ofthe Ameri-
can Kiver are tributary, and How into the
main American Kiver, thence into the
Saciamento Itiver, thence into ;\u25a0

Bay, through the Straits of Carquinez
into San Pablo Kay, tlionce into Sau
Francisco Bay; als?o, that the Bear River
is tributary and Hows inio the Feather
River, theuce into theSa< rameuto Kiver,
thence into Suisun Bay, thence tin
the Straits ofCarquine- iuto San Pablo
Key, thence into San Francisco !'\u25a0:'
that the three Yuba Rivers [South Mid-
dle and North, are tributary and flow
into the main Yuba River, which flows
thence into Uie Feather Kiver, thence
into the -Sacramento Kiver. thence into
Suisun Bay, thence through the Straits f
Carquinez into San Paolo Bay, thence
into s.-.n -"raneisco Kay.

Most all the mining claims mentioned
in the foregoing report bave been seen
iq active operation daring the year last
past, and by frequent visits we see tbat
the banks m tiie others are being carried
away a! the same rate.

The North Bloomfield Gravel Mining
Company, which is the most extensive
hydraulic mine on the water-hed of the
Sacramento Kiver, was closed d >wn
seven months ago. It was enjoined in
the Cnit dState.'. Circuit I 'ourt, two years
ago, but up to the time mentioned man-
aged toavoid punishment through techni-
calities. This mine uses live monitors
with capacities ranging from 800 to 1,600
inches each, under vertical pressure of
about s<»o leet. The lank has a per-
pendicular hight of about -10.) feet.

The Brandy City mine, which is also
idle, has been enjoined by the i'nited
states circuit Court, and seems disposed
to abide by the decree.

With the exception of the last two men-
tioued, we believe that all the claims
noted in the report will be in active
operation this winter unless measures
are taken to prevent them.

machines covered bytheir report dissolve
and cast into the public streams 15,574,500
cubic yards of material annually. This,
aided to the simi plains and choked
riversofthe valley, will do at least ten
times the harm as aid the firsl io,
yards of material set tree, which largely
disappeared in the holes and d< pei sec-
tions of the rivers.
