
THE DANGER OF CHINA.

How the Celestials Are Stirred Up

to Massacre Missionaries.

Charged with Eating Chinese Babies-

Children's Eyes Gronnd Up for

Photographic Material—How Soft-

Soap Ruined a Missionary—Tho

Tientsin Massacre.

The critical situation in China calls at-
tention to the fact that the Chinese mis- |
sion is still unsettled. A new Minister |
•willprobably be appointed by President
Harrison during the coming session, and ;
through these recent troubles the post of
3'ekin has sprung into the greatest im-i
portance. There is a char.cc for a states- j
man to make a reputation in China. The )
country seems to be on the eve of a revo- \u25a0

lution, and tho protection of our foreign |
citizens there is going to require both
nerve and diplomacy. During my visit
to China about two years ago I found a
majority of the people opposed to for-
eigners, and at every one of the treaty |
ports there was an anti-foreign party |
which did all it could to excite the masses j
against the foreigners. Among otber j
things they published a magazine,- which j
was illustrated. The magazine contained
a graphic description of how the foreign- j
ers ground up Chinese children and made
medicine of them. It had pictures of
American girls packing the medicine in
boxes, and in the same cuts were pictures
of seething cauldrons, in the soup of
which babies' arms, logs and heads
bobbed up and down. In one picture the
babies were being cut up lor grinding,
and iv another the pieces of them were
being weighed so that just so much Chi-
nese baby went to each package of medi-
cine. The Chinese text, aa translated lor
me, stated that this was a common method
of making medicine in China, and that
the Americans and English had as their
chief business in China tho making of
such medicines, and that thoy stole Chi-
nese babies for this purpose.

The great disturbance which we had in
Corea some years ago,when our naval
force was called to the Capital from one of
our vessels in tbe harbor of < 'hemulpo to
defend the American Minister, arose from
this anti-foreign influence which has also
strength in Corea. These people had cir-
culated the report that tho Americans
were stealing little Corcan babies and
grinding up their eyes to make photo-
graphic materials. lt was whispered
abroad that an American liked nothing i

better than a slice of Corcan baby done
brown, and the statement was current
throughout the hundred thousand huts
of the Corcan capital that our Minister,
Mr. Diusmore, had given a party the
week before, at which two juicy babies
bad been served to the guests. Tbe peo-

{>lc were wild. Mother-love and fatner-
ove is as strong among tho Celestials as

among the Christians, and such state-
ments as these make Chinese and Corean
blood boil. The masses look upon tne
foreigners as barbarians, and they are
willing to believe them. Our Minister
would have been mobbed at Corea at
this timo had it not been for the King,
who sent out a proclamation saying that
any man who was found circulating such
reports would be executed, and tolling
tho people that these foreigners were
kind-hearted, cultured people like them-
selves, and that they would not be so in-
human as to eat babies.

During my stay at Canton Imet a mis-
sionary and his family from the interior
of China. The man camo from Ohio, and I
he was a very intelligent fellow. His
sister, a medical missionary, was with j
him. Their house had been'burned and
thoy had been mobbed by the Chinese
through tins superstition in regard to i
American medicine. It happened that I
this medical missionary had a young
Chinaman who was studying medicine
With her, and this Chinaman had in some
way obtained possession of a skeleton,
which he kept in his room at the mis-
sionary's house. The Chinese know
nothing of anatomy, and their medical
system consists largely in doses as big
as horse powders, and in superstitious in-
cantations, the burning of .loss paper,
and such things. They know nothing of
the use of the skeleton, ami their rever-
ence for their ancestors is such that they
would decidedly resent our custom of
dissection. Now, just at the time that
this skeleton was lying on the table in
the young Chinaman's room, the wife of
tiie missionary got out of soap. She had
b en raised in the country, and she con- i

eluded to make some soft soap as she had
seen her parents do at home. She made a
barrel oi it. Then the story became
noised abroad tiiat this mission-
ary's homo was a medicine factory,
and something like three or four Chi use
babies were ground up in it everyday.
A mob collected within a short time and
attacked the house. They found the soap.
Itwas anew material to Chinese eyes,
nnd it smelled like medicine. They went j
up-stairs and found the bones, and the
evidence was prima facie so strong that
they burned the house, and the mis-
sionary's family had a narrow escape for
tiioir lives.

The terrible Tientsin massacre of IS7O,
in which the Catholic Sisters of the
orphanage of that city were killed, came i
from this charge that they were stealing
Chinese babies and cooking them for i
medicine. Tientsin is a city of nearly a
'million people, aud tbe mob numbered
thousands. They burst into this French
missionary establishment, set tire to the
convent and literally tore the women to
pieces and then threw their remains into
the flames. There were a hundred
children in the orphanage, and these
\u25a0were seized and throw n into prison and
questioned. They would not say any-
thing against the Sisters, aud at the end
of six weeks they were given over to
missionaries who were sent from Pekin
to take care of them. There were many
other foreigners killed during this
massacre, and the Chinese En a mob like
this do not distinguish between Ameri-
can and English or between French and
German. All are the same to them.
They are foreign barbarians, and they
call them all by the names of "Red-
headed, blue-eyed, foreign devils." and a
foreigner cannot go along the streets of a
Chinese city without being greeted with
this epithet. Ho does not understand it
because he does not know Chinese, but
the vilest of jokes and the most vulgar of
expressions are uttered against the
foreigners as they pass through the
Btreets of tlie larger Chinese cities. —"Washington correspondence of the St.

"Rerorm "Will Meet With Hearty Popu-

The researches of tho Record-Union* !

