THE ALBATROSS COMPLETES HER

FIRST CABLE SURVEY.

Further Particuniars of the Frauds Com-
mitted by the Beagle’s Owners—

The Japanese Earthquake.

[Correspondence of the Associated Press.]

HoxoLuLu, Nov. 25.—According to the
accounts published in late Sydney pa-
pers, Bloom and Douglass, the owners of
the yacht Beagle, who left this port very
suspiciously a few weeks ago, were inter-
ested in the Australian Mercantile and
Guarantee Association, and defrauded the

| association out of large sums of money,

through the assistance, it is alleged, of
James Millar, manager of the associa-
tion. Bloom and Douglass’ real names
were Bell and Davis. It isclaimed they
have succeeded in getting away with
25,000 sovereigns, 6,000 of which belonged
to Davis’ mother. It has become known
since the Beagle leit that about £24,000 in
sovereigns were placed in the hands of a
man named Leonard, who came from
Hilo with Bloom and Decuglass, for the
purpose of keeping the sovereigns out of
the hands of the anthorities, and also for
the purpose of changing thein into Amer-
ican gold. This Leonard succeeded in
doing, and left for San Francisco on the
steamer Mariposa. which sailed from here
on the 20th inst. The same’ steamer car-
ried the wives of Bell and Davis, who
came up from the colonies and who pro-
ceeded on to San Francisco, accompanied
by Leonard and a young man named
3ynne, a nephew of Davis, The mother

| and sister of Davis, who tried to intercept

the fugitives here to recover the £6,000
stolen from them, are still in this city.
Another director of the same institution,
named Malcom, sueceeded, it is statéd, in
getting away with £10,000.

Hon. John P. Parker, a well-known
resident of the islands, and uncla of Hon.
Samuel Parker, Minister of FFinanee, died
in this city November 23d, aged 64 years.
He was a member of the House of Nobles
under the Constitution abrogated in 1857,
having been appointed to that body by
King Lunalilo.

The British steamer Zambesi arrived
from Yokohama November 23d, thirteen
days out. The vessel is ran by the Cana-
dian Pacific and will continue to stop at
this port in the future on her trips to and
from the Orient. She reports the loss of
life by the late earthquake in Gifu-ken,
Japan, as 5,173 killed, 6,527 wounded, and
that over 45,000 houses were demolished.
The Japan Gazette says late news men-
tions the arrival in Ogaki of two doctors
from Nagoya and a few members of the
Red Cross Society, which has proved of
great relief to the wounded. The num-
ber of amputations appear to have been
very large, and it is said that, asthelimbs
are being preserved in alcohol for future
dissection, the numerous bottles contain-
ing them may be seen in hospitals. Peo-
ple are still camping in the open air, fear-
ing further shocks, and all are destitute
of warm clothing. Although the weather
has fortunately, on the whole, been mild
and fine, a heavy rainfall occurred, add-
ing materially to the discomfort of the

cople. They have rigged up rough, box-
ike sheds and shelters of wood and mat-
ting and are huddled togetherin these in
the streets. Ogaki being specially liable
to inundation, the people are keeping
boats close at hand, to be prepared for the
worst. Comparatively few of the dead
have been claimed by friends, as many
bedies are unrecognizable, and in others
whole families died together. Those
crushed by falling timbers were terribly
mangled. Some have not yet been found.
Interments have been but indifferently
conducted, as one account makes men-
tion of limbs and bodies being heaped to-
gether.

IN THE REICHSTAG.
Chancellor Von Caprivi Urges the
Adoption of the New Treaties.

JERLIN, Dec. 10.—In the Reichstag to-
day Chancellor Von Caprivi opened the
debate on the new commercial treaties,
making a strong appeal in favor of their
adoption. He dwelt upon the fact that
the present import and export relations
would ruin both employers and employes.
The measures under discussion were
necessary to preserve Germmany’s hus-
bandry and comerce.

Continuing, the Chancellor

said the

| immediate etiect of the treaties upon the

finances jof the empire would be a
diminution in revenue of nearly 18,-
000,000 marks. This was a matter that
required budget consideration. Npeak-
ing on the question of the differential
treatment of the countries not included
in the treaties, he said it was needless to
speak of Russia. The lamentable dis-
tress in that country would not be re-
moved for some time, and it was useless
to discuss what would be done afterward.
As regards the United States, the two
Governments had decidedjto continue on
the basis of arrangements of 1855, where-
by the United States received the most
favored nation treatment.

In connection with the alleged distress
in Germany, he said the agriculture of
the country could very well bear, with-
out risk, a reduction in the tariff rate of
one-half a mark. In the matter of wine,

He
lookel forward to the ruin of the Ger-
man agriculturist.

The Chancellor responded that he had
been aided by the same advisers that as-
~isted Y’rince Bismarck.

At a meeting of the Conservative mem-
bers of the HKeichstag twelve voted in
favor of and twenty-four against the
treaties. Herr Kardoff read a telegram
stating that Bismarek did not intend to
appear during the debate.

A HORR:BLE DEATH.

An Aerouaunt Falls a Distance of Four
Hundred Feet.

BomBAy, Dec. 10.—Lieutenant Mans-
field, who gained quite a reputation by
thrilling parachute descents from great
hights, met a horrible death here to-day.
Only a short time ago he made a descent
of 11,000 feet safely. To-day an enormous
crowd gathered at the Victoria Gardens
to watch him repeat that feat. When the
balloon had reached a hight of about 400
feet it burst and immediately began to
fall to the earth. Mansfieid could not
disengage the parachute, as it was en-
tangled in the ropes, and he came to the
ground with awful force and was in-
