It Occupies the Supervisors' Attention
for Hours.

Chairman Pro Tempore Bates Sus-
pends the Rules—Approval of

Saloon-Keepers' Bonds.

The Supervisors did not do much busi-
ness yesterday, although their time ap-
peared to be pretty closely occupied most
of the day.

At the forenoon session communica-
tions were received from the publishers
of the Bee and Leader soliciting the ad-
vertisement of the county's semi-annual
financial statement. Tho documents were
tiled without action.

After passing upon a number of de-
mands against the county, Mr. Bates was
called to preside as Chairman, while Mr.
•'reer absented himself foran hour.

On taking the chair Mr. Bates made a
little speech to the other members. It
was about to this elfect:

"Well, boys, the old man's gone for a
while. I suspend tiie rules during his
absence, so we can all take a smoke."

Half a minute later the members of the
board and clerk were all puifing fragrant
llavanas—some of them rather too fra-
grant.

The afternoon session was mostly con-
sumed in listening to arguments forand
against the application of certain] Oak
Park residents for the removal ofa cer-
tain wire fence which they claimed
blockaded a public street or highway.

Charles N*. Post appeared for the peti-
tioners, and J. W. Hughes for the re-
spondents.

At 4 o'clock the board decided to let the
mutter go over until the next session, as
some points had arisen on which Mr.
Post desired to introduce evidence.

A number of saloon-keepers' bonds
were read and approved, also that of
Egbert Bates, the new License Collector.

Mr. Bates then moved that the board
adjourn for the session.

"Hold on," said Mr. Black, "Ihave a
motion to make. Mr. Chairman, Imove
that the Sunday Leader be included in
the list of papers to publish the semi-
annual financial statement."

"Then I move to amend by adding the
Bee," said Mr. Bates.

IT WAS DARINGWORK.

More Details of the Shingle Springs
Express-Office Robbery.

Agent Morebeck Tells How He Was

Forced to Open the Safe—Not

Captured Yet.

The report published in yesterday's
Record-Union of the daring robbory of
Wells, Fargo A Co.'s office at Shingle
Springs, on the line of the Sacramento
and Plaeerviile branch railroad, caused
quite a sensation and revived the stories
of exploits of Joaquin Murietta, Tom
Bell, Thorue and others, who in their
time earned reputations as "terrors" to
the various communities they preyed
upon.

The robbery at Shingle Springs was as
bold a one as has been committed in
years, taking place as it did in broad day-
light and at a time when it would seem
suicidal to attempt such an act.

A TALK WITH MOREBECK.
A Record-Union reporter went to

Shingle Springs yesterday in company
with Detective Ben True of the railroad
company, and had a talk with T. C.
Morebeck, the express company's agent,
who was "held up" by the outlaws.
Morebeck's officeis situated in the freight
shed, in the center of the little town.
Within sixty feet ofthe place are several
stores, saloons and residences. Section
men and freight-handlers aro usually
about the place, but tho robbers must
havo watched for their opportunity, as
none of these persona were about at the
time the deed was committed.

"1 was sitting at my desk making out
some way-bills," said Agent Morebeck,
"when the robbers entered. Iheard foot-
steps, but paid no attention, being busy,
until I heard someone Bay, 'Throw up
your hands.' I looked up and saw two
masked men. Each of them held two
long Colt's revolvers pointed at me. Both
were dressed in brown duck hunting-
suits and wore brown slouch hats. I
thought it was a joke, and said, 'you are
fooling, aren't you?' but put up my
hands just tho same. With that the
taller one came in behind the counter
and struck me on the back oftbe head. I
don't know whether he struck me with
his list or with a pistol. The blow was
not a very hard one, but it was enough to
knock me down. Then Iwas scared.

FORGED TO OPEN Tin; sai-j:.

"When I got up," continued More-beck, "tbe man who had struck me, said
'Now, d you, get out your keys and
open that safe.' 1 told him thero was
nothing in the safe, but he replied that he
would 'see about that,' and, thrusting a
pistol against my face, ordered me again
to open the safe. There was nothing else
for mo to do. There was $81 75 in the
safe in coin, but I had several hundreds !
of dollars in packages in my pockets, j
When I opened the safe, the robber who
had done ail the talking told me to take
out the bag of" money there, and also a I
watch and chain which was in another
package. Iobeyed, but he never thought !
to search me, else he would have made a I
good haul. He handed the sack and j
watch to his companion. The latter left
the place quickly, and the tall man backed 1
slowly out ofthe place, keeping me cov-
ered all the time, and threatening to
shoot me. Wh. nho reached the outside
door he ran out, and I followed him,
yelling 'Bobbers!' at the top ofmy voice.
Mr. White, who keeps the grocery across
the way, saw tho men running, and going
into the'house and

Followed them. The robbers cut right
up a little lane just below my office, and
crossing a lieid reached the brush, which :
you see is very thick. White followed j
them to the edge of the brush, and then j
lost sight ofthem. I tried to organize a |
posse to follow the rascals, but nobody i
seemed anxious to go out after them, j
They were evidently afraid."

