
SWIFT SKATERS.

A Dead Heat Between the Champions
Andrews and King.

Miss Cameron, tne San Francisco

Flyer, Defeated by Miss Whip-

ple ofThis City.

The skating rink was packed Saturday
evening, and the management afforded
an excellent evening's entertainment.

The two principal events of the even-
ing were a half-mile race between the
••hampion lady skaters —Miss Cameron of
San Francisco and Miss Whipplo of this
city—and a mile dash between Charles
Andrews, the Pacific Coast champion,
and Arthur King, the local flyer. Both
contests were very exciting, and the im-
mense audience, unable to bridle its en-
thusiasm, howled itselfhoarse.

The ladies' contest earne offfirst. They
took what is known as a "flying start,"
instead of starting from a stationary posi-
tion, and swept around the big hall like
flying phantoms. Both ladies are very
last skaters, particularly Miss Whipple.
The latter took the lead at the start and
held it handily for five laps. Then the
San Francisco young lady made a des-
perate spurt and succeeded in passing
the Sacramento championess. But Miss
Cameron was too anxious, and in turn-
ing uue ofthe sharp curves loosened her
right skate. This threw her off her bal-
ance and she fell. She was on her feet in
a Becond though, and essajred to continue
the race, but the skate came oil alto-
gether. Miss Whipple took a fall, too,
Out finished the race, winning easily by
reason of the unfortunate accident which
belell her opponent.

The race between jAndrews and King
came offnext, and was by far the most
•jxciting contest of the kind seen at the
rink this winter. The Sacramento lad
took the lead amid loud applause, and by
dint of clever work kept the swilt metro-
politan behind him for four laps. Then
Andrews saw an opening, and swept irno
it in a twinkling. But the effort curried
iiim too far out from the pole, and quick
•is a Hash King was in the lead again.
Everybody in tue place was on their feet
cheering and waving handkerchiefs, and
the noise was simply deafening. An-
drews passed King again on the ninth
lap, but the Sacramento lad pressed him
100 hard and he had to fall back again.
Twice more did Andrews make desper-
ate dashes for the lead, but each time lie
found the local flyer game and deter-
mined and had to fall back. The last two
laps were raced over at a killingpace.
Andrews, loth to lose his laurels, strained
every muscle in his body to overtake
King, and made one of the most sensa-
tional finishes ever seen at the local rink.

As the men crossed the finishing line,
Andrews stooped and reached with his
arms at the same time, thus throw ing a
portion of his body even with King, who
was nkating in an erect position. Itople
who knew thu tricks of racing saw that
King had won by a lead of at least c:uiit
inches, but Andrews' ruse worked .\u25a0suc-
cessfully on the judges—G. W. Railton,
Charles Thompson and George Cramer —
and they declared the race a dead "heat.*'
There was considerable dissatisfaction
over the decision, but under the rules
the decision of the judges had to he final.
Andrews challenged King to race him
again, and the challenge was accepted.

The management announces that on
Wednesday night there will be some
more racing, and on Saturday night the
Herbert burlesquers will appear. A
masked carnival is among the future at-
tractions.

HEALTH OF THE STATE.
Report of the State Board of Health for

the Month of November.

Dr. J. R. Lame, Secretary of the State
Board of Health, in his report of the san-
itary condition and mortality of the State
during November, says:

Mortality reports from 109 cities, towns,
villages and localities, having an aggre-
gate population of 739,577, show the total
number of deaths from all causes in No-
vember to have been 1,099, making a
death rate of 1.47 per 1,000 for the month,
or 17.64 per 1,000 per annum.

There were 178 deaths due to consump-
tion. 76 to acute pneumonia, 39 to acute
bronchitis, 6to congestion of the lungs,
18 to diarrhea and dysentery, 14 to chol-
era infantum, 46 to other diseases of the
stomach and bowels, 35 to diphtheria, 2.">
to croup, 5 to scarlatina, 2 to measles, 4 to
-vhooping-cough, 37 to typhoid fever, 5 to
malarial fevers, 4 to eerebro-spinal fever,
\u25a0i sto cancer, 83 to heart diseases, 12 to
Hlcoholism and 471 to all other causes.

PREVAILING DISEASES.
Reports from 97 localities outside of the

large cities give 4o>eases of cholera mor-
bus, 26 ofcholera infantum, 168 of diarr-
hea, 69 ofdysentery, 45 of measles, 6-> of
scarlatina, 30 of diphtheria, 11 of croup,
J32 of whooping cough, 25 of erysipelas, 2
of typhus fever, 86 of typhoid fever, 213 of
malarial fevers, 3 ofcerebro-spinal fever,
76 ofrheumatism, 140 of pneumonia, 14 of
pleurisy, 235 ofbronchitis, 15 of conges-
tion of the lungs, 6 of enteritis, 13 of
nephritis, 115 of tonsilitis, 65 of neuralgia,
i nd 449 of la grippe.

