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IRRIGATION BONDS,

Their Validity Sustained by the Su-
preme Court.

The Irrigation Act Is Constitutional, |

But There Were Informalities in
the Case on Appeal.

The Supreme Court decision involving
the legality of the bonds of the Madera
Jrrigation District was filed yesterday in
this city. The case is an important one,
snd great interest has been manifested in
its outcome.

The Board of Directors of the Madera
Jrrigation District, on May 25, 1889, filed
o the Superior Court of Fresno County a
petition for the confirmation by that
court of their proceedings for the issue
&nd sale of certain bonds of the district,
emounting to $850,000. In their petition
they alleged that “‘said Madera Irrigation
District was duly organized under the

laws of the State of California, and espe- | |
cially under the provisions of the Act, ap= |

proved March 7, 1887, and set forth the

to the issue and sale of the
prayed “‘that the
ior the issue and sale of the bonds of said
district mnay be examined, approved and
confirmed by said court, and for all and

Notice was thereupon given by order of
the court that the hearing of the petition

bonds, and

would be had July 5, 1859, and prior to |

that day the appellants herein filed
unswers thereto, showing that they were
owners of lands within the district to be
effected by said bonds, and specifically
denying the allegations in said petition.

At the hearing upon the issues pre-
rented by the answers of the appellants
the court rendered its judgment in favor
of the petitioners, and approved and con-
firmed ‘‘the legality and the validity of
each and all of the proceedings for the
oOrganization of Madera Irrigation Dis-
trict,” and further adjudged and decreed
that “‘each and all of the proceedings
taken to secure and provide for, and

authorizing the issue and sale of bonds of |

the district in the sum of $850,000, and
aflfecting the legality and validity of the
bonds, up to and including the resolu-
tions and orders of the Board of Directors
of the district, made March 13, 1889, an-
thorizing the issuance and sale of said
bonds, be and the same are hereby ap-
proved and confirmed.”’

From this judgment an appeal has been
taken directly upon the judgment roll,
bringing here the proceedings at the trial
of the issues bya f)ill of exceptions. The
opinion rendered by the Supreme Court
is one of the longest that has been filed
in many a day.
ment be reversed, for the reason that an
error was made by the lower court in ad-
mitting to be introduced in evidence the
record of the proceedings of the Board of
Supervisors, which contained recitals

that a petition had been presented, and |
that before hearing said petition Yevi- |
dence to the satisfaction of the board was

adduced by petitioners upon the ques-
tion whether or not there were fifty i
tioners whose genuine signatures

ap-
peared affixed to said petition who were
bona fide freeholders of lands within the
proposed boundaries of the irrigation dis-
irict, whereupon the board, having an-
nounced that they were satisfied that there

were fifty such freeholders, whose sig-
natures appeared affixed to said petition,
proceeded to hear the petition.”

The defendants objected to this evidence
on the grounds of immateriality, ir-
relevancy and incompetency. The ob-
jections were overruled and the defend-
ants took an exception.

The petitioners then offered in evidence |

a document purporting to be a petition,
with the signatures of upward of fifty
names attached. The defendants ob-
jected to the introduction of this; the ob-

jection was overruled, and the defendants |

again excepted.

The Supreme Court says that in these
rulings the court erred. ““There was no
proof,’’ says the Supreme Court,
the petition had been signed by either the
persons whose names were attached

thereto, or that either of said persons was |
a freeholder owning lands within the |.

houndaries designated in the petition.
Whether a petition had been presented to
the Board of Supervisors of such a ci
acter as to give to that board jurisd on
to act in accordance with the provisions
of the law in question, was an issue be-
iore the court to be determined by com-
petent evidence. A declaration by the
Board of Supervisors that such a petition

had been presented, even though such |
their |

declaration was spread upon
records, was not competent evidence in
this proceeding, as it was only hearsay.
No board nor tribunal can obtain juris-
diction by its own recital that it has
Jurisdiction. * . . " ;

“In its decree the court, after determin-
ing the legality and validity of the pro-
ceedings, added thereto the following:

‘And it is further ordered, adjudged and |

decreed that all persons, and each and
avery person interested in the organiza-
tion of said irrigation district—save and
except the appellants herein—be forever
debarred and precluded from disputing,
lenying or disclaiming any fact or facts
elating to the organization of said dis-
irict, or providing for and authorizing the
issue and sale of the bonds
trict, which might by them have been

denied, questioned or disputed in this |

proceeding.’

