9Ko City in the State Has Shown Such
Prosperity—President Platt's

Board of Trade Report.

The annual report of P. E. Plait, Presi-
dent of the Sa<ramento Board of Trade,
submitted to that body at its annual
meeting yesterday, contains facts and li^-
ures that speak eloquently of the nom-
mereial and industrial progress of Sacra-
mento and vicinity. The report willwell
repay for its perusal, and is commended
to the attention of thoso journalists in
certain parts of the Slate who look upon
this city—or pretend to—as one that de-
rive- its chief rapport from political con-
ventions, Legislatures and State Fairs.
The report says:

other year has passed since we last met
in annual session. It lias not been an
especially eventful one in the history of
the board orof the city; and yet ii may
l>e truthfully said that the trade of Sacra-

has increased and the general pros-
perity of ti'.e city been advanced materi-
ally.

< >ur city is in no sense a boom town,
aud we have reason to feel greatly re-
joiced that it is not, but that it is a steadily
progressive one, built on a solid founds
iion with a sure and permanent future
before it.

The Operations of the Hoard of Trade
have not been extensive. Xo special
emergencies have called for especial ac-
tivityon the part of the board. There
have been few failures, and no heavy
ones that have required the services of
the board, i his department ofour work
Will be referred to in detail in our Secre-
tary's report.

Another reason why the board has had
rather lighter duties than usual to attend
to may be found in the lact that several

:ial organizations have relieved the
board of sp< cial work which formerly re-

! its attention. Among these may
mtioned the SutterClub, a splendid

institution with a large membership, and
which now is a permanent and assured

98. This club does very much in
the way of receiving and entertaining
visitors to the city, and in various special

relieves the Board of Trade of work
formerly performed by it.

Another institution, the Sacramento
Street Improvement Company, has done
a great deal for the city in the way of
fostering the industry of sweet improve-
ment. During the past yearaiiout twelve
miles of streets have been graded and
graveled, and the work is still going on
very rapidly.

In my report to the board in December
last, special attention was called to the
lact that during the preceding six months
a \;is! amount of street improvement had
been done. It is especially gratifying to
note the continuance of the good work,
and to-day Sacramento can boast of as
large a proportion of good streets as any
city on the coast, with a prospect that in
the near future every street in the city
\u25a0will be improved.

m U.DIN<iS AM)IMPROVEMENTS.
During the past year a very consider-

able amount of work has been ac-
complished in the way of permanent
improvement, new buildings! etc., and
the appearance of our city greatly bene-
fited. I >ld wooden sidewalks are fast
giving place to new ones built of stove ;
the old awnings are being torn down and
replaced in many cases with new and

ornamental ones of improved pat-
tern, and the general appearance of our
business streets in this way greatly im-
proved, old buildings are being re-
modeled and new ones being erected.
Attiong these, the new and elegant struct-

and Iv streets, deserves especial mention
in this report. It is without doubt one of
the finest buildings on the coast for the
purpose desired. It has been erected at s
cost of about £I"><U) h), presents a very hue
architectural appearance and adds greatly
to the appearance of that part of the city.

BUBCTBXC Railways.

During the past year a great deal has
been accomplished by the Electric street
Car Company. A good many miles of
Toad have been equipped, and at the pres-
ent time the company has in service
about twenty-two miles of electric lino
running in various directions throughout
the city, and recently the company has
acquired by purchase the horse-car*lines
that constituted formerly the entire
street -car system ofthe city. These lines
will at once be equipped with electricity,
and in the very mar future Sacramento
will be as well supplied with electric roads
us any other city on the <-o;tst. In fart,
the projectors of the enterprise claim
that it will be the best equipped city west
of Chicago.

The Board ofTrade takes especial satis-
faction in calling attention to this im-
provement, because of the active part
taken by it in securing the inauguration
of the enterprise.

For a number of years the Board of

Trade has taken especial interest in the
matter of th*1 new Grovernm< nt building,
which is now under way. Partly by its
efforts the Government decided to use the
red sandstone found in the lone quarries,
but it developed, for some reason, this
sandstone opuld not be obtained in suili-
cient quantity for the rapid completion of
the building; an indefinite delay seemed
inevitable: and the board joined with
others in an etVort to have the material
changed so that the work might be com-
pleted. We are happy to be able to re-
port now that Arizona sandstone will be
used, and that actual work has again
been commenced on the building and will
be poshed rapidly forward, with every
prospect that the building will be eom-

-1 within the coming year. It will
be a great ornament to the city.

