
TRUSTEE CONKLIN'SULTIMATUM.

He Will Favor the P-Street Franchise
Conditionally,

And President ITenry Accepts tho

Terms—The Franchise Likely to

be Granted Next Week.

The Board of City Trustees met last
evening for* the purpose of considering
the franchise asked by the Central Electric
Company for a road on Third street, and
also on P, from Third to Twenty-eighth.
There were quite a number of property-
owners from 0 street and the southwest-
ern portion of the city present.

The Mayor led off by saying that he
\u25a0wanted to know what the company was
going to do with the franchises it already
possessed. The people ofSacramento, he
haid, had a right to know what roads
'\u25a0vere going to be abandoned.

I'resident J. 11. Henry, of the Electric
Ilailway Company, replied that he could
not exactly state what roads he might
equip. "It is pretty definitely settled,
however," said he, "that we will not
tiquip the O-street road from Tenth to
Twenty-fourth. We will have an elec-
tric road on H street. I can say that
much, but we will do nothing with the
. li^hland Park road."

Air. Henry gave way to Elijah Com-
L,tock, who asked permission to give his
views to the board. He said he lived on
O street, and wanted to know how he
<ould get to the Red House, if the cars
van down P street as far as Third. He
would either have to walk three or four
blocks, or the whole distance.

He then started in to tell why, in his
opinion, the P-street road wouldaccom-
modate no one, when he was suddenly
interrupted by G. J. Cross, who endeav-
ored to get in a few words, but Comstock
fchut him offby shouting, "Holdon there!
Wait till I'm done!"

Some one in the lobby shouted "Time !"
but this had no effect on the speaker, and
be continued to air his well-known views
until finally Cross got the floor, but he.
too, let go after a while.

T. C. .May, W. L. Denning and Others
npoke in behalf of the people south of P
street They claimed that Comstock was
valkiug for himself alone, and not for his
district.

Mr. Henry said he wanted to satisfy
overybody, if (possible, but he was like
any other person who might happen to
control a certain line of business all over
the city. He believed that if the Mayor
owned all the furniture stores in town he
would not keep all of them open and
conduct business at each of the places.

"In order to accommodate people liv-
ing on 0 and P streets, from Tenth to
J'itteenth," said Mr. Henry, "we willask
lor a franchise on N street, from Tenth to
!'ifieenth. We intend to do this in order
to reach the Pavilion from another di-
rection."

W. K. Cierber then askfd permissiou to
address the board. He said he had heard
That Mr. Henry was going to ask tor a
franchise on N street, and became down
lor the purpose of informing him that the
people living on that street, from Tenth
io Hfteenth, did not want a railroad in
front of their doors. They had built line
homes, and preferred that N street be
made a driveway. They hoped some
time to have an excellent pavement on
that street. Ho did not want ears crowd-
ing together at his corner during the State
>'air time,

"Ican see, too," said Mr. Gerber, "why
the O-street people should protest against
tho removal of the road from their street.

believe those who have built homes
thero in the last fifteen years did so sim-
jilybecause the road was on that street,
i.nd 1 believe, also, that those who estab-
lished homes on P street never expected
ik.U a parallel road would be run ivfront
of their homes. They built there so as to
be near O street."

W. L. Benning essayed Lo ask some
cuestiou of Mr. Gerber, but the latter
iwade a remark that caused Beuning to
lire up, and he mattered something to the
effect that "he -would show him on the
outside." His ire increasing, ho worked
through the croud toward Gerber. but
v.-:is prevented from entering inside the
railing by a couple of spectators and the- layor.

Fred Kolliker wanted to know why
..lr. Henry was going to take the O-street
load away. What was the matter with
the road there? The people living on
that street could not understand why Mr.
jlonry wanted to remove the line.

Supervisor Bates had a lew words to
s-ay. He iivod on O street, and he helped
to build the road. He took f1,200 worth
i f stock, and had some interest in the
matter. He did not care whether or not
there was a railroad on P street, but he
did not want to see that on O street torn
I p.

