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AHERICAN FEDERATION.

President Gompers Expresses Him-
self on the Boycott Question.

LOCAL UNIONS SOMETIMES ACT TOC
HASTILY.

A Train With About Forty Passengers
Hurled Down an Embankment in
Kansas, Injuring Twenty-six Pas-
sengers, Three Fatally—Michigan’s
Secretary of State Forced to Resign
His OMfice.

BiemincHEAM (Ala.), Dec. 17.—At to-
day’s session of the American Federation
of Labor President Gompers recom-
mended that the organization demand the
passage of a labor law by Congress recog-
nizing the first Monday in September as
a legal holiday in the District of Colum-
bia and the Territories. A resolution to
that effect was adopted.

President Gompers spoke at some
length on the subject of the boycott, say-
ing that every local organization seems to
take upon itself the right to levy boy-
cotts and to spread them before the entire
country. It seemed to him that oppor-
tunity should be given for investigation,
and no boycott recognized unless ap-
proved by the convention or the Execu-
tive Council. He asked the convention
to take some action on this point.

On the question of union labels, he said
the decision of the Supreme Court of
Pennsylvania recently, to the effect that
inasmuch as the wage-workers do not
own the product, they cannot havea label
certifying to the character of the labor
employed in its production, will be, if
allowed tostand, one of the severest blows
which could be inflicted upon the rights
of organized labor. Gompers severely
scored the decision, and said the oflicers
of the organization should be empowered
10 co-operate with the affiliated unions to
secure legislation to overcome the ob-
stacles presented, or a reversal of the de-
cision on the guestion.

A special committee was appointed to
consider the contlicting elements on the
Pacific Coast. President Gompers made
a speech on the subject, telling how he
listened to statements in the matter when
in San Francisco, and regretted exceed-
ingly that no adjustment of the trouble
has yet been bad. Since last year, said
he, a convention was held of all the
unions on the Pacific Coast, taking in an
area from Spokane, Washington, and in-
cluding Calirornia and British Columbia.
It practically established a federation
outside of the American Federation, and
Gompers sees in this, unless some adjust-
ment is had, two organizations with the
same purposes in view, having local
unions represented in each and which
can  scarcely work on parallel lines.
Sooner or later great contlicts will arise,
and instead of fraternally aiding each
other, we may see internal strife in the
trade union movement of the country.
Ile trusted this movement would receive
carnest consideration, and that the action
taken might bring peace and unity with
the Brewery Workers’ Union, which are
primarily in interest in the matter.

A resolution was adopted denouncing
ithe Chicago police for *“‘breaking into
iawful and peaceful meetings of the
iabor people on November 11th and 12th,”
in violation of every principle of right
and justice.

In accordance with the action of the
labor organizations of the District of
Columbia, asking a change in the form of
government in the City of Washington, a
resolution was adopted requesting the
“passage of a law re-establishing the
Government of the people, for the people
and by the people, in the Capitol of the
nation.”

In reference to a circular issued by the
New York City Federation denouncing
President Gompers as a corruptionist in
politics, and as having prostituted his
oflice and the Federation in corrupt deals
with New York City Democrats, the
Committee on Grievances reported a reso-
lution entirely exonerating him, and de-
claring him to be “as far above bribery,
political boodlism or corruption, as the
stars are above the earth.” The report
was unanimously adopted.

A resolution was also adopted against
the employment of non-union men on
publie buildings, and against the failure
of the Government to entorce the eight-
hour law. A resolution that no politician
be ailowed to address the assembly did
not go through.

To-night the delegates were entertained
at a banquet given by the local union, at
which colored delegates occupy a place at
the board. This matter gave rise tosome
cifficulty, but the colored delegates had
to be either admitted or the banquet
abandoned.

OPPOSED TO FEDERATION,

St. Leuvis, Dee. 17. — Grand Master
Sweeney of the Switchmen’s Aid Asso-
ciation, when asked what action his or-
ganization would take in the matter of
the proposed new federation of railway
employes, severely scored the Advisory
Council of Railway Men for the action
taken yesterday, and declared the switch-
men would have nothing to do with it.

NO STRIKE.

Darras (Tex.), Dec. 17.—The officials
end operators of the Texas-Pacific Rail-
way deny that any strike will be inaugu-
rated on that road.

FATAL RAILROAD ACCIDENT.

Train With Forty Passengers Hurled
Down an Embankment.

CHERRYVALE (Kas.), Dec. 17.—The
south-bound passenger on the Southern
Kansas was wrecked two miies north of
this city this morning. The express car,
regular coaches and the sleeper were
bhurled down a high embankinent with
sbout forty passengers on board. Twenty-
gix persons were injured—three fatally.

If he disobeys
Judge Dykeman’s order he may be coin-
mitted for contempt of court, and if he
surrenders his prisoner he and his bonds-
men are likely to be sued by Robert I,
Dietz, the Brooklyn agent, who has
caused Field to be locked up on a charge
of stealing $150,000.

Waterways Convention.

17.—The Waterways Con-
vention was called to order at 10 o’clock
this morning by William C. Mayburg,
Chairman of the Executive Committee.
The call for the convention was read, and
an address of welcome delivered by
Mayor Pingree. Thomas W. Palmer,
temporary Chairman, then made an ad-
dress, following which the Committee on
Credentials and Permanent Organization
was appointed, and a recess until 2 o’clock
was taken. Delegates are present from
Ohio, Illinois, Wisconsin, Minnesota,
Michigan and New York.

He said _nothing on the scatfold, except
that he forgave his enemies.

