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THE HUMANE.

Proposal for a Humane Society in
Sacramento,

Iiistory of the San Francisco Associa-
tion—What Has Been Done There
—~What May be Done Here.

A movement is on foot to organize in |

this city a Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals,
Western Humane Journal of St. Paul is
now in the city and laboring in that di-

rection. A large number of names have |

already been secured of citizens who are
willing to form such an association.

A similar society has been in existence
in San Francisco for twenty-four years,
and it numbers its members by thou-
sands, That soriety was organized by

four citizens of San Francisco, one of |

whom is now a resident of Sacramento.
A special Act of the Legislature was se-
cured to enable it to have a status in
court, and the fines imposed for inhu-
manity to domestic animals went to the
the society and still do.

The association was at first condemned
and reviled, and its promoters looked
upon as sickly sentimentalists. But it
lived down all that and became one of

he most popular organizations in the
metropolis, and was by James Lick made
& beneficiary of part ot his great wealth.

In that city it reformed the method of
transporting food animals to the ecity; put
a stop to abuses 1n butchering; secured
regulation of weight horses should draw
on certain grades; broke up the practice of
working sick and disabled horses and of
torning horses out to die after faithful
rervice of years; effectually stopped cruel

criving of livery horses by young bloods |

and heartless renters of the animals—a
reform that brought about every livery
man in San Francisco into the associa-
tion.

FURTHER REFORMS.

It also reformed the management of the
public pound, and in this year San Fran-
cisco has made the society its Pound-
inaster, and it has erected a large, weli-
appointed house for impounded brutes
2nd the care of wounded animals, and it

is provided also with humane appliances |

1or pntting to death condemned animals.
This beneficent society has also done
much in improving the harness of

horses, and securing proper care of dis- |

abled and sick animals, and is so power-
ful a restraint that overloading, overdriv-
ing, beating or neglecting horses in San
T'rancisco is too dangerous for anyone to
attempt.

It has succeeded in that city in intro-
ducing the proper methods of handling
and subduing wild and vicious horses,
and of breaking in young horses, and in
the handling of horses that have to be
surgically treated. It has had a decided
influence also in cultivating the spirit of
Kindness generally, since the effect of
Lind treatment of domestic animals,
upon youth and owners of animals, tends
to make them
precisely as inhumanity to animals by a
1aan indicates the person who is cruel
and unfeeling to human beings under his
control.

In the matter of transportation of fowls
end other living food, and its care in the
markets, the San Francigsco Society has
cone a great, good work, and out of its
efforts has grown the system of market
inspection.

In North and South America there are
row nearly 400 such humane agencies,
and some of them have branched out
into work for the prevention of cruelty
to children, the encouragement of life-
saving, and in rewarding heroism, as,
tie resue of the drowning and of those in
peril from fire and other sudden danger.

in ali cases these societies have been rec- |

ognized as powerful influences in educat-
ing in the humane principle, and in in-
fiuencing youth to be merciful and to
abhor cruelty.

NOT EXPENSIVE.

Such associations are conducted at very
slight cost.
operated for years upon the income it de-
rived from imposition of fines hy the
courts, and when cruelty to animals there
ceased, its membership was called on for
but a few dimes annually to pay for a
I:eadquarters and an agent constantly in
altendance. In lesser cities they are car-
ried on at a merely nominal expense.

One of the great values of such a society
in a community is that it relieves indi-
viduals from the necessity of filing com-
plaints and making arrests. Intorma-
tion lodged at the society headquarters is
all that 1s suflicient. For instance, where

the San Francisco society has to resort to |

arrest once, it abates cruelty in twenty
cases by simply holding up
THE WARNING FINGER.

In some cases, as in most such efforts
for good, enthusiasts have gone to ex-
tremes and brought these societies em-
Larrassment by pushing the work to the
border land of absurdity. But lately this
bas ceased, for there has grown up a
code, so to speak, clearly defining the
limits within which action is eruel, and
without which it is not. For some
years the humane societies were at war
with scientists upon the question of vivi-
soction, and the 1ssue may be said to be
still an open one whether the demands of
science call for surgical experimenting
upon living animals in order to arrive at
essential truths. Foralong time rat-bating
and the fighting of dogs for wagers, and
similar practices, withstood the efforts of
tae societies; but in most, if not all, of
the States, the latter have trinmphed, and
laws have been passsed affirmatively
classing these ‘‘amusements” as ecruel
and opposed to good order, and the socie-
ties entorce the law.

TO ORGANIZE HERE.

A meeting isto be held Tuesday evening
vext at Y. M. I. Hall, on Seventh street, to
organize a Sacramento Society, and it is
probable that the San Francisco Society
will send up a delegate to explain the
workings of the association there. Re-
cently in Denver and in Salt Lake socie-
ties with large membership have been
formed, and Oakland, Stockton, Los An-
geles, San Jose, Santa Cruz, San Diego,
Yortland, Seattle, Ogden and
bave like successful societies, It is
cur belief that less cruelty to animals
is practiced in Sacramento than imany
community of like size of which there is
any report. But there is nevertheless
room for an organization, for it cannot be
cdefinitely known to what extent there are
abuses, nor how much the influence of a
Lumane organization may be needed un-
til there is systematic inquiry. Besides,
the society’s existence wiil be a credit to
the community. There are cases now and
then presented where the vigor and fear-
lessness of a Humane Society is needed;
the public donot hear of them unless
taere is an arrest, and arrests are rare be-
cause no one cares to make complaintand
take up the prosecution of offenders
single-handed. There is enough for a
lively Humane Association to .do here,
and one splendid field of usefulness for it
will the providing of life-saving appli-
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! ances along the river front, sc that when-
i ever a river accident happens every one
| will know where to get implements for
i life-saving or body-recovering. This
| work is directly within the province of a
Humane Society, as is also the bestowal
of ribbons and medals of honor upon
those who risk their own to save the lives
of others.

{strength. It is Dbuilt on the wagon-
| ette plan, and is caleulated to carry
{1,500 peunds. Two long seats extend
|along each side of the wghicle, and
| by the use of a novel device a canvas
| siretcher is swung between these seats
when an injured or very sick person is
| being conveyed to the hospital. By this
means the patient is not jarred in the
least, and does not suffer from the jour-
ney. This swinging stretcher is consid-
erable of an improvement over the nar-
| row half~lounge used on the San Fran-
cisco patrel wagzons. The stretcher can
be removed and taken into a house for a

{ patient, while those San rancisco

cannot—a second o1 ‘ing to be em-
{ ployed, thus necessitati nuch nnneces-

side curtains, so as to protect the passen-

> fitted up with medical instra-
nts, spiints, bandages, drugs, etc., at a
comparatively small exveuse. With one
of these contrivances the police depart-

ment would be doubly as effective us
it is now. Streetaccidents and tragedies
