Cactus is somewhat of a town, and
would have been a large and thriving
place if it had grown and prospered suf-
ficiently. There is enough of it, how-
ever, such as it is. If there was more, it
would be worse.

Cactus started out all right, but then—
80 did the fat lady on the skates.

Cactus is one of those towns which, like
some individuals, thinks all there isto do
is to be pious. That is too much for ’em,
but they never, never know it.

There are no saloons here, no gamblers,
no lawyers, no bad boys, no bad girls—
nothing but churches, Sunday-schools,
doctors, preachers and camp-meetings.

The editor of the Cactus Clarion has
tried so hard to become a Christian. He
only runs the newspaper to keep from
knowing anything about worldly affairs,
and to keep from the temptation of get-
ting money.

The merchants of Cactus never adver-
tise nor credit. All they do is try their
best to get a dollar for fitfteen cents’ worth
of goods, and be pious,

Kven the dogs here are too pious (or
hungry) to fight.

At the Cactus Hotel, if you don’t regis-
ter your religious denomination, or have
some holy prefix or sufiix, the clerk
writes your name ‘““Dennis,” and you
have to rodst on the roof and eat with the
Chinaman.

I registered thus: *“Rev, G. Squink,
D, DL-A, M., Y, P.R. X."” I-had tar-
key, cranberry pie, and all the celery
and toothpicks left over by some prior
celebrity.

Then the clerk charged me four dollars
for two meals, and invited me to prayer
meeting.

The only way I got even was by selling
him some expired lottery tickets I had.

A burglar, who must have been a
siranger 1n these diggings, broke into my
room last night, but all I got out of him
was cents. Some o’ these burglars
ain’t worth robbing.

I will hie me hence abruptly.

Everything here is shaky and infirm.
Clocks and watches are obsolete, and the
compass, thermometer and barometer
are failures, being always in a state of
delirium.

Everything else is nailed down or an-
chored out. The Shaking Quakers had
their origin here.

Biliousville was originally loecated on
the creek, the honses built in the conven-
ional manuer, and streets laid out regu-
larly. Now its location varies every
other day, the houses move to other
premises, and the streets change like the
patterns in a kaleidoscope, but rather |
more irregularly.

There jare no saloons except drug-
stores. Nothing is strong enough here
for a beverage, because no one can tell
when he’s@runk until he's unconscious,
and then he’s dead.

Everybody takes guinine, however, or
anything else they have use for, if they
have a chance,

The only future prospect forthe town
is that it will become popular as a sanita-
rium. Invalids don’t suffer here—not
long. The cemetery is large, commodi-
ous and flourishing, but no reliance can
be placed on tombstones or epitaphs,
owing to the general convulsions. A
wooden headboard with a Chinese in-
scription thereon now adorns the grave
of arich druggist, and his own monu-
ment of black marble is holding down a
Mongolian fifty feet distant.

Nothing, is stationary here but the
future prospect. The only way of escape
from here is by boat or death, If I miss
the former I will swim for it. SQUINK.,

STRANDED AT LAST,
MupviLLE, December 22d.

I came here involuntarily. A man at
