\u25a0aise ten millions for a sentimental pur-
pose is a task which any metropolis
might approach with hesitation. Chicago
:ias accomplished this in a few short
\u25a0weeks. Our blood runs faster as we
recognize this magnificent courage, and
we would share in her labor that we may
justly share in her glory.

Director-General Davis, of the exposi-
tion, said in part: "Itis mythoughtthat
the exposition is not only going to draw
the sister nations oi' the earth nearer to-

trether, but that it willcement the Stats
oi the Union so closely that thereafter
there will be no North, no South, no
East, no West, no black, no white, no
German and no Irish, but one cemented
American nation, under one llag, and
that bearing across itß stars and stripes
in letters of light, that the nations of the
world can read: 'Peace on earth, good
will to men.' To such consummation let
us unitedly work."

President Smith of the Chamber of
Commerce of New York, said ho was a
member of the Merchants' Club, the
organization which la^t week asked the
Legislature to appropriate |500,000 tor the
fair, "and," said he, "we argued that the
lair was entitled to the hearty support of
New York on the grounds both of patri-
otic sentiment and self-interest. Mr.
Chairman, let US insist that New York
State do her whole duty toward Chicago
in this matter."

KILLED BY A MOB.

j Three Prisoners In an Arkansas Jail
Shot To Death.

Litti.k Rock fArk.),Dec. 21.—A spe-
cial to the Gazette from Dewitt, Ark.,
says: This morning a body of masked
men entered the jail at this place and
shot to death .1. A. Smith, Floyd Gregory
and Mose Henderson. The crime for
which the men paid the penalty origi-
nated in divorce proceedings by Mrs.

J Mary J. Smith against her husband. J.
A. Smith. The suit was fought vigor-
ously by both parties, but lurs. Smith '
was granted a divorce, and given a decree
for one-third of the husband's property.
On the night of the 9th inst. ane
Moses Henderson, went to the house of
Mrs. Smith and shot and seriously ;
wounded her.

The negro was recognized and cap-
tured, and made a confi ssion, stating
that he was to receive from Smith Sl7o,
eighty acres of land, four head of cattle
and a horse for committing the crime.
Smith and his son-in-law, Gregory, were |
arrested. It was reported that Smith
and Gregory would give a bond to-day I
and be released. This report, it is
thought, caused the killing. The mob |
was composed of fifteen or twenty men, j
and was very quiet and orderly. Some
twelve or fifteen shots were tired into
the prisoners, all of whom were instantly
killed. The mob left no clew to identity
them, ami it is hardly possible tLieir
names willever be known. There is no
excitement over the matter, and business
is going on as if nothing unusual had
happened.

THE LATE SENATOR PLUMB.

Funeral Services Over tbe Re-
mains in the Senate Chamber.

THE INTERMENT TO TAKE PLACE
AT SMPORIA. KANSAS.

Washington, Dec. 2!.—To-day ihc

United States Senate, the House of Repre-
sentatives, the Executive and Judicial
Departments of the Government, the
representatives offoreign9 powers and his
many friends among the Washing-
ton public, paid a last tribute of affection
and respect to the memory of the late
Si n&tor Preston B. Plumb.

Early this morning the body was placed
in a handsome cloth-covered casket of
cedar, on the lid of which was a plain
silver plate bearing the following inscrip-
tion: "Preston B. Plumb, born October
12, LS37; died December 20, L891."

During; the night the only watchers at
the residence of the deceased were detail
m tssengers from the Capitol and his
private secretary. This morning there
were a few callers at the house, mostly
Senate employes,

At LO o'clock the casket was borne from
the bouse to the hearse by eight of the
Capitol police. Immediately a small
funeral cortege was formed, consisting of
the hearse and a single carriage. Arriv-
ing at the Capitol the casket was placed
near the President's '-hair in the Senate
Chamber, on a black catafalque, and all
persons were requested to retire.

ACTIOK IN THE SKNATi:.
Washington, Deo. 21.—When the Sen-

ate met at noon the chamber was partly
arranged for the Amoral obsequies. The
desk and chair oi' the deceased .Senator
were heavily draped.

The galleries were crowded with spec-
tators, except the diplomatic and \ ice-
President's galleries,* which were re-
served.

In the opening prayer the Chaplain re-
ferred in a it'elini; manner to the death of
Senator Plumb.

On motion of Manderson the reading
of the journal was dispensed with, and
Pfefler rose to make a formal announce-
ment of Plumb's death and offer the usual
resolutions.

