Colonel Robert G. Ingersoll says he be-
iieves in the giving of Christmas gifts.
But in his view they should be from the
rich to the poor: from the prosperous to
the unfortunate; from parents to chil-
dren. For, says Colonel Ingersoll, there
is no need of giving water to Ihe sea, nor
light to the sun. So "we should give
where a return cannot be made, and when
it is not expected to be made. He who
thus gives increases his own joyby mak- <

ing the receiver happy."
All which is very poetical and sounds

well,but it will not stand analysis. Holi-
day gifts are by no means intended as
charities, though in the gilt-giving time
the charitable spirit ought to be most
exercised. But it should not be idle at
any time. The gift of charity is, prop-
erly, made to meet a need, to relieve a

necessity, or to add to human comfort.
But the gifts of affection and friendship
spring from vastly different motives, and
have wholly different purposes. These
are so obvious that it would be an insult
to intelligence to repeat them.

We prefer the opinion of Dr. Talmage, j

who.Jwhile emphasizing the benevolent |
spirit of Christmas time, thinks "there is
no danger of holiday gift-giving becom-
ing an evil." Itis a good fashion, as he
views it, because it is all on the helpful
and "kindly side of human nature, and
revives the spirit of human fellowship."
The enthusiasm of tho season may and
does lead to giving that the giver cannot
afford, and it is then evil to the giver, and
often to the recipient. But these are ex- !
cesses, not evils chargeable to the Christ-
mas spirit.

But we have increased the sum of happiness
by the thou-ht we expended un each other.

This is sensible, witty and meets the
best thought of mankind. The debate
grew out of a dyspetic suggestion by an
Eastern newspaper writer, that there is
possible evil in the good old custom of
making Christmas presents, because, j
urges the intellectual crank :

Ithas been suggested, that a fashion which I

tivesentiment has become In many respectsperfunctory and Insincere, as well as extrav-agant ;uj(i unpractical, it is urged that many
people otter gifts because they will \u25a0

i.'iat |.topic even with good intentions Bpend
more money than they can afford to spendthey feel obliged to conform to a (ash-
too; thai the gift-givingpractio has. Indeed,
In more ways than one, degenerated to a level
iliat seriously detracts from the simplicity
and moral distinction of the festival.

But suppose it to be true that gift-mak-
ing at Christmas-tide is sometimes, even
often, perfunctory; that the very rich
sometimes, or often, make waste of their
golden hoard and in pompous display de-
liver costly presents to eratify the vanity
of money-power. What of it? Shall we \u25a0

for that reason abandon a custom that in
right observance brings joy to millions
of hearts and makes glad millions of
home circles ?

Because ostentation makes mockery,
and insincerity debases the spirit of the
Christmas season .in certain cases, or in
certain circles, shall we refuse to plant j
the token-seeds of affectionate natures
and genuine friendship in human hearts
at this season, that will germinate and
grow and spread grateful shade over the
whole year of life?

Suppose the poor do "scrape and pinch
to please some one who is also pinch-
ing to return the compliment." "What of
it? Are either of these, after all, injured
spiritually or materially by reason of
this output of effort to gratify a desire
born of love, or regard, or friendly affec-
tion ? We think not.

Every one must measure the cost oftho
token that is to gratify a pure desire and
give pleasure to another, by his ability.
J f it happens to be a mistake of measure,
we doubt ifthe persou will be any the
worse for the exercise; since the fear of I
inability that operates to withhold the
hand of the giver, will make him more
miserable than his mistake in mismeas-
uring his ability.

Of course, no one should give beyond
his means, or live beyond his means, or
do anything else that will cripple him
lor any of the round of duties of life.
But whoever will be extravagant and
self-hurtful in girt making will be im-
provident in other matters at all times.

The good old-time custom of exchange
of tokens at this season, should not be
frowned down because the few misuse it.
There is no benevolence that is not, in
certain cases, overdone. Even for char-
ity men and women rob their own, and
visit upon their families, with whom
charity should begin, undeserved suffer-
ing. But shall we all for that reason for-
get the poor ?

INHIBITING FOREIGN INVEST-
MENT.

Texas has an alien land law. Under it
alien ownership in land is denied, and
even American firms and corporations in
which foreigners have an interest are de-
barred. An alien mortgagee cannot take
real estate by foreclosure, and hence can- j
not obtain landed security for a debt.

