Iixcuse me, how-
ever, if I fear to name her, but request
your majesty’s acceptance of her por-
irait.””

I think I
will be at least ill myself,”” and forthwith
went to bed. Yet another compliment to
s dead man was uttered by the March-
ioness of , who, when fold that the
celebrated physician Borden had been
found dead in his bed, exclaimed, *“Ah!
Death was so afraid of him that he did
not dare attack him except when he was
asleep.” Even the stern business of war
has not prevented the exchange of com-
pliments between military mnen, and of
those none better deserve guotation than
the one paid by Hannibal to Seipio.
While discoursing with Scipio on the
subject of great military commanders, he
said that Alexander was first, Pyrrhus
the second, and himself the third. *“‘And

where would yoli have placed yourself if

you had vanquished me?”’ asked Sci{)io
smilinﬁ. “Before them all,”” rep ieci
Hannibal.

An honest compliment was that paid to
M. de - Vendome, who, while command-
ing the French army in Italy, dispatched
a young nobleman to announce to his
master the victory he had gained at Suz-
zara. The latter, while attempting to de-
scribe the battle, became several times
much confused in his narrative, when,
although the King preserved his gravity,
the Duchess of Burgundy, who was pres-
ent, laughed so heartily that at last the
young gentleman said, ““Sire, it is easier
for M. de Vendome to win a battle than
for me to describe it.”” Xnowing when
to accept defeat brought a compliment
once to the Marguis of Uxelles. Ie,
having surrendered, in 1689, to the Prince
Charles de Lorraine thetown of Mayence,
after he had defended itduring fifty days,
went to render an account of his eonduct
to Louis XIV., by whom he feared to be
reproached, and threw himself at his
feet. *‘Rise, Marquis,” said the Xking,
“vou defended the place like a brave
man, and surrendered itlike a wise one.”

In comparing the earlier descriptions
of iruits with modern accounts it is well
to remember that the high standards by
which fruits are now judged are of recent
establishment. Fruits which would once

to-
day be passed by as unworthy of regard.
It seems probable that the list of seedless
fruits will be materially Jengthened, pro-
vided our experimental horticnlturists
make use of the material at their com-
mand.

The common fruits which have very
few or no seeds are the banana, pine-
apple and certain oranges. Others men-
tioned by Mr. Darwin as well known are
the bread-fruit, pomegranate, azarole, or
Neapolitan medlar, and date palmms.
