Mr. Goodell Onco More.
Eds. Record-Union: I shall have to

beg your indulgence while I say a lew
words in reply to Jailer White's article
published in the Kkcokd-Lnkin last
Saturday in regard to the old City Water
Works. He seems to insinuate in his ar-
ticle that the com mittee nor I knew the
condition the building was in. Now 1
,an tell Mr. White that we knew all
about it, for we examined it lrom top to
bottom, inside and outside; we also used
the plumb-bob, and knew that the build-
ng was not plumb. 1 knew it some eight
•ears ago, for I examined it at that time,

and found it out of plumb then, as much
to all appearances as it is at the present
time. I also made some repairs onthe
building at that time, one oi which was
to put in a buttress at the northwest cor-
ner of the building, and repair a crack
which was then there, almost exactly like
the one which I have just repaired at tbe
southeast corner ofthe building, which

Mr. White spoke of as hardly needed, as
the building was less out of plumb at that
point theu at any other. But Mr. White
must know th.it was tbe only point where
there was any crack in the building to
amount to anything. I said that I re-
paired the northwest corner some eight
years ago. and it stands just as solid now
as it was the day it was repaired. This
being the fact, why should I not repair
the southeast corner in the same manner,
and also expect the same result.

Some one may ask why our committee
did not report that the building was not
plumb. We did not think it necessary
so long as we knew that the building was
safe and in no danger of falling. Eight-
tenths of the old brick buildings in the
city are out of plumb and out of level
more or less; yea and some of the new
ones, too, that have been built within the
last three or four years, some of which I
could point out ifit was necessary, but so

1 long as they are safe aud in no danger
offalling what is the use? I will point
out one, however, as it has been rebuilt,
that is the Tevis building on Second
stieet. Thi- building was put up some
ten years ago, and in the course of its
construction it settled on the north side,
which threw the building out of plumb
from six to nine inches. Itwas more out
of plumb in front than at any other point.
Tbe building stood in that condition
some six years. At last some one dis-
covered it and reported that the building
was likely to fall. Felix Tracy came to
me and wished me to examine it. 1 did
so and told him th.at I could not see that
ihe building had gone over any siuce it
was finished. Itstood another year or so
alter that, theu there was another report
started, the people across the way could
see the building going over from" day to
day. Mr. Tracy came to me again to look
after it. Itheu c_t a rod one-tbuith of au
inch short to reach between the two
buildings and fastened it in that position
and left it there for two weeks or so, but
the building did not get any nearer to it,
and I don't believe it would if it had
stood until to-day. I speak of this to
show you how easily it is for people to be
mistaken, but there had been so much
talk the building had to be taken down
and rebuilt before anyone would occupy
it, and it has not settled a particle since,
although there was nothing done to
strengthen the foundation.

A CAPAY COLONY.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty
Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its
Adjoining Farms.

JN THE SPRING OF LAST YEAS
Robert A. and Neal D. Barker associated

themselves with William McKay, all of Oak-
land, %vith a view of searching out a suitable
location in which to engage in the profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract at
Tancred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay***. alloy Land Company, ownin- the t-act in
question. With W. H. Mills, the General
Agent of that company, they arranged for thepurchase of about 290 acres of foothill land
This being more thau they had thought of
taking for their own use. they spoke to a
number of friends about it. with the result
that the tract was divided among the follow
Ing people: B. L. Hickok, 40 acres- W T
Barnett. go acres; N. T. Greathead, 20 acres,
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acres; W. McKay 20
acres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barker,
20 acies; J. P. Brownlee. 20 acres; E. H. Has-
ten. 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. W.Kellylo acres, and Frederick Kelly, 10 acres.'

Solar this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen abovo named, but in
talking up the question of dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that so many
more would like to join it thau the area ofthe
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
jested on all hands, "—fry not gal some more
land and divide it up in the same way?"
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and a range for the
cultivation of the whole of it, after subdividing
itaccording to the requirements of the sub-
bribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally, on the oth of
June, 1890, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization and Improvement Company was
duly registered and proceeded to business,
with the following officers: President, Will-
iam McKay; Vice-President, M. P. Brown;
Direetors-H. C. Ellis, Charles Brooke and
R. A.Barker; Secretary and General Manager,
Neal 1). Barker; Solicitor, C. E. Snook; Treas-
urer, First National Bank ofOakland.

The balance ofthe tract. 373 acres, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered into for thepurchase ot a large number of fruit trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees waathe means of saving between $3,000 and
$4,000 to the company, the prices In some
cases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and theprogress of the company has been uninter-rupted. Those who went into it doubtingly
have become enthusiastic, aud almost all the
members arranged to set out all their lands in
fruit trees, etc., the first year. Consequently
in this, the flrst season, some 40,000 trees and
between 20.000 and 30.000 vines will be
planted.

Tho satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous ofJoining in with them. An additional 200acres have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley ln
which their operations are conducted. Howthis marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, but one thing Is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again be
felt in the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly ofthe standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, etc., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their graceful shade.
Aconslderablejnumber of citrus trees are also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown in the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might withprofit be followed by more
ambitious places. A small park of some three
acres has neen laid out right in the center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
of the beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever be a
large and busy city, but it is thought that It
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently andvery largely signed, asking the county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give the
settlers on the east side of the creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tancred colonists are
quite willing to give the necessary right of
way, and are very desirous ofhaving a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
6ides of the stream. It is thought that it
would be a very wise expenditure ot public
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the whole
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to those
who are willingto settle on the land and show
that tlie country also affords attractions and
comforts and ways of making money pleas-
antly, every Inducement should be held forth.

The following is a list of the principal mem-
bers of the Tancred Colony, with the number
of acres owned by each, and a ;act worthy of
mention ls that in each contract or deed is-
sued by the Colony Company there is a pro-
vision that no intoxicating liquor shall ever
be manufactured or sold on the laud. The ap-
parent success o'the enterprise shows tbat
the ideas and plans of the colony, as set forth
in the prospectus some time ago, are not im-
practicable: C. T. Hull, Berkeley, b acres; W.
