THAT AMBL'I.AM'E.
Supervisors Miller and Jenkins, who

were appointed as a special committee to
have an ambulance built for the County
Hospital, reported that the vehicle had
been completed, and they considered ita

It is
just such a device as the city needs and
has needed—and the police have begged
ior—for years.]

On the recommendation of the com-
mittee, the board accepted the ambulance
and ordered a warrant drawn for Mr.
Meister, the builder.

So it is apparently settled that Sacra-
mento and Oakland will not be in the
Interstate Baseball League, should the
present consolidation plan be carried out.

hut there is no reason why just as good
a league cannot be formed, as has boon
suggested, by Sacramento, Oakland and
Fresno, aud possibly Vallejo or .Stock-
ton. Allof these are good baseball cities,
and stub a league might become just as
popular as that of the magnates who im-
agine they have a "cinch"' on California
baseball.

There is one thing that certainly would
make such a league popular, and that is
to have the clubs composed as largely as
possible of home talent. Tiiis would
create local rivalry, and that is what
stimulates a good attendance at games.

imported players and imported man-
agers do not "take" with the public, es-
pecially when the majority of the games
played by tliein are not up to tlio average
amateur standard.

Let tlie San Francisco, San Joso and
Lob Angeles managers keep their men
traveling to and fro between Seattle and
Los Angeles, if they wish to- that will
not interfere with a Central State League
to any extent.

MORE SHOOTING.

A Dive Keeper Dangerously Wounded
by His Partner,

Edward Bailey and Frank Conn iff

Whip Out Their Revolvers-

Bailey Shot in the Groin.

There was a shooting: affray in the
dive known as the "Fashion" saloon, on
Second street, near X, shortly before
midnight last night.

Edward Bailey, one of tbe proprietors
of the place, was shot in Ihe right groin

i and dangerously wounded, by Frank
\u25a0 Connifl", his partner.

Tiie dive is run by Bailey, Conniffand
Riley, an ex-pugilist. It was formerly
the DOtorkma Bowman dive, whicli the
(.ity authorities closed. A license waa
issued to the present proprietors, how-
ever, and all of tho former orgies, fights

I and disturbances were renewed and car-
! rieu on without lurther molestation. The
proprietors, it appears, have never been
able to agree, particularly Bailey and
Connifl, aud there have been frequent
tights between them.

OBJECTED To His BKOTHEB.
On Tuesday Bailey went to San Fran-

cisco and secured the services of his
brother to look after his interests during
his absence. Connifl took objection to
this, and on that evening ordered the
brother oat of tbe place. The latter did
not vacate quick enough, and Connifl, to
n<' ;\ lerate matters, threw a whisky-glass

i at him, and then drew arevolver, caus-
i me Bailey's brother to take to bis heels.

Last night Bailey returned from San
Francisco, and was met by his brother,
who told him ofConnifl7 s doings.
work, d himself into a high dudgeon, and
started for the dive to '•Jix'" ( onhiff.

1 tiring the evening, it appears, Connifl
put a friend behind the bar while he went
to a neighboring low dance ball. He had
just returned to the Baloou when Bailey
Came in. Tbe Latter demanded to know
by whose authority the new bark
was engaged.

Connifl explained, but the explanation
was not satisfactory to Bailey.

"Yon'rea \u25a0 !'• roared Bailey,
and with that.it is said, ho drew a re-
volver, and aimed it at Conniff'S breast.

Connifl, says several eye-witnesses,
seized tlie revolver jwsr. as itwas dis-
charged. The indict missed him,but bailey
was determined to do some damage and
tried again to shoot Connifl, They strug-
gled for the revolver tor Borne minutes,
and then, according toall reports, Connifl
suddenly whipped out a revolver of his
own and shot Bailey. His back was
turned toward Bailey at the tim<
latter having his arms around Conniff'S
body and stillclinging to his pistol] and
he had tv aim backward.

CONN IIX ESCAPES.
As soon as Bailey was struck by the

bullet he let go of Ids pistol and Connifl
immediately left the place, taking both
pistols with him. He went up Second
strtet and. crossed X

Special Officers Eldred and Brissel
were in the saloon at the corner at the
time of the shooting, and hurried to the
scene. Connifl must have passed them
on tlie way. The officers' attention was
tirst attracted by the screams ol a woman.

City Physician C. !'.. Nichols was sent
for, but before he arrived some one sum-
moned It. Brune, and the latter di
Bailey's wound. The bullet entered the
right groin, and passing downward went
outside the pelvic bone and inside the
thigh bone, emerging on the back per; of
the thigh. Dr. Brune states that the bul-
let touched no vitalpart, and is not of
itselfnecessarily fatal, but that there is
danger oi inflammation and peritonitis.

As soon as tho police were notified of
w hat happened a vigorous search was in-
stituted ior Connifl,

The Bhooter was seen to run into the
Union Hotel, but the officers hunted the
place thoroughly without finding him.
The officers searched up and down the
water front and every placo where it was
thought likely he would go, but no trace
of him could be found.

'Ihe officers do not believe that Connifl
has tried to leave the city, but rather that
he is keeping out of the way until he
ascertains the nature of Bailey's wound.
