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THE STARVING ROSSIANS

Appeal of the Tolstoi Family for
Aid in Their Behalf.

A Catastrophe Beyond Comparison,

Which has Caused Frenzy and Panic

Among the People—Difficulties in |
the Way of Relief—Systematic Char-

itable Work Begun.

The December number of Free Russia,
the monthly publication of the Friends
of Russian Freedom, states that the fa-
mous Count Tolstoi, his great-hearted |
wife, with their sons and daughters, have |

given up the pleasant leisure of their |
country home, and are now in the famine- ’
stricken districts of Russia, saving from
starvation people who, but for their efforts
and timely contribution of friends, would |

in all probability perish. |

From Moscow the Countess Tolstoi has
issued an appeal which,will be read with
word-wide interest. As translated from
the Russkaya Vyedomosti (Russian Ga- |
zette), her letter runs as follows:

Sir: The help, in money and other-
wise, given up till now for the relief of
the starving peobple, has been so great
that I hardly dare touch upon the gues-
tion. But the distress also is proving far
greater than any one had expected, and
always more and more has to be asked
and given, |

My whole family has broken up to go
and help in various parts of the country.
My husband, Count Lyov Tolstoi, is at
present with our two daughters in the
Dankov distriet, trying to arrange the
largest possible number of free soup
kitchens, or, as the peasants have named
them, *“‘Care for Orphans.” My two
elder sons, who serve in the Red Cross,
are actively helping in the Chernski dis-
trict, and my younger son has gone to
the province of Samara to open soup
J\'iio{wns there as far as his means allow.

Jut, in such a great need as this, indi-
vidual persons can do nothing., And yet
every day that we spend in a warm
house, every mouthful that we eat, seems
to reproach us with the thought thal in
this very moment some one isdying |
with hunger. All of us who live here in
Moscow in luxury and cannot bear to see
the slightest pain suffered by our chil-
dren, how should we endure the sight
of the desperate or stupetied mothers
looking on while their children die of |
hunger and cold ? {

THE SOUP KITCHENS, |

I quote from a letter that my daughter
has written to me from the Dankov dis-
trict, referring to the soup kitchens which
the local land-owners have opened:

*I have been in two of them. In one,
which has been opened in a tiny chicken-
house, a-'widow cooks dinner for twenty-
five persons. When I entered a lot of
children were sitting at a table, each with
a piece of bread, and eating soup. Several
old women were standing and waiting
their turn. I talked with one of them.
The poor things are kept alive simply by
these iree dinners; they have absolutely
nothing at home, so they have no break-

fast. "They receive twomeals a day atthe
kitchen; and the cost of this, fuel in-

cluded, is from 95 kopecks to one rouble,
30 kopecks a month tor each person.”

Thus thirteen roubles will save from
starvation till next harvest one person.
But there are so many that enormous |
sums are needed. Let us, though, at least,
try what can be done.

If each of us saves, according to hisor
her powers, one, two, ten, or a hundred
lives, our consciences will be lighter.
Surely God will spare us another such
year in our lifetime!

I venture toappeal to all those who
are willing and able to help for material
aid in the work that my family have un-
dertaken. All donations/will be employed
directly to feed children and aged per-
sons in the soup kitchens opened by my
husband and children.

Count Tolstoi has also addressed a long
communiecation to the Russian papers on
the subject of the famine. He describes
the famine as *‘a

CATASTROPHE BEYOND COMPARISON,
Worse than any flood, and beyond com-
parison more general.”” “The failure of
crops,”” he goes on to say, “has extended |
over a full third of Russia, and that third
is just the most fertile part of the country;
it 1s the part upon which the remaining
two-thirds have always depended for
sustenance. In the second place, the
harvest has failed also in the neighboring
countries; and, therefore, a large quantity
of corn has already been exported from
Russia. Wheat, indeed, is still being ex-
ported. In the third place, there are not
and cannot be in Russia this year any
stores of old corn, such as there were for
instance in the famine of 1840.”

The Count further speaks of the panic
created by the famine, as *‘a terror which
people catch like infection, one from an-
other, and which paralyzes their power
of acting in concert. This panic shows
itself in the successive prohibitions of
the export, first of rye, then of other
kinds of grain (wheat, for some reason,
excepted), gnd also in such contradictory
measures as, on the one hand, the assign-
ing of large sums for the relief of the dis-
tressed, and, on the other, the collecting
of taxes by the local authorities. The
pa is also strikingly noticeable in the
ever-increasing disagreements between
the various local jurisdictions. Asisal®
ways the case in times of epidemic terror,
some rush one way and some another. A
further proof of the paniec is the attitude
and behavior of the people—for instance,
the general rush for work, and the des-
perate swayving of the masses to and fro
from country to town, and from town
to country. Does not this clearly prove
the frenzy with which the people are
possessed? All these signs, the panic
especially, are gravely significant, and
show that we have good cause for fear.
The enemy—a terrible enemy—stands
right before us, and it is useless to say we
are not afraid of him: for we know that
he is here, and in our hearts we know
that we are afraid of him.”

