The Legislature Had More Water
han It Liked.

JYoss of Folsom®s Mills—Charles Upson
Killed by a Horse—Tilt Between

Pixley and Wilson.

On the 10th of January, 1862, occurred
- |
the last flood that caused the people of |
this city unusual discomiort or serious
loss. Indeed, since that time the city
proper has not been disturbed by floods,
although ten years ago some water came
1nto one end of it, owing toa break in the
levee below.

The Legislature had been in session but
three days when the flood of 1862 came,
and the members of that body had some
very lively experiences during their brief
stay here. They had to travel to the
Capitol (at Seventh and 1 streets) in boats.
On the 13th there were some very amus-
1ag debates in both houses over resolu-
tions to take a recess or to adjourn to San
Francisco,

Senator De Long said he didn’t want to
bave to *‘shin it” down an awning-post
to get into a boat every time he left the
Capitol; besides, he couldn’t affort to hire
boats, and was too well known to be
trusted for them,

On the 14th the water had receded from
the main streets, but the Legislature, not
Eknowing what unght happen any da\
adjourned to San Francisco, where lhe
session was concluded.

As in December, when the city was
fooded, the Howard Association took
possession of the old Pavilion, which was
1litted up for the accommodation of those
who had been driven from their homes
by the water. The scenes of the preced-
ing month were re-enacted, and it was a
great relief to the people when the water
subsided again from the city, which was |
many weeks afterward.

Many abandoned their homes here l

fter that flood, but some of them were |
glud to get back again. The city has
since enjoved immunity from disasters
of any magnitude, either by fire or flood,
&nd to-day is the commercial center of
the interior. Her property values amount
to at least $20,000,000, and include some of
the most elegant and costly homes in the
State,
