Mr. Fisher said he was a member of the |
committee appointed by the County Su- |
perintendents’ Convention, to consult |
the State Board of Education on the sub- |
ject.

GORDON'S INDICTHENT.

Why He Claims It Should Be Set
Aside,

Counselor Blanchard Argues That the
Prisoner’s Constitutional Rights

Have Been Violated.

George A. Blanchard, who, with J. F.
Brown, is counsel for Harry Gordon, in-
dicted for the murder of Robert Allen,
vesterday made his argument in Judge
Van Fleet’s court in support of the de-
fendant’s motion to haye the indictment
set aside.

Prior thereto, however, the members of
the Grand Jury were called into court
and questioned regarding the circum-
stances under which Gordon gave his
testimony before that body. The general
purport of their answers was that Gordon
was brought before them and given to
understand that any statement he might
make would not be used against him at
any trial,

Mr. Blanchard read Gordon’s affidavit,
in which he claimed that District, Attor-

ney Ryan had visited him in jail and
asked him to testify before the Grand
Jury, promising that his evidence would

not be used against him in any manner,

District Attorney Ryan contended that
in his interview with Gordon, relative to
the latter appearing before the Grand
Jury, he held; out no further inducement
than that given by the jurors, that the
statement would not be used in the trial
of the case.

Mr. Blanchard then proceeded to argue
the points at issue, He based his motion
for the setting aside of the indictment on
the ground that, when Gordon was made
2 witness before the Grand Jury, and there
induced to testify against himself, his

| constitutional right was violated, and that

the indictment should be set aside.

Counsel cited numerous authorities to
show that a witness cannot be legally
held or tried for a crime when compelled
to be a witness against himself; that the
right to invoke this constitutional right
was his at any stage of the case.

Judge Van Fleet said he was inclined to

| believe the decisions on that point were

plain, but there was another involved—
the question of compulsion. Parties are

| privileged to appear before Grand Juries,
| and often testify before suoh bodies with-

out being compelled to do so.

At this point Mr. Blanchard claimed

| that all the circumstances showed com-
