Silk Dresses and Elght Hours’® Work.

Eps. Recorp-UN10~: In the issue for
December, 1891, of the Popular Science
Monthly 1 find a paper entitled “Silk
Dresses and Eight Hours’ Work,” by J.
B. Mann. Itattracted my attention the
moreso because of his claim to be a
“workingman.’”” The premises as stated
by him in said paper seem to me to be
totally at variance with the known facts
in the premises. The proposition as
stated being a compound one, I will take
up the first part separately, as it has no
connection with the second, and is clearly
stated by him in the following: *“When
we look 8t the matter with care, we find,
sorrowfully, that the women who have
no silks are the vervones who do the
bardest work, and, as they are working
clean up to the limit of human endurance
to get bread, they have no time left over
to put into silk dresses.” In this he
states truly the unfortunate condition of
the worker generally, as in that case they
are left to the tehder mercy of those
of whom he speaks of in the following:
“Now wealth 1s principally the product
of labor ; some get 1t by their own labor,
and some by the labor of others,”” Now
it is self-evident that to bring about the
result to the worker that he views with
80 much **sorrow,” it is only necessary to
bring those two classes so aptly shown in
the foregoing together, and the *‘sorrow-
ful’”’ conditions must naturally follow,
and why ? Because the one that lives “‘by
the labor of others’ evidently gives none
of the results of their labor in return,
they being drones.

Mr. Mann evidently recognizes a
source of wealth other than that of the
earth and its products when brought in
contact with human labor. I am free to
admit and confess myself ignorant of
such other source, unless he aludes to the
element known as water which is added
to the products of labor, after said pro-
ducts have passed out of the hands of the
worker and are manipulated by those
that “live by the labor of others.” The
labor of the thief, though he may spend
all his life, energy and force in the per-
petration of robbery, is not recognized as
rendering a just equivalent for the wealth
he may acquire by such means.

Let us suppose a case. A thief steals a
watch which he disposes of to another
and receives a just equivalent for the
same,
duty finds the watch in possession of the
purchaser and demands the recovery of
ithe same as stolen property; the law ig-
noring the fact that the present possessor
gave a just equivalent for the same, takes
it and returns it to the first owner from
whom it had been stolen. Now mark the
ditference. The worker who produces
wealth that the non-worker appropriates,
is not assisted to recover that which is
clearly his by right of expenditure of
life energy. Mr. Mann recognizes two
ways of becoming possessed of wealth, I
recognize three. First, by one’s own in-
dividual energy in its production; sec-
ond, by the death of a relative or friend
who leaves a surplus over and above his
expenditure of that he created in his life-
time, and third, by robbery. Now, it
matters not to the worker by what name

such robbery is known so long as he re- |
ceives no just equivalent in the result of |
the expenditure of the life energy of him |
who thus becomes the possessor of that !

which he had produced.

THE FLITCH OF BACON.
Good Old Castom of the Lords of Dun-
mow.

Only a short time ago—within a few
weeks—the people of Dunmow gaveaway
three flitches of bacon to three married
couples because they swore that their
married life was one of unalloyed bliss.
Now, when you come to look at such a
proceeding irom a modern standpoint, it
seems decidedly foolish; but when you
realize that the fashion was instituted
some six hundred years ago, you think
there must be something 1n it to have
withstood the test of time. A ecertain
| English gentlemau called Robert Fitz-
{ walter existed in the early part of the
| thirteenth century, and probably would
| have been forgotten now had not King
John taken a liking to him. This favor-
ite of a fickle prince must have been a
devout man, for he braced up the priory
{ of Dunmow, which was falling into de-
cay, by certain expenditures of money.
When the priory was again firmly re-es-
tablished, proclamation was made that
““if any pair could, after a twelvemonth
of marriage, come forward and make
oath at Dunmow that during the whole
time they had never had a quarrel, never
regretted their marriage, and if again
open to the engagement would make ex-
actly that they had made,” the reward

was to be a flitch or gammon of bacon.

It may be that Mr., Fitzwalter had no |
hand in this offer, for history inclines to |
the belief that it emanated wholly from {
the priors. In their celibate state they |
were wont to look doubtfully upon tie |
idea of conjugal happiness, and possibly |
they thought it a joke to ofter such a re- |
ward, believing, with monkish cynicism, |
that they would *“save their bacon.” |
(Whether the origin of the last saying is |
due to these priors is doubtful, but it is
certain that the phrase has been used by |
every writer in connection with Dun-
mow Priory.) Matrimony in those days
must not have been pertect, for there is |

no record of anybody coming forward |
until 1445. Indeed, Chaucer wrote he-
fore this,
:Ijho bacon was not fet for (t)hem, I trow,
That some men have in Essex, at Dunmow.

