VaLnreso, Jan. 18.—If appearances
count for anything, the Navy Depart-
ment is losing no time in fitting out ves-
sels for immediate dispatch to Chile,
should occasion require it.

Shortly after the Baltimore ar-
rived at the yard each gun was provided
with sixty rounds of ammunition. This
has just been increased to 100 rounds.
Workmen are on board and her machin-
ery is rapidly receiving a thorough over-
| hauling. Her main battery is caretully
looked after and her guns are being regu-
lated for concentration of fire. 'T'he Navy
Department can also be credited with
looking after the defense of the harbor of
San Francisco.

For the first time in years workmen
have taken themselves to the monitor
Comanche, and her machinery is being
overhauled. Orders to dock the monitor
have been countérmanded, but it is be-
lieved she will go into the dock at the
arliest possible moment. The orders
are believed to have been conntermanded
owing to the expected arrival of the
Charleston, and she will receive attention
first.

'The officers of the yard are displeased
with sensational reports regarding the
Baltimore having been injured by going
aground. She was not damaged in the
least, and the statement that she ran on
a rocky ledge is entirely without founda-
tion. The officials at the yard are some-
what reticent about matters pertaining to
the expected war. It is not disputed that
the drydock is to be kept for the Charles-
ton, and her coming is expected hourly.
She will be floated in at onee, and her
wants attended to. The general opinion
here is that the Government proposes to
have every vessel made ready as quickly
as possible, and there appears to be some
foundation for the statement that steam
will be gotten up on the monitor Co-
manche. If such proves to be the case, it
will be the first time in nearly twenty
years. The opinion is that the depart-
ment evidenily means business. Forty-
eight hours will be sufficient time to do
all that is necessary on the Comanche.
