
MIDNIGHT FIRE.

Phillips' Drug Store Badly Damaged

by the Flames.

The Spontaneous Combnstfon of Chem-

icals In the "Workshop the Cause

of the Conflagration.

Just as tho town-dock struck the hour
Of midnight last night, a Kkcoud-I'mon
reporter who happened to be passing the
corner of Sixth and X streets was startled
Ly a loud report. In an instant after-
ward there was a crash of breaking glass
and an immense flame of lire shot out of
the window on the Sixth-street side of
Phillips' drug store.

Spontaneous 'combustion was undoubt-
edly the cause.

In a few seconds men were rushing
about yelling "Fire!" Two or three ran
down to the Hook and Ladder house, half
a block distant, and others turned in an
alarm.

Tli'firespread rapidly, and tke awn-

ing was soon a mass of flames. The hook
and ladder was on hand before the fire
bells rang, but, of course, could do
nothing until the engines arrived.

In about live minutes No. 1 engine and
hose-cart was at the scene, and a minute
later No. - company was on hand.
Three lines of hose were immediately
Stretched, and the work of subduing the
lire began.

Phillips' workshop was a mass of
flames, and the fire bad followed the
awning around to the front of the build-
ing. The streams of water were played
on the burning eh« tnicals, and for some
time seemed to have no effect upon the
flames. The stock in the cellar ignited,
and the plank sidewalk was torn up in
several places.

The roof of the barber shop adjoining
the rear of the drug store then took lire,
and it finally spread to Flohr*s gun shop.
The awning on the Sixth-street side was
also on lire as far as Aiwood's saloon,
tui'l the Chinese laundry was in immi-
nent danger. The heathens rushed out
of their bunks, dragging baskets of
clothes after them, while other parties
carried cans of powder out of Flohr's
I . Officer Maley lugged a lot of
powder out of the store and a sheetirou
sale containing explosives.

The three streams of water were by this
time doing good service, and in the course
of an hour the llames were subdued.
Then the smoke began to roll out and the
buildings were hidden from view.

By 1 o'clock Ithe lire was completely
under control.

The drug Store and the buildings ad-
joining on the rear were the property of
Mrs. 1. Joseph, and the damage will
probably be several thousand dollars.
The upper story of the drug store was
damaged somewhat.

WEAKNESS OF THE EYES.
The Cause and Prevention of Defective

Vision Among Children.
The rapid increase in the number of

those who are obliged to wear glasses
nowadays {especially children) is so
alarming that we are at once driven to
the conclusion that the human vision is
now more defective than ever before.
Pint such is not thr- case. Formerly spec-
tacli-s were thought to i-e necessary only
for the oid, and the idea of children wear-
ing glasses was considered the greatest
absurdity.

Fortunately this erroneous idea is fast
dying out. With the advancement of
science ami the discovery of certain de-
fects of vision hitherto unknown, the
public are becoming better educated and
are not slow to apply the remedy when
any defect of vision is found to exist.
But much still remains to be done in this
direction.

Dr. Brudenell Carter, one of London's
most eminent eye specialists, has of late
endeavored to open people's eyes to their
own shortsightedness, lie is amazed at
the ignorance of parents and teachers
with regard to the very existence of
visual defects in their children and gives
them excellent advice. Unfortunately,
near-sighted children are often ignorant
of their own calamity. They are thought

| "stupid" because they cannot read the
clock or the blackboard the same, or
rather at the same distance, as other chil-
dren. They lose legacies because they
are a few seconds behind in recognizing
some relative from whom they have ex-
pectations. They are supposed to be
wanting in dutiful interest, whereas, un-
til the visitor come« quite close, they
don't know whether it is their uncle,
theiraunt or the letter-carrier. It is not
until some serious consequence follows
from the want of observation that the
malady is discovered. The public ignor-
ance is no less about a matter one would
think equally patent. "The popular no-
tion that shortsighted eyes are strong
eyes, and that they improve with age,"
says Dr. Carter, "is erroneous."
That they do not BO improve is a fact one
\u25a0would think obvious to at least all near-
sighted persons unless ofa very sanguine
disposition.

Parents and teachers are, to a great ex-
tent, responsible for the increase of de-
fective vision in children. Much can be
done to prevent it.

When quite young, children often show
a disposition to hold objects very close to
their eyes, others have a slight tendency
to squint, thus showing that there is an
inequality in the eyes. Ifattended to in
time this can be remedied by wearing
specially prepared spectacles for a given
time; but, ifneglected, spectacles will be
of no avail and nothing remains but a
surgical operation. Parents can not be
too careful about this matter, as many a

| child has lost the sight of one eye on "ac-
count of the ignorance and negligence of
the parents.

when a child first enters school its eyes
should be thoroughly tested by means* of
certain simple tests in the hands of the
teacher, so that itcan be ascertained be-
yond the possibility of a doubt whether
the sight us defective or not, and able to
bear the necessary strain arising from
dose application to study. Nothing is of
so much importance to a child as its eye-
sight. Little or no progress can be made
at school unless the eyes are in a normal
condition.