Itfinds that in laT.5 the aggregate num-
ber of acres held by the lUO largest land
owners in the county was 208,a9_- in ISc.
ii had increased to -53,-15; in 1885t02W?,-
--__\u25a0*, ana in I^o the amount was iucrea_ed
to 357.__, an increase of 167,325 acres in
fifteen years. At the same rate of in-
crease how long would it be until these
KM) laud-owners would own.all, or neaily
all, the land in Butte County? It is an
alarming condition of afiairs, and the
note of alarm sounded bj- our esteemed
contemporary is timely. The swallow-
ing up of the small farms by the larger
ones can bring nothing but tlie most dis-
astrous results. Alter reviewing the evils
of the system the Record- Union philos-
ophizes as follows:

'•The tendency which threatens to im-
poverish the masses of our people must
be met aud arrested. The means for the
accomplishment of this result must be
(adequate, even though they should have

the appearance of encroachment upon
vested rights. The reform of laws gov-
erning the ownership of property, where
the species of ownership against which
their provisions are launched is found to
be inconsistent with Ihe good of society,
has usually been denounced as confisca-
tion ; but there are species of ownerships
a thousand times more dangerous and re-
volting than the confiscation of property
in some instances, ln the c;ise of slave-
holding, the property of the slave-holder
was confiscated because confiscation was
a lesser crime than slavery and because
tbe fdave-bolder would consent to no
other remedy. The unrestricted, unregu-
lated ownership of certain species of
property may confiscate tho natural
rights of man, and large land-holdings
belongs to this class. It confiscates the
birthright and makes a man born on the
soil a trespasser, it denies to a man the
full measure of citizenship and permits
his residence in a country only on tiie
basis of a tenant. Itexpatriates him. bo-
cause it leaves no choice between emigra-
tion and slavery."

The remedies which tlie Rboobd-
Ukiok promises to offer will be anxiously
looked for by all, and ifplausible will
meet with hearty support by the masses.

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Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty
Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its
Adjoining Farms.

JN THE SPRING OF LAST YEAR
Robert A. and Neai D. Barker associated

themselves with William McKay, all of Oak-
land, with a view of searching out a suitable
location in which to engage in tho profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract at
rancred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley Land Company, owning the tract in
question. With W. 11. Mills, the General
Agent of that company, they arranged for the
purehaseof about 220 acres of foothill land
This being more than they had thought of
taking for their own use, they spoke to a
number of friends about it, with the result
that the tract was divided among the follow-
ing people: B. L. Ilickok, 40 acres; W. T.
Barnett, 20 acres; N. T. Greathead, 20 acres;
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acres; W. McKay, 20
acres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barker,
20acres; ,1. v. Brownies, 20 acres; E. 11.

So Car this had ucvn merely a private ven-
tare of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking up the question of dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that so many
more would like to join it than the area of the
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
gested on all hands, "Why not get some mora
Jand and divide it up in the same way?"
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for th 3
cultivation of the whole ofit, after subdividing
itaccording to the requirements of the sub-
-cribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally, on the sth of
June, 1890, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization and Improvement Company was
dtly registered and proceeded to business,
with the following officers: President, Will-
iam McKay; Vice-Presiderft, If. P. Brown;
Directors-H. C. Ellis. Charles Brooke and
R. A. Barker; Secretary and General Manager,
Neai D. Barker; Solicitor, C. E. Snook; Treas-
urer, First National Bank of Oakland.

A contract was entered into for the

purchase ot a lar-e number of fruit trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between §3,000 and
$4,000 to the company, the prices in some
cases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and tbe
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it doubtingly
have become enthusiastic, and almost all tho
members arranged to set out all their lands intrait trees, etc., the first year. Consequently
In this, the first season, some 40,000 trees and
between 20.000 and 30.000 vines will be
planter:.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-tention to the work of the Colony Company,
aud a number of people are now desirous of
joining in with them. An additional 200
aen s have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted. Howthis marvelous little garden has come to be solong negieetcd is a puzzle to every one who
baa visit! d it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again bo
felt in the valley.

The fruits set out arc mostly ofthe standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, et-., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout tho
tract,walnuts wili throw their graceful shade.
A considerable.number ol ciLrus trees are also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
mlly grown In the valley, about which tho
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care Is given to the young trees. Neai
1). Barker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed bymore
ambitious places. A small park ofsome three
acre's has been laid out right in the center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
ol" the beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever bo a
large and busy city, but lt is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, askin- the county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give the
settlers on the (ast side of the creek access to
fancied Station. The Tancred colonists aro
quite willingto give the necessary right ot
way, and are very desirous of having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that it
would be a very wise expenditure ol public
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
pani< a arc of widespread benefit to the whole
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to those
who are willingto settle on the land and show
that the country a!*o affords attractions and
comforts and ways or making money pleas-
antly, every inducement should be held forth.

The following is a list of the principal mem-
bers of the Tancred Colony, with the number
of acres owned by each, and a lact worthy o£
mention is that in each, contract or deed is-
sued by the Colony Company there is a pro-
vision that no intoxicating liquor shall ever
be manufactured or sold on the land.

An Ordinance amending Section 10 of Ordi«

r.-nce Xo. 276, of the City of Sacramento.
mHE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
X City of -acrarnento do ordain as follows:

Seci ion 1. Section io, of ordinance No.
_*76, of the City of Sacramento, is amended
to read as follows:

Suction 10. It shall not be lawful forany
person to keep open b tv een the hours of 12
o'clock, midnight, and 5 o'clock in the morn-
tog, any barroom, saloon or i>uvce in the City
ofsacramento where wines or spirituous or
malt liquors are sold, unless meh person shall
obtain in advance a special city license there-
lor, in addition to any other Stale, county or
city license required, and pay for such speciul
license the sum of §10 in advance for each
and every quarter.