A Mrs. Stein, who lives in a cottage '
near the lane through which the scoun- i
di.ls ran after robbing ' tho express j
office, says that tlie robbers had removed ;
their masks after leaving Morebeck's •
office. Still she did not get a good view
of them, and could not give a good de-
scription.

The rail road section man who is located
at Shinglo Springs says he saw two
suspicious looking characters hanging
around the express office for two days
prior to the robbery. llis description of
their clothing tallies with that given by
the agent.

In running away one of the robbers
dropped the watch chain in the lane,
where it was found yesterday.

OS THB TRAIL.
Agejit Morebeck wired Sheriff Winchell

of Xl Dorado County, who was at Placor-
ville, and that officialimmediately set to
work to trail the outlaws. Dispatches I
were also scut to Latrobs, Folsom and
other places notifying the officialsto be I
on the iookout. Sheriff Winchell tracked
the robbers Thursday night to Shingle
Creek, where he lost tho trail. Yester-
day morning, however, he was at La-
trobe and had got on the right trail again.
He felt quite confident that lie would
eventually capture tho desperadoes.

Grocer White, who was the first one to
hear Morebeck's cries for help, says he
saw the robbers running for the hills.
liis lirst impulse was to run after them,
but, observing that they wero armed, I
thought it would be wise to arm himself,
too. Running upstairs he secured his
pistol and then gave chase. The desper-
adoes had by this time obtained quite a
start, and he could not overtake them.
When they reached the brush they dis-
appeared entirely, and he knew it would
bie useless to follow them further. Sub-
sequently a mau was sent out on horse-
back, but he, too, was unsuccessful.

The people of Placerville and other
places in El Dorado County are consider-
able excited over this daring robbery.
Tho robbery, despite its boldness, is not
thought to have been accomplished by
old-time or professional bandits. The
latter would havo been more apt to have
left Morebeck bound hand and foot so
that they could get a good start on their
pursuers.

Tho Shingle Springs office has been
preyed upon by outlaws several times
prior to this latest raid.

HIT BY A LOCOMOTIVE.
A Colusa Man's Close Call for His Life

Yesterday.
Yesterday morning an accident hap-

pened at the depot which came near re-
sulting in the death of Frank Monroe, a
stockman, who resides near Princeton,
Coiusa County.

Monroe was talking with a friend near
the first track, when the incoming Marys-
ville train entered the depot at the east
end. As usual, the penetrating voice of
Watchman Clark rang out above the din,
Yardmaster Halloran's whistle shrieked,
and the bell on the locomotive clanged
vigorously.

Monroe heard all of these warnings,
but appeared to be engaged in such a
heated debate with his friend that he did
not realize how close he was to the track.
As the locomotive came nearer he uncon-
sciously backed up closer to the track,
and, notwithstanding the shouts of sev-
eral persons, he continued to step back-
ward until the train struck him.

The beam on the left side of tho pilot
caught him in the hip and pitched him
forward on his head. He was thrown
clear ofthe rails, but was so bewildered '
that when he endeavored to rise to his
feet, he staggered toward the track again,
but his friend, by timely interference,
dragged him away and saved his life.

Upon examination it was found that
Monijoe had been but slightly hurt. His
hip was bruised somewhat, and there
was a cut over one of his eyes. He read-
ilyconfessed that tho accident happened
through his own carelessness, and re-
marked on leaving the crowd: "I'm
mighty lucky to get offas I did."

Everyone who witnessed the accident
concurred with him. There was quite a
crowd iv the depot at the time, aud many
believed Monroe was killed when struck
by the engine.

MURDEROUS CONVICT.

"Dutch" Baker Tries to Kill Another
Fellow-Prisoner.

All About Some Opium —Tho Knifo

Was Too Thin and Failed

in Its Work.

There camo near being a murder at the
Folsom Prison yesterday morning.

Alife-termer known as "Dutch" Baker,
who, several months ago, stabbed and
killed a fellow-convict at the San Quen-
tin penitentiary, and who is one of the
most troublesome prisoners at the prisou,
tried to murder another convict named
Wilson.
It appears that Baker and Wilson had a

quarrel over the division of some opium
which had been smuggled into the prison.
Baker tried to assault Wilson but was
prevented by others.

Tho bloodthirsty murderer's anger did
not cool at all, and after enlisting a con-
vict named Raymond in his service, went
after Wilson again. He was armed with
a case-knife, which he had whetted on a
piece of rock until it was as sharp as a
razor.

The fact that the knife had been whetted
down so thin was all that saved Wilson's
life.

They caught Wilson when no guards
were near enough to interfere. Ray- i
moud grabbed him from behind and held
his arms, while Baker aimed a vicious j
blow at Wilson's abdomen.

Baker meant to murder, but the weapon !
failed to do its work. The thin blade, j
upon coming in contact with Wilson's i
body with such force, was bended over
and only indicted a superficial llesh
wound.

1 Before Baker could make another
thrust he was pulled away from Wilson
by the guards and other prisoners.

Had the murderer been moro deliber-
ate and used less forco in delivering the
blow, Wilson would certainly have been
fatally cut.

Baker was immediately taken to a
dungeon, and will be kept in solitary
confinement as a punishment.