REMARKS.
A mild type of scarlatina prevailed

cuite generally throughout the State,
there being but live fatalities reported.
"'Vhooping cough has been reported as
epidemic in several localities. Diseases
of the respiratory organs have been very
numerous; also diseases of the stomach
t.nd bowels. These may in the majority
of cases be attributed to the quite general
prevalence ofla grippe, 449 cases ofwhich
were reported. It was reported as epl-
tiemic In fifteen localities, where the
number of cases were not given. It is
reported as being v©ry frequently assa-
iliated with bronchitis and pnuemouia.
Kheumatism and neuralgia have been
quite generally prevalent.

No oases ofsmall-pox have been known
to exist in the State for several months,
and the entire United States has been
cuite free from this dreaded malady dur-
iagtho year. The Province of Quebec
has, however, had 135 cases, all arising
from one person that started the con-
tagion. Dtiiing November it has been
reported in New Jersey, Pennsylvania,
Ohio, Tennessee and Texas. It will
doubtless be controlled as far as practi-
cable, but all efforts in that direction have
In the past proven of no avail where un-
\u25a0\ accinated people have been exposed to
tae disease. It is quite as likely to leap
across the continent as to leap from
Quebec to Texas, and this likelihood
should be a sufficient warning for those
v.-ho are unprotected to bo vaccinated
•without delay. There should also be a more
strict compliance with the law denying
admittance to unvaccinated children in
tie public schools. This should be done
vithout exciting unnecessary alarm, but
the necessity for such action should be
generally understood, and be insisted
upon, especially in the schools.

THE GREAT REGISTER.
Attorney-General Hart Explains Why

New Ones Will be Required.
The late Legislature passed au Act

amending the registration law in certain
particulars, and in response to inquiries
by various County Clerks, Attorney-
General Hart has given it as his opinion
that next year a new registration of voters
will be necessary. He concludes his
opinion as follows:

Looking either at the letter of the law
jr at its apparent intent and purpose \
[viz: to prevent frauds at elections), I ar- ;
rive at the same conclusion, that a new
Hid complete registration of the voters
{rust be had, and that itshould commence
Jxactly one hundred days prior to the
fcext general election, in conformity with
jlio requirements of Section 1094J of the
f> jiitical Code, as amended, statutes of
ifes9, page 424* Under said Section 1,096

"each name must be numbered in the
order of its entry; that is, the first man
who registers is "No. !," the second "No.
2,"' and so on.i In cities like San Frau-
cisco, having precinct registration," the
first nian registering in any given pre-
cinct is ".No. I," the second "2so. 2," and
soon.

Itis true Section 1113, Political Code,
provides as follows:

"On the first Monday of October in
each year in which there shall be a gen-
eral or Presidential election, and on the
thirtieth day prior to each general election
held every two years thereafter, each
County Clerk must make a cony of the
uncanceled entries existing on the Great
Register oftheir respective counties."

But the trouble is that there is no Great
Register to copy from, for the present so-
called register does not contain what the
law now requires a register to contain,
and if the Clerk should copy the "unean-
celed entries," he would necessarily fail
to give the following subdivisions of the
new law, viz.: 3. The hight; 4. The com-
plexion: 5. The color of eyes; 6. The
color of hair; 7. The visible marks or
scars, if any, and their locality; 12. The
Postofiice address at date of entry oT each
person. And thus to comply with
the new law in those regards.

DISTRESSING ACCIDENT.

Christian Williams Disemboweled by
a Charge of Shot.

While His Companion Goes for Help

the Wounded Boy Dies, and Ills
Body Falls In the River.

A deplorable accident happened near
the city yesterday, resulting in the death
of Christian Williams, the sixteen-year-
old son ofRichard Williams, who resides
at 1622 F street, and is employed at the
railroad shoj^s.

It appears that young Williams and a
companion of about the same age. Ed
Jlartness, went out gunning in the vi-
cinity of the mouth of the American
River. There they found a boat, and
crossed to the opposite side, lauding
about a half-mile up the river.

Alter hunting for several hours along
the north bank, they returned to the
boat and were preparing to recross the
stnam, when in some manner not ex-
plained Williams' gun was discharged,
the load entering his abdomen.

He fell between the boat and the bankof the river, where Haruiess canght him
by the clothing and endeavored to pall
him up the bank. The task was, how-ever, too much for him, as the hank was
quite sleep at that point, ami the wound* <1
lad begged his friend to desist, as the
effort was causing him unbearable pain.

liaitness. managed, however, to nethis wounded companion out of the water,
and at the latter's request left him on the
sloping bank while he hastened to pro-
cure assistance.

ABsoon as the facts became known a
crowd of men hastened to the spot.
V\ hen they arrived there the wounded
lad was not in sight, but it was plainly tobe seen that he had slipped oil' the bank
Into the water.

Officer Prazee telephoned to the Police
Station for grappling irons, which were
sent out by lii.» freer, and the body was
recovered about sixty feet from the
lS°.lie> Hartness is certain that
W llliams died before slipping into the
river.