**This portion of the judgment was un-
authorized. The statute does not confer
upon the court any power or jurisdiction
to do more than examine and determine
the legality and validity of, and approve
and confirm the procecedings had under
the Act under which this district was
formed. * * = The judgment
is reversed.”

Justice Harrison wrote the opinion, and
the unusual length of the opinion was
dee to the fact that he dwelt very extend-
edly on the question of the constitu-
iionality of the Act under which the dis-
trict was formed. He holds that the Act
is constitutional, and his views are con-
:urred in by the other Justices.

The order of the court below in deny-
ing a new trial is also reversed.

A CAPAY COLONY.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty
Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its
Adjoining Farms,

'IN THE SPRING OF LAST YEAR
Robert A. and Neal D. Barker associated
themselves with William MecKay, all of Oak-
land, with & view of searching out a suitable
location in which to engage in the profitable
occupation of fruitgrowing. After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract at
Tancred.
Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley Land Company, owning the tract in
question. With W. H. Mills, the General
Agent of that company, they arranged for the
purchase of about 220 acres of foothill land
This being more than they had thought of
taking for their own use, they spoke to a
number of friends about it, with the result
that the tract was divided among the follow«
ing people: B. L. Hickok, 40 acres: W.T.
Barnett, 20 acres; N. T. Greathead, 20 acres;
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acres; W. McKay, 20
acres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; E. H. Has~
lett, 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. W.
Kelly® 10 acres, and Frederick K elly, 10 acres.

So far this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking up the question of dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that so many
more would like to join it than the area of the
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
gested on all hands, “Why not get some more
land and divide it up in the same way?”
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation of the whole of it,after subdividing
it according to the requirements of the sub-
ceribers, A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally, on the 5th of
June, 1890, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization and Improvement Company was
duly registered and proceeded to business,
with the following officers: Pr 2sident, Will-
iam MecKay; Vice-President, M. P. Brown;
Directors—H. C. Ellis, Charles Brooke and
R. A. Barker; Secretary and General Manager,
Neal D. Barker; Solicitor, C. E. Snook; Treas-
urer, First National Bank of Oakland.

The balance of the tract, 373 acres, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered into for the
purchase of a large number of fruit trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between $3,000 and
$4,000 to the company, the prices in some
cases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it doubting y
bave become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their lands in
fruit trees, etc., the first year. Conse
in this, the first season, some 40,000 trees and
20.000 and 30.000 vines will be

prantea.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous of
jolning ip with them. An additional 200
acres have been added to the sixty acres

| originally purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to be 80
long neglected is a puzzle tb every one who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again be
felt in the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, etc., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their graceful shade.
A considerablejnumber of citrus trees are also

being set out; quite a sufficient number to
| demonstrate that these fruits can be success-

fully grown in the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the success of the venture,

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed by more
ambitious places. A small park of some three
acres has been laid out right in the center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
of the beauties and curiosities of tree .and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
cearch and a wise expenditure of maney. It
iIs not expected that Tancred will ever be a
large and busy city, but it is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the county io ae-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to givethe
settlers on the east side of the creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tancred colonists are
quite willing to give the necessary right of
way, and are very desirous of having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that it
would be a very wise expenditure ot public
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the whola
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to those
who are willing to settle on the land and show
that the country also affords attractions and
comforts and ways of making money pleas-
antly, every inducement should be held forth,

The following is a list of the principal mem-
bers of the Tancred Colony, with the number
of acres owned by each, and a fact worthy of
mention 1s that in each contract or deed is-
sued by the Colony Company there is & pro-
vision that no intoxicating liquor shall ever
be manufactured or sold on the land.