SACRAMENTO RIVER IMPROVEMENTS.
The Board of Trade claims some

credit for its work in attracting the at-
tention of Congress to the condition ofthe
Sa< ramento and tributary rivers. S.v< ra]
special conventions have been called by
the board in Sacramento, and delegates
have attended from all the river counties.
Vigorous resolution> ware sent toward
to Congress by special committees, and
the attention ofthe General Government
in this way has been most emphatically
directed to the condition of the rivers;
the result being that quite a larg^ ap-
propriation has been made, a commission
Las been appointed, lias done consider-
able preliminary work, and donbi
the near future considerable actual im-
provement will be made. Ithink itde-
sirable that a further convention should
be called at an early date, say by the mid-
dle of January, in order that any further
necessary steps may be taken.

CITRfS FRf;

In former reports, special attention has
been called to the rapid development of
orange and lemon culture in the north-
ern and central portions of California. It
is very pleasing to be able to report a
continued development of this industry,
and the assured success of the same.
l>uring the past three years, upward of
ii50,000 orans-e. and 50,000 lemon
trees have been planted in Sacra-
mento County and several counties
north and cast, and it is gratifying to
note that the trees are doing remarkably
well, many of them coming into bearing,
and old orchards showing a continued
good yield. It is found that the quality
of the fruit is fully equal to any grown iv
the southern part of the State.

The State Citrus Fair for Northern
California will be held in Auburn. Placer
County, commencing on January llth. I
recommend that a committee be ap-
pointed to represent the Board of Trade
at that fair, and ai.-o that active steps be
taken by the board to secure a proper
representation of the products of Sacra-
mento County at that exhibit. The citrus
fairs held at Croville, Marysville and Sac-
ramento during the past live years have
done very much to advertise the wonder-
fulresources of this part of the eouutry,

and its adaptability to the growing of
citrus fruits.

An object lesson, such as willbe shown
at Auburn, will do more than any other
agency possibly can to eilm-atr- all who
see it as to what can be dove by proper

jeffort in this most highly favored section
of our great State, in this connection it ]
may be said tint oranges grown here ma-
ture very early, and can be marketed
largely in time fur holiday trade, a very
desirable feature viewed from a mercan-
tile standpoint. Ipredict that within live
years five hundred carloads of oranges
annually will lie shipped from this mar-
ket, and that they will and a ready sale at
highly remunerative prices in markets
this side of the Miss uri River.

ALL QUIET HERE.

Railroad Telegraphers Not Interested
in the Strike.

The Veteran Operators Hero Do Not

Belong to the Order Which Has

Called Out Its Men.

There has been some curiosity mani-
fest' d by the public as to what effect the
strike by telegraph operators on a portion
of the Southern Pacific system might
have, ifany, upon the Sacramento and
Oregon Divisions.

A Record-Union reporter called on
Assistant Division Superintendent T. K.
Jones yesterday and asked him ifany ef-
fects of the strike had been felt here.

"Not in the slightest degree," replied
Mr. Jones. '"Indeed, if it were not for
what we read iv the newspapers daily we
would not know that thtro was any such
trouble iv urogress. There are no mem-
bers of the I >rder of liailroad Telegraph-
ers among the employes on these di-
visions, and therefore our operators are.
in no way concerned in the matter. Cop-
ies ofthe circular ordering its men out

en received here, but nobody has
my attention to it.'

inan interview with Mr. Jones, pub-
ln the Bee, that gentleman further

says;
"Itis not a question of compensation

for services rendered. Ithas been stated,
I understand, that the difficulty grew out
oi au alleged reduction in wages of tlio
operators, but that I-* not correct. At;
many ol the stations of the company the
wages of tho operators, who also act as

-.arc regulated by tiie receipts of
such station. It is quite possible, there-
fore, that there may have been a reduc-
tion in the pay ofsome particular agent,
Inn on me whole the wages have beenraised r.uher than lowered?"1he real cause of trouble exists in a
regulation of the order which practicallyshuts ou L the boys of this coast from
entering the company's service as oper-ators xhe order arrogates to itself the
li-iii.to dictate to the company how many
students 1 are to lie permitted in our
offices, and this has the effect virtually of
Simula out California boys. The or-gamzation is of Eastern origin, ami it
se<uus that its purposelis to give ttastei n
operators the exclusive privilege to work
for the company. Myself and many
others employed in the offices here
entered the service of the company as
boys, aud have never worked off this
division. Would it appear right lor as to
say that no other boys should have simi-
lar opportunities?

"Win n the officials of the road objected
to this regulation of the order, instruc-
tions were iusued to all members to say,
when applying for employment, thai
they were not affiliated with it. Quite
naturally the company did not care to
have in its employ men who would de-
liberately lie, and thereupon the rule was
established that no man should he em-
ployed unle-s he would sign an affidavit
that he was not then nor would he be-
come a member of the Order ofRailway
Telegraphers. Those who declined to do
so were refused employment, and those
who declined to withdraw from the as-
sociation were relieved.

"It must not be understood that the. company has any prejudices or allows
any dis •rimination against Kastern oper-
ators, but simply insists that it has the
privilege oi employing competent per-

I sons, wherever they may be from, and
especially that it -nay educate boys in its

! own offices to perform services lor it."