Mr. Comstoek here made some remark
r.bout the people in the southwestern por-
t ion of the city trying to rob others of the
o-strcet road.

Mr. Ellis objected to Comstock calling
the residents below P street robbers.
They were fair people and only wanted
what was right.

C. A. Lulus claimed that, as a business
proposition, it would be better for Mr.
Henry to operate a road on P street. It
would accommodate more people than
one <>n <' street.

I. s. Lawson said he lived on O street,
tnd built there because Mr. Carey's road
ran along that street. In his opinion O
street was a better street for a road than
any other in that section of the city.

Mr. Coyne said it was a settled thing
that Mr. Henry would not build on <)

street. Why not, then, give him P
ttreet?

Mr. Bates wanted the O street road left
there even if Mr. Henry put a road on P
street. He thought the O-street road
would be operated, too. Ho would buy
it at a reasonable figure.

Mr. Henry was going to offer him a
certain portion of his franchise fora cer-
tain figure, when the Mayor suggested
thai the dicker be made outside of the
boardroom.

Trustee Conklin thought the people of'
both si ctions of the city could be recon-

i by Mr. Henry if he chose lo do so.
liefavored P street, but thought the o-
street people had •\u25a0ome rights which
wight to be respected.

The Mayor was not ready to vote on the
matter. He wanted to lay it aside until
next Monday.

Trustee Conklin was of the same frame
of mind.

PREDIANI SENTENCED.

He Must Spend Six Years in the San
Quentin Prison.

Superior Judge Catlin yesterday de-
nied the motions for a new trial and ar-
rest of judgment in the case of Eduardo
Frediani, the aged lime-peddler, who was
recently convicted of killing Guiseppe
Scatini.

The court referred to the various points
raised by counsel for the defense, and de-
clared none of them were sufficient to
justify him in interfering with tho ver-
dict of the jury.

When he had concluded, the court or-
dered Frediani to stand up. The aged
knife-wielder obeyed, and then the court
referred briefly to the facts of the charge,
the trial, the evidence and the conviction,
and • oncluded by saying that in his opin-
ion Frediani was fortunate in escaping
witli a verdict of manslaughter. The
court then issued an order sentencing
Frediani to six years' imprisonment at

Folsom. Attorney C.rove L. Johnson for
the dc;>-!:-.\ however, asked that hisclient
be sent to San Quentin instead of Folsom,
and the request was granted.

INDICTED FOR FORGERY.
jThe Grand Jury Finds a Bill Against

.lumes Kelly.

The Grand Jury was in session yester-
day, and several hours were occupied in
making further investigation* into the
"waste basket scandal of the last Legis-
lature. Stephen T. Gage, having recov-
ered from his recent illness, was on hand
and gave the investigators what informa-
tion he could. State Librarian Perkins,
and his chief deputy, W. S. Leake, wore
also examined.

Late in the afternoon the Grand Jury
filed into Superior Judge ratlin's court-
room, presented an Indictment and re-
tired. The indictment was against James
Kelly of Folsom, charging him with

\u25a0'. The matter was investigated by
the Grand Jury last week. Killy is al-
leged to have forged the name of J. M.
Monahan to a railroad shipping receipt,
and obtaining thereby a bundle of hides.
Kelly is at present in custody.

The principal business here is mining,
which is done verbally.

The town is disincorporated, and is
illuminated by electricity—when there is
lightning.

The busiest season is the fall of every
second year, when the candidates for
county oftices come aronndand are re-
elected. At such time the "State totters,"
as does the populace.

The church, a large, imposing struct-
ure, with slate roof, double steeple and
chimes, together with gilded spire and
elegant parsonage, will be built—possibly
hereafter. At present all doctrine lan-
guisheth, and a faithful but tired-looking
exponent is engaged in explaining what
"is to be hoped."

Judge Billson, one ofthe leading citi-
zens, who recently received a telegram,
and has enjoyed other distinguished hon-
ors, says '•Buliionvilie has a promising
future—a very promising future."