_Sunday night Fitzgerald attempted sui-
cide with morphine obtained by him
from an unknown source. He again tried
to kill himself by pushing a pencil into
his body near tiie heart, but the wound
was not a serious one.

Violations of the Interstate Law.

St. Louis, Dec, 17.—Peter H. WickofT,
General Freight Agent of the Central
Railroad of New Jersey, was arraigned
before Judge Thayer on an indictment
returned by the late Federal Grand Jury,
charging a violation of the interstate
commerce law. He was released on $10,-
000 bonds. Irank W. Foukes, Assistant
General I'reight Agent of the Philadel-
phia and Reading ¥:ailway, refused to ac-
knowledge the jurisdiction of the United
States in the mnatter and sued out a writ
of habeas corpus.

Dishonest State Official.
LaNsiNG (Mich.), Dec. 17.—At midnight
Secretary of State Daniel E. Soper ten-
dered his resignation, to take immediate
efiect, to Governor Williams, who ac-
cepted it. The resignation is the out-
come of charges tiled with the Governor
by Mayor Johnston of this city. They
charge malfeasance and misfeasance in
otfice. When confronted with the charges
by the Governor, Soper ackuowledged

the truthfulness of each of them.

Toreka (Kan.), Dec. 17.—George Seidl,
a Bohemian farmer in Cherokee County,
was arrested to-day for murdering his
daughter, aged 18, and his son, aged 22.
Both had been ill for some time. Seidl
confessed that he had compelled the chil-
dren to take a noxious solution of alum,
which caused their death, It is believed
he is insane.

Miners’ Convention.

EL Paso (Tex.), Dec. 17.—The South-
west Miners’ Convention adjourned to-
day, after adopting resolutions favoring
the free and unlimited coinage of silver
and demanding of Congress that mining
property be exempted from the provis-
ions of the law prohibiting the invest-
ment of foreign capital in real estate in
the Territories.

A Lumber Firm Assigns.

La Crosse (Wis.), Dec. 17.—McDonald
Brothers, lumbermen and steamboat
owners of this city, assigned to-day to
George H. Wayne. The liabilities are
thought to be $280,000, with assets of
¥$300,000. The brothers are well-known
business men of this city.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 17.—The Post to-
morrow, in commenting on the nomina-
tion of Stephen B. Elkins as Secretary of
War, will say: Eikins was offered the
portfolio last spring and last summer, but

declined both times, stating that he could |

not accept it while Gotf was unprovided
for; that the latter should be recognized
for the time and money spent by him in
endeavoring to promote the interesis of
the Republican party in West Virginia.
A few weeks ago he was again tendered
the position, coupled with the assurance
that Gofl' would get a Circuit Judgeship.

“What etlect,”” asked Elkins, in the
course of the talk. “would my appoint-
ment have upon your Presidential
chances next year?”’

“*Absolutely none,” was Blaine's re-
ply; “as I feel at present I shall not be a
candidate for the nomination. If, how-
ever, there should come to me from the
Republican party an overwhelming ex-
pression demanding ‘that 1 accept the
nomination, I may feel constrained to put
aside my personal feelings and accept the
nomination. In that case Mr. Harrison
will be for me, and there will be no im-
propriety in your being my friend also.
On the other hand, should Mr. Harrison
be the nominee, I will not be in the race,
and therefore you will be his friend. I
cannot see how your acceptance or
declination will change the condition of
things in the slightest degree, and 1
would advise you to accept the appoint-
ment.”’

DUTIES ON SUGAR AND COFFEE.

A Presidential Proclamation Restoring
Them to be Issued.

NeEw Yorxk, Dec. 17.—President Harri-
son, according to a Washington special,
has decided to exercise the power vested
in him in the reciprocity clause of the
MeKinley tariff bill, and issue a proclam-
ation restoring theduties on sugar, coffee,
tea and molasses from countries that
have not negotiated reciprocity treaties
with our Government. *“The proclama-
tion,” runs the Washington dispatch,
“will take efiect on January 1, 1892, and
will be issued in a few days, certainly
not later than Christmas Day. The eflect
of the proclamution will be far-reaching.
The only countries that have concluded
reciprocity treaties with the United States,

and will, consequently, not be included |
in the proclamation, are Brazil, Cuba, |
Porto Rico, San Domingo and the British |

West Indies. The treaty with Germany
has not yet been ratified, and reciprocity
treaties are now pending at the State De-
artment with Mexico, Guatemala, Costa
ltim, Salvador, Colombia, Venezuela,
Peru and Ecuador. But until these treat-
ies are ratified into an accomplished fact
the President will not take official cogni-
zance of them. As soon as each treaty is
ratified, however, the embargo will be
removed.

COLUMBIAN EXPOSITION.

Reason China is Not Expected to Take
Part in the Fair.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 17.—Tsui Kwo Yin,
the Chinese Minister, denies the report
that his Government has officially de-
clined President Harrison’s invitation to
take part in the World’s Fair. No official
action has yet been taken, he says, re-
garding the fair further thanto encour-
age Chinese merchants by removing ex-
port duty on all articles sent to Chicago
for exhibition. He explains that it is not
the custoin of the Chinese Government to
take part ofiicially in international exhi-
bitions. No Government exhibit has
ever been made by .China at a world’s

fair, though it has been of late years well
represented by its merchants at interna-
tional shows. This will probably be the
plan pursued in relation to the fair at
Chicago, although nothing official has
been determineg so far as the Legation
here is informed. “We may receive some
official communication on the subject
later,” said Secretary Wang Hung Ting.
*The Chinese Government is still very
conservative, and it is hard to tell what
action may taken, especially in view of
the fact that our people consider the Ex-
clusion Acts of the American Govern-
ment pretty severe.”