He s:ti i: "Mr.President, 1 esteem my-
self peculiarly unfortunate in that before
i have been a member of this body long
enough to become familiar with even the
dimensions of the chamber in which we
sit I am called upon to announce the
death of my distinguished colleague,
upon whose wonderful resources I ex-

:-\u25a0 cted largely to rely."
Pfeffer eulogized his late colleague elo-

quently, and concluded by offering the
following resolutions :

Resolved, Tiiu.t the sadden death of Preston
i">. Plumb has caused profound Borrow and
deep regrei lo his associates in the Senate.

Resolved, That a committee <f tive 8 >natora
be appointed by tflfe Vice-president to take
charge, w Lth a committee >>i ihe House of li> p-
resentatives, and superintend the tunerai <>i
the late Senator Plumb, and as a mark of re-
spect lxr his memory that bis body be re-
moved from the Capitol to the State Of Kan-
sas in charge of the Sergeant-at-Anns, and
Uiat it be attended by said committee, which
shall lia\c lull power to carry this resolution
into effect.

Resolved. That the Senate will at 12:30 to-
day attend in its chamber the exercises inci-
dent to liisfnneral and that these resolutions
be communicated to the House of .Representa-
tives.

The resolutions were agreed to unani-
mously, and the Vice-President an-
nounced as a committee on the part of the
Senate Pfeffer, iJolph, Paddock, Hanson
and Palmer.

The Senate then took a recess.
At 1 p. m. the Senate was called to or-

der. During the half-hour's recess the
work of preparing the chamber forthe
funeral ceremonies had been completed.

A row of armchairs had been placed in
the area in front of the clerk's desk, and
ihe western side of the chamber was set
apart for the occupancy of members of
the House of Representatives.

The public galleries had, in the mean-
time, become crowded to their utmost
capacity, and even the halls and corridors
leading to them were packed with peo-
ple seeking to gain admittance.

Shortly Before I o'clock President Har-
rison and tho Cabinet officers ami the As-
sistant Secretaries of the Executive de-
partments began to arrive, and were
shown the President's room.

Mrs. Harrison was escorted by Lieu-
tenant Parker of the navy, and occupied
a Beat in the reserved gallery.

At 1:20 the Speaker and members of tho
House were announced.

The Speaker was escorted to a seat
on the right of the Vice-President, and
the members took the seats assigned to
them.

The members of the diplomatic corps,
some twenty-live in number, arrived and
and were shown to their seats in front of
the members of the House. They were
followed by the Chief Justice and Justices
of the Supreme Court, who took seats in
front of the diplomatic corps.

At exactly 1:30 o'clock Captain Basset
announced the presence of the President
<>f the United States and his Cabinet.

The Senators and spectators stood up to
do them honor.

President Harrison and the members
ofthe Cabinet were shown to armchairs
on the right side ofthe area.

General Schofleld and Commodore
Ramsey preceded the President and Cab-
inet and had taken two end chairs on
the same row as the House Committee,
which consisted of Funston and liroder-
ickofKansas, Cute and Pete of Arkan-
sas, Yor.ir.ans of Michigan, Post of Illi-
nois and Coggsweil ofMassachusetts.

The floral offerings were numerous.
At l:l"io'clock the Funeral Committee of
the two houses escorting the body of the
dead Senator appeared at the main en-
trance, and while all in the chamber
stood Hp the procession moved up the
aisle, the Chaplain reading the opening
sentence of the funeral service.

The Chaplain finished reading the
funeral service and appropriate selections
from the scriptures, and closed with a
prayer.

The body of the deceased Senator was
then borne out to be taken to the railroad
station.

Following the remains came the Sena-
tors and Representatives who formed by
twos, with Vice-President Morton at the
head, and accompanied the body on foot
to the station.

The President and his Cabinet and
other distinguished persons were ushered
to their carriages and joined the pro-
cos-ion.

The body was placed in a car, and that
and another car for the use of the Con-
gressional Committee was attached to the
train, which left the city at ££25 o'clock.

The body is expected to arrive at Em-
poria, Kas., on Wednesday afternoon.

At 3 o'clock the Vice-President took
the chair again with two Senators pres-
ent, when the formal motion was made
and agreed to, and the Senate adjourned
until to-morrow.

AS EMBARRASSING SCENE.
WASKarcnoiTi l>ec. 21. — Senator

Plumb's death will give tho Northwest
another committee Chairmanship, for
Senator Doiph of Oregon will go to the
head ofthe Committee in Public Lauds.
Just what other changes will be brought
about cannot be easily foreshadowed.