The result is said to be turning out
badly for the State, because ithas checked
the investment of outside capital, and
in consequence there is stringency v*d
distress. Some of the courts have held

j the law to be i.. . 1. but that

J test has not yet l><-. . ! before the
| chief appellate tribunal of the State. It
; may be that the present complaining is
; but what was to have been anticipated in
j the early operations of the law. But it is
sufficient to know that the people of
Texaa are now divided in opinion as to
the wisdom of continuing the law in
force in its present form.

Texas needd capital to develop its vast
area and varied resources, and unless
foreign capital can be invested there
such developments will be exceedingly
slow. All such capital will take v. injjs
for States whore it is not inhibited: no
capital can be coerced; it is a coward al-
ways and will i!ee from every manner of
assault. Legislation cannot compel its
entry or hinder its departure.

IfTexas can live through a decade of
i the law, it is probable, that home capital
j will prove sufficient for reasonable ex-
pansion, but the experience of a single

j year under the new law docs not encour-
{ age even home capital to remain, or now
|to enter. The Kuropean money market
j must always be a market for American

: bonds, and where these in any way relate
to a landed basis they will be excluded

J by such laws us those, of Texas. There

Eds. Kf.'-okd-Union: Seeing in your

journal of to-dtiy a resolution by the
Federated Trades condemning our
Brotherhood, and also that they resolve I
to do all in their power to, in the future,
suppress it. Ithink, it becomes necessary
for me to state some of the facts. In the
iirst place, I saw their Secretary in re-
gard to their hall to meet in, us 1 was ad-
vised by S'Hiie of the carmen in Sacra-
mento to do so. It seemed their Secre-
tary didn't really understand who were
eligible to join us, or to what class of
work our order holds itself. Heat the
time thought it meant street-car em-
ployes, etc

At lust I succeeded in explaining
enough to him that he could see it was
railway carmen, and not street-car
drivers, who composed our order. It he-
ing decided at the last convention that
there were none or few colored people
employed in our department by any
railway company, and therefore the con-
stitution inregard to them was inserted by

ates, and not by me; and that clause
may, ii deemed proper, be removed, but
not until the animal convention,

Our Brotherhood does not, as your in-
formant wishes to have it, include any or
all sorts of men. Only men of experience
in car work are entitled to join. And we
intend to stick to that also. The trouble
is not the color line, but the fact is thai
the newly-formed Carbailders 1 Dnion at
Sacramento thinks it's going- to interfere
with them. 1 spoke to the President of
that union previous to any of the meet-
ings J held while in Sacramento. And
also requested tnem tobe present, in or-
der to have an understanding of their
union to our Brotherhood. But they did
not appear; at least not to my know ledge.

1 found afterward that a good number
of their members did not have the quali-
fications to join us. So I thought to go
ahead with some of the oldest of tho
Southern Pacific Company's men in Sac-
ramento, and the lodge is'in their hands
now, and it willalso remain there. And
not that alone. We shall not stop until
we have placed every carman hi this
eoun try in one organization. But, on the
other hand, neither I nor any one Iknow

1 have ever said that we shall use any undue
! means or force in doing it. And our
vows do not state, nor do we intend to
try all iv our power to down any one of
ex isting labor organizations to accom-
plish it.

But, on the other hand, we aim to build
Dp harmony between all honest labor.
But especially amongst those who are in
any way connected with the many rail-
ways in this country. A still further fact
is, that we arc doing all we can to get in a
general federation, but have not come to
any definite conclusion as yet. And lam
sorry to see that the Sacramento Feder-
ated Trades have now prevented us from
doing so—or at least try to.

It's one thing, certainly, that the Fed-
erated Trades in Sacramento do not
know, and that is, that our Brotherhood
has a few members outside ofSacramento.
And 1 think it would be wise for them to
get more information before it concludes
it is no eood.

We do not claim to be much dudish in
our work. But, nevertheless, 1 and we
all know it is as important a branch of
labor as any outside of the railway. 1;
anyone wants trouble it will not be the
carmen to start it, and when the men in
different classes of labor try to do all in
their power to cut each other's throats, I j
think it will be seen also hy someone
amongst the more cool-beaded tradesmen
in Sacramento that it is time lo stop it.
The lodge of our Brotherhood in your city
is in good hands, and, I think, it would
be better for all to work lor each other's
interest, than to start war. With the best
wishes to all concerned, I remain, respect-
fully, Hy.