Since Count Tolstoi’s letter was written,
it has been shown that there is a defici-
ency of corn in Russia to the extent of
75,000,000 bushels.

Some account of the difficulties placed
in the way of relief are given in the cur-
rent number of Free Russia. **This
Government,” says that publication, **be-
ing avowedly unable to meet the emer-
gency, has permitted public subscrip-
tions. But it insists upon having abso-
lute control over both the collection and
distribution of relief funds. All combi-
nation for purposes of relief, unless spec-
ially authorized, is strictly prohibited,
and only individual philanthropy is tol-
erated.

In his own name, and collect funds. Hun-
dreds of Russians—authors, editors,
clergymen, whose names or positions
carry weight—have availed themselves ot
this privilege. But two persons are not
allowed to make such an appeal in their
collective names, and would lay them-
selves open to prosecution on the charge
of ‘forming an illegal association.” A
Inan, uniess the Government has some
bias as to his political views, will be al-
lowed to go to any of the distressed dis-
tricts and distribute relief personally.
But he cannot have a friend or agent to
help him in the work, for this again
would be ‘forming an illegal association.’
The money must be given either to offi-
cials of the Government (of whom the
less said, the better) or to the Red Cross,
a society composed mainly of private
persons, men and women, who are gener-
ally perfectly decent and reliable peopie.
But bureaucracy must meddle in every-
thing, and the Russian public has no con-

fidence whatever in anything which is
managed by the bureaucracy. Subserip-
tions started under such auspices have

i brought in a mere tritie, about 500,600
roubles from the whole of Russia.

**Compassionate people, and there are
many ot them among wealthy Russians,
have helped their suffering countrymen
individoally. But a number of them
wanted to organize relief upon a large
scale, on condition that those who gave
the money might have control over its
proper distribuition. The widow of the
Russion millionaire Saya Morozov of-
fered 3,000,000 roubles on this condition;
but her offer was declined. Professor
Vladimir Solovyov, a man ef wide in-
fluence among all classes and parties,
who holds in Russia a position similar to
that of Count Lyov Tolstoi, did better
still. He got among his many rich
friends a list of donations amounting to
14,600,000 roubles, and he expected to ob-
tain moreif the Government would allow
the syndicate to appoint their own agents
and have control over the distribution of
the money.

had asserted that it would not bring
silver up to par. Ifdisaster came, as it

would come if that policy is persisted in,
it would have to be laid at the door of
the men who for fifteen years steadily re-
sisted a general public demand for the
use of silver on equal terms with gold.
But there was another proposition com-
ing from the Executive; what was it?
‘It was that the United States should ac-
cumulate all the gold of the
world, and the money centers of Kurope
would say that the United States, having
all the gold, they would join the United
States in the work of using silver.”
| Coming as it did from the Executive of
the nation, he (Teller) was bound to
speak of it with respect, whatever he
might thinlk or feel. How was the United
States to am~umulate the gold of the
world? Even when this country had an
abundance of crops and was enjoying
great prosperity gold left this country at
the rate of a million dollars a day. The
United States was the debtor nation, ow-
ing to Kurope more than two thousand
million dollars.

THE HOUSE.

WasHiNGTON, Jan. 6.—In the House
this morning Blount of Georgia asked
that the Senate joint resolution author-
izing the Secretary of the Navy to trans-
port contributions for the relief of the
suffering peor in Russia be referred to
the Committeo on Naval Affairs,

Kilgore of Texas objected, contending
that it should be referred to the Com-
mittee on Appropriations. There was
much discussion over the matter.

Why So Little of the Gum Reaches
Market. |

In the last-named
place it is the predominant forest growth,
The trees upon the island are to be num-
bered, not by hundreds of thousands,
but by millions. At the present time
there is enough camphor in Formosa to
for a century.
Yet, notwithstanding these facts, the out-
put of the entire island in 1800 was only
about sixty tons. :

The camphor expert selects a tree and
scrapes into the trunk in diiferent places,
using an instrument resembling some-
what in appearance a rake, with teeth of |
curved, gouge-shaped edges that cut pull- |
ing. This scoops out the wood in little |
crescent-shaped chips. A tree is not con- |
sidered to be worth anything for cam-
phor purposes until it is tifty years old.
The yield of a tree is unequal, being
greater in and about the roots than
higher up on the trunk.—Correspondence
Philadelphia Ledger.