Whatever this may mean, it points at
least to marital woe, and to Richard
Wright belongs the honor of furnishing
an example of wedded bliss. Mr. Wright
was a laboringman who hailed from
i Badbury, County of Norfolk, and he got
his flitch of bacon; this in 1445. Twelve
years later, Stephen Samuel, of Ayston-
| parva, in Essex, took an oath in the
presence of his neighbors, and he too got |
the flitch. How fittingly the instru-|
ments of fate are chosen is shown by the |
fact that by profession he was a husband-
man. When the iron hand of Henry
VIIL fell upon priories and such, that at
Dunmow was not exempt, but the cus-
tom was continued by the proprietors,
One Jacob Shakeshaft made demand for
the bacon, and was placed on trial before
2 jury of six maidens and six bachelors;
these he had to satisfy that the flitch in
question was deserved. Success crowned
his efforts, and he was carried through
the town in a chair with his wife; and be-
ing of a shrewd mind, it is related that he
sold slices of the bacon to the admiring
spectators, which numbered about five
thousand. David Osborne, the painter,
made a picture of some similar procession
of a lucky pair. Jut there was disap-
pointiment and sorrow in store for John
Gilder, who in 1772 came to the priory
gates and claimed the bacon, for the gates
were closed, and Mr. Gilder had to go
away unsatisfied. The lord of the
manor of Dunmow was astonished, not to
say grieved, at the demand made upon
bhim by a lmi)py pair in 1851. His lord-
ship positively declined to dispose ot his
bacon in that way, but the neighbors
were interested to such an extent that the
claimants got the prize, after making |
good their assertions. In fact, such was
the skepticism on the part of all except
the parties concerned that a solemn oath
was at all times required of any pair who
came forward as models of happiness
and peace, and to make the oath im-
pressive they were obliged to swear upon
two great stones lying near the church
door. In 1855 Harrison Ainsworth re-

must be, and therefore, a reduction of |

hours would bring that needed rest to the
worker as well asa larger share of the
iruits of their toil.

But let us see the conclusions our phil-
osopher comes toin the premises, *‘More
labor, more wealth’’; what a philanthro-
pist our philosopher is; he would just
turn the screw a little more, say twenty-
five hours a day’s labor. My friend,
your promised *‘silk dress” in that case
would take on the form and appearance
of a shroud, in which poor humanity
would be laid away in the grave, there to
enjoy that rest denied by our present
system of spoliation of labor. Our phi-
lospher has forgotten to state who would
reap the benefit of the increase of hours,
and having thus failed it is but reasona-
ble to supply the necessry information so
as to round out and complete the propo-
sition thus: *‘‘Some get wealth by the
labor of others”; i, e., the drones are the
reapers of the aceruing benefit.

I now take up the second part of his
Proposition, “‘eight hours a day,” in con-
nection with which he puts the following
question: “Is the remedy, therefore, not
to be found in the eight-hour move-
ment ?”’ to which he makes the following
answer: "I answer, No. The eight-hour
movement does not approach the root of
the evil.” And after spending much
time pointing out that the loss accruing
by reason of the introduction of the eight-
hour work day effects some one, he
tinishes his proposition by adding the
following ‘‘rule,”” which to the worker

is short and full of meat for him: *“This
necessitates the rule therefor: ‘More
labor, more wealth; less labor, less

wealth.”” This rule, it seems, is formu-
lated to meet the vantage ground of thgse
who, by combination, have been enabled
to shorten their hours of labor. Why,
Mr. Editor, it is fresh in my mind that
just prior to the present eight-hour move-
ment that this country was suffering
from the efiects of *‘over-production,”
and that the worker was told thatin
consequence of such *‘over-production’
there being too many coats and other
articles of clothing created by labor, as
also food products, the worker was called
on to go hungry and naked, presumably
because those ‘“‘that get wealth by the
labor of others” had not disposed of the
same for the measure of values, i. e.
money. Consedfently the result to the
* worker of want of opportunity to create
wealth by reason of the monopoly of land
and the tools of production in the hands
of those *‘that get wealth by the labor of
others.”

It was this feature of ‘‘over-produe-
tion” that gave the impetus to the move-
ment of the workers in the direction of
shorter hours, as they argued from the
standpoint of over-production, and have
tried to remedy two evils—over-produe-
tion and the lessening of the army of the
permanently unemployed, who, we are
told, in the moust prosperous times
amounts to the enormous number of
‘‘one million five hundred thousand.”
which our Christian friend (?), Rev. Mal-
thus, aptly puts as ‘“‘those of the race for
whom the ‘Great Father’ has neglected to
spread covers at his table.” And beit
here remembered that the said Rev. Mal-
thus was a fit representative of that class
that our friend Mr. Mann so aptly points
to as those ““that get wealth by the labor
of others,”” And is it not fresh in the
mind that this very class is to-day push-
ing the workers to the wall in more than
one State in this great Union; for in-
stance, the miners of Tennessee, where
“‘those that get wealth by the labor of
others’” are endeavoring to reduce the
free worker to the degraded labor of con-

victs, and the entire power of the State is |