Perhaps, however, it
is not a lesson book which he is reading,
but "Robinson Crusoe," or the "iJoy's
()\vn Hook." Ifso, it is all the worse, for
he is less likely to put it down.

A bad light; a small print; a difficult
lesson.

He is doing his
best, without knowing it, to makemm-
solf shortsighted lor life, and is very
likely to succeed.

Another mutter of equal importance is
the construction of the desks, the admis-
sion of the light and the position of tiio
body. Teachers should see ihat the desks
are constructed properly, as the faulty
arrangement of school desks has much to
do with the prevailing short sight of the
present day. The light should be ad-
mitted so as to fall over the left shoulder
if possible. The body should be kept
upright, and no lo*unging or stooping
permitted.—Philadelphia Star.

MIOEEL ANGBLO'S FRESCOS.

His Greatest Paintings T-'inlshed IJefore
He was Thirty.

The Century for November contains an
article on Michel Angelo by W. J. Still-
inan. illustrated by full-page engravings
by Cole of two of the series of Sibyls. Of
this great work, perhaps the greatest art
of the, world, Mr. Stillman says: "The
ceiling of the Sistine Chapel, another
commission of Julius, finished in 151:;, is
certainly the work which best justiiies
the employment of Michel Angelo as a
painter,not oniy as containing his best
painting, but as in itself, the finest piece
of decorative painting in existence. Itis
in the taste ol the time, in which the Re-
naissance had developed all the exaggera-
tions ofits characteristics, but both in the
ensemble and in the invention of its de-
tails and the pathetic character of its
mythic personages it has no peer amongst
tho many similar works of a time of fer-
tile designing and masterly execution.
He was able to give full play in it to his
magnificent conception of the sculptur-
esque material of Roman mythology and
to that subtle quality of composition
which is so prominent in his statues, and
is one of the artistic, charms of Greek art
—that of filling a space without either
monotony ordissidenceoflin.es or masses.
Every figure has the value of one on a
Greek coin, and the largeness of treat-
ment is a model for all time.

"For color we do not look to it, for he
had not the gift of color in the high ar-
tistic sense, but even in this its decora-
tive value is satisfaeton'because, thanks
to the scale of color employed, nothing
jars; but forall other elements of art it is
a lesson forever. Looking at the mighty
sweep of his brush, we can well imagine
the impatience with which he swept aside
the little fresco painters wlio were to do
the work niter his drawings, and shutting
himself in a seclusion in which he had
no need to apprehend stupid comment or
— the worst that could befall him—imbe-
cile approbation, gave permanent form to
his inspirations. The appreciation of
works of such power and imagination
must always be partial and limited, but
to me tiie Scripture stories told in the
ci ntral compartments are of le^s value as
art than the Sibyls, which are sculpt-
uresque creations more in the vein ot all
the marble work of Michel Angelo, and
in the direction of his highest gifts, which
were in the invention of form. The Sis-
tine ceiling was finished when he was
still in what may be considered his youth,
before he was ::\u25a0."'

CONGRESSIONAL.

BULL. CONCERNING THE ELECTION
OF PRESIDENT.

Petition Asking for an Amendment to

the Constitution Preventing a

Union of Church and State.

Special to the Recoub-Unios.
"Washington, Jan. 18.—Tn the Senate

to-day a memorial and a petition from
the National League for the protection of
American institutions were presented,
asking for an amendment to the Consti-
tution to prevent a union of (.'lunch and
State, and to forbid the appropriation of
public money to any society under sec-
tarian control.

Bills were introduced by Peffer. pro-

posing an amendment to the Constitution
for the election of President and Yiee-
Pn aident by a direct vote of the people;
by Allen, giving the State of Washington
5 per cent, of the proceeds of the sale of
public lands in that State; by Wilson, for
the classification of clerks and other em-
ployes of first and second-class Post-
oiiiccs, and to fix their salaries; by Mc-
Millan, appropriating S"2y7,UIU for build-
ing two revenue cutters for service on
the great lakes.

Vest and Dolph consumed some time
speaking on the-La Albra claims, when,
as there were only about a dozen Senators
In their seats, they yielded to a motion to
proceed to executive business, and the
Senate soon afterward adjourned.

Washington, Jan. 18.—In the House,
Reilly of Pennsylvania asked unanimous
consent for the immediate consideration
of a resolution calling on the Secretary of
the Treasury for information as to what
amount of money is appropriated and is

| Chicago, and what amount so appropri-
ated has been expended, with an itemized
statement showing to whom it had been
paid and for what purposes. Adopted.

A resolution was presented and re-
I ferred authorizing the select committee
on tho World's Fair to have printed such
documents and papers that it may deem

' necessary relative to the matters referred
to.