The wound in the boy's stomach was
so severe that bis coat had to be tied
around the body to prevent the intestku a
from escaping.

The above is understood to be the
Statement made by young Bartness, butCoroner Clark understood that Williamswas (1rag-ins;- bis gun from the boat withthe muzzle toward him, when it was dis-
charged.

The unfortunate lad was employed in
Hale Bros.' establishment, where iio^hadbeen for upward of two years. 11.' was a
boy of excellent character, and his terri-ble death was a severe shock to his
family, who are overwhelmed with grief.

it prepares for the reproduction of its
species by drilling a hoie in the ground
about three-fourths of an Inch and there
deposits its eggs and also a slimy uib-
stance with which to protect them until
the time conies for tho now brood to lake
life and begin the work of destruction
again, which will be aa regular and cer-tain as for the hen to batch out her chick-ens in three weeks. As to the time ol the
hopper, lam not certain, but it might c
five years. They can never batch out in
cultivated lands iiy reason of rfnch culti-
vation. Itis only from the uncultivated
sheep ranges along tho foothills they can
be batched.

Now, iflands' were only to receive a
light plowing and harrowing, that
would be the end of that much ol them.
Itwould work no great hardship on th--
land-owner to do so. ami at tin
time the land might be seeded back'
ajjain to oats and be better than before as
a pasture, and thereby be a products n tothe cultivated lands. Undoubtedly it is

JN THE SPRING OF LAST YEAB
Robert A. and Neal D. Barker associatedhemselves with William McKay, all of Oak>land, with a view of searching out a suitablelocation in which to engage in the profitable

occupation of fruit-growing. After visitingmany localities, they decided on the CapayValley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract atTancred.
Negotiations were opened with the CapayGalley Land Company, owning the tract laquestion. With W. H. Mills, the GeneralAgent of that company, they arranged for th«purchase of about 220 acres of foothill landThis being more than they had thought oftaking for their own use, they spoke to »

number of friends about it. with the resultthat the tract was divided among the followtng people: B. L. Hlckok, 40 acres; W TBarnett, 20 acres; N. T. Greathead, 20 acres;Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acres; W. McKay 2Oacres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barker,
:.'O acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; E. H. Has-!ett. 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. W.Kelly' 10 acres, and Frederick Kelly, 10 acres!

So far this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking up the question of dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that so many
more would like to join it than the area ofthepurchase would admit of, that it was sug-
KWtod on ail hands, "Why not get some more
land and divide it up in the same way?"
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation of the whole of it, after subdividing
it according to the requirements of the sub-
scribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally, on the sth'ofJune, IS9O, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization and Improvement Company was
duly registered and proceeded to business,
with the following officers: President, Will-
iam McKay; Vice-President, M. P. Brown-
Directors-H. C. Ellis. Charles Brooke and
R. A. Barker; Secretary and General Manager,
Neal D. Barber; Solicitor, C. E. Snook; Treas-urer, First National Bank of Oakland

The balance of the tract, 373 acres, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered into for thepurchase of a large number of fruit treesvines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between $3,000 and*4,000 to the company, the prices In somecases having more than doubled since then

The ideas which the prospectus set forthhave been but slightly modified and theprogress of the company has been uninter-rupted. Those who went into it doubtingi7have become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their lands in
fruit trees;, etc., the first year. Consequently
in this, the first season,some 40,000 trees and
between 20.000 and 30.000 vines will be
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme hashad the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company
and a number of people are now desirous ofJoining in with them. An additional 200acrps have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For the company i8 predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valleyin
which their operations are conducted Howthis marvelous little garden has come to be solong neglect id is a puzzle to every one whohaj Visited it, but one thing is vjrysure, and
that is that this neglect will never again be
tel< in the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly of the standardvarieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, etc., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout thetract, walnuts will throw their graceful shade.
A considerablejnumber of citrus trees are also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown in the valley, about which thecolonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care Is given to the young trees. Neal
I). Barker. General Manager ofthe company,
resides on the trnct, and to his care is to be as*
cribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the townnsltaabout which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed bymore
ambitious places. A small park of some threeacres has been laid out right in the center ofthe town. This park it is proposed to beautifyby planting in It from time to time as manyof the beauties and curiosities of tree andshrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money It
Is not expected that Tancred will ever be a
large and busy city, but it is thought that itcan be made a very pleasant little place t*
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently andvery largely signed, asking the county to ac-cept Island avenue, on the colony tract as acounty road, and to build a bridge acrossCache Creek at this point, in order to give the
settlers on the east side of the creek access to
fnncrcd Station. The Tancred colonists arequite willing to give the necessary right of
way, and are very desirous of having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It Is thought that It
would be a very wise expenditure of public
nuney to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the wholecounty and State. The attractions and com-
fort*of the cities are well known, but to those
who are willingto settle on the land and show
that the country also affords attractions and
comforts and ways of making money pleas-
antly, every inducement should be held forth.