The services to-day over the remains of JSenator Plumb came to an end at 2:05,
tfteu, without any motion, adjourned for
recess, and without making provision for
a hiatus, which became decidedly promi-
nent, the Senate walked out, leaving the
guests standing. For fully two minutes
the President and official family, the Su-
premo Court and diplomatic corps waited
for directions, but, as none came, the dis-
tinguished visitors departed. How the
Senate was ever to reassemble when no
provision was made for disposition, was
too much for old-timers in the galleries.

I At ;i o'clock the Vice-President returned
!to the Senate Chamber. Senator Allison
| had just preceded him, and Senator Gib-
son was at his desk. "The Senate will
be ordered," said the Yi-e-President.
The two Senators arose simultaneously,
and, after a minute, Allison said, '"•[
move the Senate adjourn." just as the
pause was becoming painful. ''-The Sen-
ator from lowa does move the Senate now
adjourn,"' said Vice-President Morton.
Nobody said a word. Words would have
made the scene more ridiculous than it
was, so the Vice-President declared the
Senate adjourned until 12 o'clock to-
morrow.

U. S. SUPREME COURT.

DECISION AFFECTING LANDS IX
SAN FBANCISOO.

The Solitary Confinement of Prisoners

Condemned to Death Declared

Unconstitutional.

Washington, Dec. 21.—The United
States Supreme Court, in an opinion
written by Justice Lamar. to-day re-
versed the decision of tho Supreme Court \
of California in the case of Thomas j

| Knight vs. The United Land Association
! and Clinton C. Tripp. This case attracted
I much attention on the Pacific Coast, and
concerns title to property in San Fran-
cisco of great value. The effect of the
decision is to sustain tho rulings of the
Interior Department. The case involved
controversy as to the line of the boundary
of the city of San Francisco on the bar.
That city claimed as successors of the
Mexican pueblo four square leagues of
land on the northern part of the penin-
sula, on which the city is situated. It

jpresented a claim to the Board of Land
Commissioners created under an Act of
Congress of March 3, 1851, for its adjudi-
cation and confirmation. The board con-

j firmed it for a portion of the land and
rejected it for the remainder. The case
was appealed to the United States Circuit
Court for tho District of California. Here |
the claim of the city was confirmed on Ij the lbth of May, 1835, for foursquare
leagues. The case was further appealed I
to the Supreme Court of the United

I States, which in December, 1888, on
motion ofthe Attorney-<Jeneral,dismissed

I the appeal, and a survey made of
I the claim. The decree founded the claim
on* the high-water mark of the bay of
San Francisco as it existed July 7, 18ti6.
A dispute arose as to where this line
should be run, whether it should lollow
the high-water mark of the bay and cross
the mouths of the creeks and estuaries
that run into the bay. or whether it should
follow up the banks of these streams.
Tho Interior Department held after re-
peated arguments that the line should fol-
low the high-water mark of tho bay, and
cross the mouths of all creoks that run, into it. The survey in conformation with
the decision was approved and a patent
issued. Certain parties claiming land
along the creeks as marsh or tide lands

I resisted enforcement; that the matter had
been in more or less legislation for some
years. This controversy was finally de-
cided by the decision of the court to-day
in accordance with the ruling of the In-

I terior Department, approving the survey
adopted by that department, and a patent
was issued thereon. This is said to end
the litigation, which lasted nearly thirty-
Mine years. The lands affected, though

j originally tide lands, have been improved
! and now form a valuable part of the city
of San Francisco. Valuable riparian
rights are also involved.

The legality of punish-
ment of death by means of electricity
was not attacked.

Anti-Debris Association.
Marvsvili-e, Dec. 21.—At a meeting of

UNHAPPY CHILE.

Annoying Police Surveillance of
the American Legation.

ANOTHER INSULT OFFERED MINIS-
TER EGAN.

A Chinese Priest and a Thousand Xa*»

tive Christians Ueported to Have

Been Massacred by Rebels During

the Recent Troubles in Northern

China—F.mperor Francis Joseph a

Victim of Influenza."

Special to the Record-Union.
New York, Dec. 21.—A Herald?* Val-

paraiso special says: Minister Egan to-
day officially requested the Argentine
Minister, Senor I'rriburn, to note the
presence of the Chilean police agents in
the immediate vicinity of the American
Legation, as also the attempted arrest on
Saturday night of Frank Egan, the Min-
ister's son. Senor I'rriburn, in his
diplomatic capacity, will call a meeting of
the Foreign Ministers for the purpose of
requesting the attention of the Chilean
Government toward the action of the inu-

nk'pal authorities in maintaining police
surveillance about the American Lega-
tion.