A number of bills were introduced and
referred, among them one by Representa-
tive Loud of California to absolutely pro-
hibit the carrying of Chinese into the
I'nited States.

During a short recess, Mills of Texas
entered the hall, and was warmly greeted.
Speaker pro tern. McMillan,calling Oates
of Alabama to the chair, went upon the
floor and held a long conference with
Mills.

Turpin of Alabama introduced a bill
permitting national banks to lend money
on real estate.

MOVEMENTS IX SILVER.
Prospect of tho Price Goiiiff Up In tho

Near Future.
Nkw YORK, Jan. IS.—The Wall Street

Journal says : Somebody has evidently
received large buying orders in silver
within the last few days. Certain houses
are giving attention to it in the board,
and predictions are made of considerably
higher prices. The weakness in silver is
believed in some circles to have been
caused by the pool throwing over its
stock at a time whefl buyers were un-
nsually scarce. An authority on the sub-
ject says the decline in silver is hard to
reconcile Avith known conditions, such,
for example, as the small supply and ex-
port ofabout 2iK),(.'O!) ounces per week to
supply the requirements of British de-
pendencies. The stock on hand is now
less than 3,500,000 ounces, and the price
about i»:J cents, against *1 07 one year
ago. Dealers in bullion attribute the de-
cline to the general lack of interest in the
market for that commodity, because no
action is being taken on the question of
free coinage by Congress.

IMMIGRATION LAWS.

Decision lUndcred by the United

WAsnixiiTox, Jan. 18.—An opinion of
importance in its construction of the im-
migration laws was rendered in the
United States Supreme Court to-day in
the case of Nishimura Ekin, a Japanese
woman, to whom entry into the United
States was refused by the immigration
officers and the Collector at San Fran-
cisco, on the ground that she was likely
to become a public charge. The ruling
of the immigration officers was contested"
and it was sought to have the Federal
Courts, on application fora writ of habeas
corpus, review the facts of the ease. The• ioveruiiient contended the ruling of the
Treasury Department, with reference to
the entry of immigrants, was final, and
not reversible by the courts. This con-
tention of the Government the Supreme
Court to-day sustains.

UTAH AND STATEHOOD.

Senator Toller Introduces a Bill for
the Territory's Admission.

WASKUCGTOir, Jan. IS.—Senator Teller
to-day introduced a bill to admit I tali
into the Union as a State. All persons
qualified to vote for Representatives to
tin.' Legislative Assembly are made eli-
gible by the bill to be elected to tho*cou-
vention to form a State Constitution,
which shall inert on the first Tuesday in
October ot 1892. The bill,after reciting
the usual provisions of the Constitution
to be adopted, further provides that it
shall Becnro perfect toleration ofreligious
sentiment and forbids the molestation of
any person i:i the state, in person or
property, on account of his mode of re-
ligious worship. All rights to public
lauds are to be disclaimed by the State,
and November, I^'J, is fixed as tho date
for the ratification of the Constitution by
the people.

Democratic National Convention.
WASHIKOTOIT, Jan. IS.—Delegates from

New York, St. Paul, Indianapolis, Mil-
waukee, Detroit. Cincinnati, Kansas City
and San Francisco are here to take part
in the contest forthe National Democratic
Convention. The National Committee

willmoot there next Thursday and de-
cide the question. Chicago is" making a
quiet light for the honor and will lead on
the first ballot. An attempt willbe made
to settle upon Chicago as a compromise
city, and one whose facilities in all re-spects have never been questioned.

A Language for Dop^t.

It must also be borne in mind that dogs
are and always have been bred for spe-
cial purposes, such as pointing, retriev-
ing, running, watching and biting, but
not for general intelligence. Mr. Galton,
who calls attention to this fact, suggests
that it would be interesting as a psycho-
logical experiment to male the cleverest
dogs generation after generation, breed-
ing and educating them solely for intel-
lectual power and disregarding every

other consideration.
Inorder to carry out this plan to per-

fection and to realize all Jhe possibilities
involved in such a comprehensive
scheme, it would be necessary to devise
some system of signs by which dogs
would be able to communicate their ideas
more fully and more clearly than they
do at present, both to each other and to
man. Thai the invention of such a lan-
guage is not impossible is evident from
what has already been achieved in the
1 raining of dogs for exhibition, as well as
from the extent to which they have
learned to understand human speech by
mere association with man. Professor
A. Graham Isell believes that they may
be taught to pronounce words, and is
now making scientific experiments in
this direction. The same opinion was
expressed two centuries ago by no less an
authority than Liebnits, who adduces
some startling facts in support of it. The
value of such a language as a means of
enlarging the animal's sphere of thought
and power of conception, and of giving a
higher deyoloptnent to its intellectual
faculties, is incalculable.—Professor 10.
P. Evans in Popular Science Monthly.