An additional insult was offered the
American Minister yesterday in the case
of one of the refugees, who applied for re-
lease upon furnishing bonds as recently
granted Balmaceda's Minister of War,
Velasquez. The Government replied
that the refugee must first leave the
American Legation, surrender himself to
the Chilean authorities, and submit to
imprisonment.

There was a lire last night in Santiago.
The damage was N'o,ooo pesos. Several
firemen were injured.

WASHINGTON OFFICIALS VERYRETICENT.

Washington, Dec. 21.—Officials of the
state and Navy Departments observed a
studied reticence to-day about the Chilean
affair. It was learned, however, that no
communications have been received from
< hile by either department since Thurs-
day last, when the Secretary of State re-
i eived a long message from Minister
Egan. While no positive information
can be obtained as to the character of the
message, it is said to have reference to
refugees. Itis understood that no action
will betaken by this Government until
officiallyadvised by tho Chilean authori-
ties of the result of the investigation of
the killing ofthe sailors of the Baltimore.

The United States-steamship Boston left
Montevideo on the 11th, and will reach
Valparaiso in a day or two.

San Diego, Dec. 21.—The steamer Ke-
weenaw of the Atlantic and Pacific
Packet line readied this port la*t night
with -"VKW tons of froight for San Diego
and San Francisco. (>n the way she was
disabled and compelled to go into Val-
paraiso November 30th, and brought up
sailor Patrick Shield, who was mal-
treated by the Chileans, shield is still
under the care of the ship's surgeon. He
had been on shore with a companion, and
was arrested by the police. He was not
treated with special brutality, he says,
until he stated he was an American,
when lie was knocked down and beaten.
He managed to escape from the police.
but was re-captured by mounted officers
and was thiaUime beaten into insensibil-
ity, in which condition he was finally,
without trial, sent on board the boat.
Consul W. F. MeCreary at Valparaiso
interceded for him, and promise was
given by the Chilean officials that indem-
nity would be forwarded to San Diego
for Shield, but nothing has arrived. The
officers ofthe Keweenaw say the feeling
among petty officials and the people of
Chile is bitter, but they relate no newoutrages.

The Union to-morrow morning will
contain a long story related by Shields
about the brutal treatment he received
while in the Chilean city. He says that
on October 24th he got leave of absence
and went ashore for a short time. On his
way back to the ship a couple of Chilean
police stopped and said a few words he
did not understand, but followed him,
arrested him and took him to jail. When
asked what the charges against him were
they simply kicked and cuffed him.

lie says: "They took me to a sort of
corral, where there were a lot of horses,
and put me to work .leaning the place,
shoveling and wheeling manure and
washing horses. Every time I would
straighten to rest my back, an officer
would strike me with a heavy stick or
thrust a short sword against my breast,
and motion for me to go on to work. I
was knocked down twice, and late in the
aft moon was so weak from hunger and
blows that I received that Istopped for a
moment or two, when they commenced
beating me and saying, 'You Americans,
you are no good.' They beat me over the
head and back with clubs, and lett me
for dead.

MAI/TREATED BY CHILE POLICE.

"About 5 o'clock they again came
around, and, seeing that I was able to
walk, took me to the door and told me to
go. 1 started out to rind the American
Consul, but his office was locked, and I
went away upon the side of a hill and
lay down on a rock for tho night. I had
no mon6y. They had taken it all, and,
besides I was afraid of my life to go
through the s.reets. Early Tuesday
morning I came down to find the
Consul. It wjis a little afler day-
light. Iinquired the way, and was again
insulted and hustled ofl'to thecity prison,
and went through the same beatings and
ill-treatment as in the stable yard. I
made efforts to escape, but was overtaken
and cruelly beaten, and for days vomited
blood. Ifrequently asked for the privi-
lege of communicating with the Consul,
but was refused every time. Finally I
escaped and sought the protection of the
Consul, who had me taken on board tho
Baltimore and put under a surgeon's
care.''

Mr. Shield exhibited several ugly scars
on his head from wounds, among which
fire two longi ugly-looking jagged red
lines on the forehead and one over each
eye. He is still under the physician's
care. One of the passengers, Edmund-
son, an Englishman, says the Chileans
spit in Americans' faces, and the latter do
not resent because they know they would
be overpowered by mobs and probably
would be killed. The feeling runs high,
and war is eagerly expected and eagerly
wished for by the American residents.
The Keewenaw left for Sun Francisco this
evening.

Argentine Products.
Washington, Dec. 21.—Advices re-

ceived from the Argentine Republic by
the Bureau ofAmerican Republics, shows
the value of agricultural and pastoral
products in that country during the pres-
ent year willexceed anything ever before
known. The value of the agricultural
crop in 18!>1 Uestimated at 165,000,000, and
the valqe at pastoral products is $120,000,-
--000, making a total for the year's crop of
over 9200.000,000, which is 15 percent,
greater than any Drevious year. Itis be-
lieved this enormous crop willrestore
prosperity to the country.

British Steamer Disabled.
London, Dee. 21.—The British steamer

Kansas, which sailed from Liverpool
November 20th for Boston, and which

was spoken 600 miles west of Cape Clear,
with her , shaft broken, arrived off
Queenstqwn this morning. The passen-
gers on the Kansas, soon after the vessel
broke her shaft, were transferred to the
Ininan line steamer City of Chicago,
which arrived in New York on the 13th
inst.

Politics in the Argentine.
Buenos Ayres, Dec. 21.—A large num-

ber of the members of the Union Civics
made a demonstration in this city last
evening. A torchlight procession
marched through the principal streets,
5,000 persons being in line. Senor
Yriogoyen, one of the candidates for the
Presidency of the Argentine Republic,
has issued a manifesto, in which he
promises that should his candidacy prove
successful he would institute many
electoral and economic reforms.

Christians Massacred In China.
Brussels, Dec. 21. —A dispatch re-

ceived at the Catholic Mission Apostolic
of Mongolia stated that Father Minn, a
Chinese priest, and a thousand native
Christians were massacred by the rebels
during the recent troubles in Northern
China. The dispatch st;ited, however,

ithat all the Belgian missionaries in the
disturbed district ami all the Belgians
connected with their work are safe.

Discontent Over tlio Mnlidi's Rule.
Cairo, Dec. 21.—The refugee priest and

nuns who escaped recently from Onadur-
man got away during disturbances
caused by internal intrigues. Twenty- {
four persons were killed in these disor-
ders. Such disturbances are not of in-
frequent occurrence/being duo to discon-
tent over the Mahdi's rule.

Tin Plate Industry.

London, Dec. 21.—The importance ofj
Swansea as point for the export of tin |
plates to the United States has grown re- '•markably in recent years. During the
three months ending June 30th this year
the figures readied the phenomenal total
of 1,057,928 boxes.

Francis Joseph lias the Influenza.

DISEASED HORSEFLESH.

Broken-Down Animuls slaughtered
aud Exported an Family Beef.

Washington, Dec 2L—-The Depart-
inen of Agriculture announces that the
Inspectors on Long i '_nd. have un-
earthed an abattoir at Newton Creek, de-
voted entirely to the slaughter of broken-
down, crippled horses. Many of these
horses were diseased, ;md some had glan-
ders. Most of the meat was corned and
pat up for export as family beef. The
Secretary of Agriculture wired the In-
spectors of the ports of shipment to stop
such exports immediately, and notify the
Local Hoards of Health. A dealer, hear-
ing of this, changed his label and under-
took to ship the stuil' aboard as horse-
meat, under the impression that he could
thus evade the Bureau Inspectors. Sec-
retary Husk, however, did not propose to
permit the intent of the law to be thus
balked, and he is advised to-day that the
Chief Inspector of JJew York seized the
entire lot of seventy-five tierces and
turned it over to the offaldock. The olh-
cial record in the Bureau of Animal In-
dustry shows this nefarious industry
to have been carried on lor some time in
a secret fashion. Secretary Rusk is deter-
mined to use all power at his command
to put a stop to this abominable traffic

TWO LIVES LOST.

Hough Passage of the Steamer Corona
From san Diego.

Sax Francisco, Dec. 21.—The steamer
Corona arrived from San Diego and way
ports to-day. J. C. Bailey, a cabin pas-
senger on the vessel, was washed over-
board and drowned by a wave which
struck the vessel while crossing the bar.
James Carter, one of the steamer's wait-
ers, is also missing, and is believed to
have been drowned at the same time. All
the stateroom doors opening on the deck
were closed before the steamer reached
the bar, but some twenty passengers
were on deck. All of these were
d renclied, and several had narrow es-
capes. All the staterooms were flooded.
Two ladies, wuo had opened their doors
after they were closed, were bodily lifted
up and carried out on the deck. Nearly
all the passengers were more or less
drenched. Captain Hall of the Corona
stated that tho trip from San Diego was
the worst lie had ever experienced. Bailey
was employed by the California Improve-
ment Company in AiamoJa. His fainilv
is now in San Diego.
