the relations between the two countries.
A. difference ofopinion was nianilesl as I
to whether or not the United States
ought to accept the mediation of any
third party without an expression from !
Chile of regret at the lawless acts other
citizens and the disavowal ofofficialcon-
nection or sympathy with them. Many
members thought, in viewof Chile's com- j
paratively small size, that this Govern-
ment need nut be at all rigorous in its re- i
quirements. One member said the
1 nked States ought not to accept media-
tion without first receiving an apology
from Chile. The knowledge of the fact
that theCapitan Prat, Chile's formidablewar vessel now building In France, can
be turned over to Chile in a short time,
makes the members from the seaboard
cities anxious that the President's mes-
sage to Congress should be soon forth-
coming if trouble is to be feared.

IF THE WOBST SHOULD COWS.
While the talk to-d;iy was favorable to

peace, many Democratic members said
plainly that if fighting did come they
were in favor of poshing the war vigor-
ously and relentlessly, omitting no meas-
ure to give Chile a severe lesson.

should the President recommend Con-
gress to declare war against Chile, the
vote of Congress would be one of the
most emphatic affirmatives ever recorded
in the Capitol. Hut there would be a mi-
nority, and there, too, the maker of his-
tory will and the two Alliance Senators,
Kyle and Peffer. What Irby would say
were be here is not known. Kyle thinks
war with Chile would be a national dis-
grace; that the idea of going to war with
so small a country is criminally ludic-
rous.

Pilfer said: "The perverted doctrines
of patriotism is responsible for the war
feeling. The idea that the trouble at Val-
paraiso constitutes cause tor war Bprings
from a mistaken sense of honor," said
the Kansas Senator. **Alotcfour sail-
ors, most of them probably intoxicated,
became parties to a brawl, and because
two or three of them were killed we must
bring about, at enormous expense, the
death ofmany more of our people. The
proposition is perfect foolishness."

The < "aiiinct did not pursue discussion
after Secretary Blame's retirement from
the meeting, so any dispatches he may
have had in his possession could not be
fully considered at that time, It is un-
derstood that the subject will be token
ap at the point where the discussion was
interrupted when the Cabinet meets
again, which may be to-morrow, and
meantime the correspondence will be
w ithheld from Congress. It was learned
officially to-night that the President's
message willnot be sent to Congress to-
morrow. While official information on
this point does not extend beyond to-
morrow, there are strong surface indica-4
tions that the President has practically
determined to postpone rinal action on
the matter until next week, and this
gives color to the belief that conciliatory
dispatches have already been received.
and more are expected. It is known that
the President would strongly indorse
any proposition for a settlement of the
questions at issue on a peaceful basis con-
sistent with the honor and dignity of the
nation.

o.NE OF THE RESULTS OF A WAR.
New York, Jan. 19.—One of the most

prominent bankers on the street said to-
day: "Suppose we should have war,
what would be the result? Before any
fight could take place war preparations
involving between £10!),0uo,()00 and $200,-
--000,0110 would bo made. The steel and
iron industries, the provision market, the
clothing trade and the general supply
channels would be crowded as they have
not been in years. At first inflation
would hold fullsway, and taken in con-
junction with the general prosperous con-
dition of the country, it is hard to see
where this Chilean war scare can be ef-
fective."

THK YORKTOWX SAILS FOR CALLAO.
Nbw York, Jan. lit.—A HeraUPa Val-

paraiso special says: The Yorktown sails
to-night for Callao, Peru, with the 15al-
macedist refugees. As cabled last night,
the Chilean authorities, despite the deni-
als ofthe officialknowledge of the refu-
gees leaving the American Legation,
really provided detectives to guard their
passage. Further proof of their knowl-
edge was easily obtainable trom the
newspaper reports.

CHILE'S SIDE OF THE STORY.

Evans Notified That the Refugees
Could Not lie Protected.

New York, Jan. 19.—A special to the

World from Valparaiso, via Galveston,
says:

It is true the Chilean <iovermnentnoti-
fied Captain Evans of the Yorktown that
it was unable to guarantee the safety of
refugees on board his ship if he under-
took to transfer them to any departing
steamers, and neither could the Govern-
ment prevent any steamer on which they
took passage from being searched in any
Chilean port at which the vessel might
touch while on its way north. There was
no change of mind on the part of the
Chilean authorities in regard to the Chil-
ean refugees. In proof of this it is only
necessary to look at the facts. Jiy the
following statement from high autllority
it is claimed 'hat the Government was
powerless in its promises: "The Gov-
ernment ofChile has no right under the
Constitution of the country to interfere
with the courts or public prosecutors, and
could not prevent the seizure of refugees
in any part of Chile they touched on the
way in any direction to a neutral port."
This plain and direct statement of the
law and facts should set at rest any no-
tion, if any such exists, that the sur-
render of refugees to American authori-
ties had a stout, tight string attached to it.

The ri-port of tiie Procurator Fiscal to
the Judge of (.'rimes in the Baltimore
affair has been made public, and there
has been time to examine it. This docu-
ment contains B,OUO words. It says ell'orts
were directed from tiie tirst to ascertain
the origin ofthe trouble, but were unavail-
ing- several different accounts ofthe affair

be Commandant ofPolice
Mates that the row began in some uu-
known tavern in one uart of the city.
Another witness says it began by the
American sailors beating a Chilean sailor
in an altogether differentpart of the town.
The Chilean police say it began with a
tight betw< en a left-handed Chilean sailor
and an American, and last of all the inci-
dents reported had been commenced by

1 Chileans spitting in the faces of two
American sailors in me street. A crowd
near by was waiting to attack them
Bhould they resent the insult, so it was
a i at the time. The Baltimore's men
took refuge on a tram-car, bat the crowd
siupped the car. hauled the men out,

with sticks, stones, and
kuiriug them.

The .Procurator Fiscal has accepted the
story that the trouble began with the re-
sentment by Americans of spitting in
tlicir faces. For all that, my information
leads me to believe that the attack broke

rnultaneonsly in different parts of
of the city, as chfcrtred in President Har-
rison's message. This is denied by the
< hileans, and the Procurator closes the in-
troduction of his report by asserting that
tii.'light owes its origin to two drunken
Baltimore sailors striking a Chilean
sailor.

Ue thea recounts the list of injured,

and says it has only been possible to es-
tablish the culpability of four men. The
testimony ofJames Johnson and Charles
Langin, two of the Baltimore's crew,
whose testimony was taken here, wa« re-
jected in the following language: "How-
is it if, as Johnson deposes, they left the
house together and went together to the
scene of the occurrence, it results that
they did not know each other, nor had
they spoken to each other until they met
at the scene of boatswain mate liiggin's
death ? How is it that before knowing
Langin he deposes that on the day of the
occurrence they were dining together in
a boawJing-house? Johnson also says
that on the day of the occurrence he
dined together with Langin in an eating-
house in Cochrane street. Moreover, is
it possible that the act of raising the
wounded man, and knowing if he walks
o: not could pass unobserved under such
or any other circumstances? The con-
clusion drawn is that persons who in-
dulge in such inconsistencies are not
worthy of belief.

lie says further: "Their testimony is
contradicted by that of numerous wit-
nesses, which fullyproves that it is not
possible to attribute Kiggin's death to
the police, but to the work of some, un-
known person thus far undetected. I
willadd tho testimony ot those numerous
witnesses is as fullofinconsistencies as is
that of Johnson and Langin. Further,
their testimony confirms much ofJohn-
son's and Langin's, such as the rising of
liiggin: calling forliquor; holding Kig-
gin's head on Johnson's shoulder; hear-
ing shots, etc But no one testified who
ared the shot. Langin's testimony was
substantially this: \\ hen Riggin rose the
first timetwo policemen came up. They
<lr. w .short swonis and knocked him
down again, then stood back and let the
crowd beat him. Afterward a squad of
soldiers approached, and marched by
twos under command of a mounted
officer. They marched to within a u-w
feet from where Johnson was holding
Kiggin in his arms. There they halted,
and the. lirst two soldiers leveled ritles
and fixed at the two American sailors.
"'I was about fifteen feet off on one

side,' continued Langin. 'No one was
between me and them, the crowd being
back of the soldiers at that moment. No
other shots were tired by anyone. 1 dis-
tinctly saw the soldiers level their rilles
at the Baltimore's men and lire. The
crowd had drawn back when the soldiers
came up, leaving a clear passage I el w een
Kiggin and the soldiers. After the lirst
shot was tired the soldiers pressed for-
ward a little, and 1 could not see the sec-
ond man who fired, but am sure it was
one of tho leading soldiers who tired.' As
many witnesses exist who are ready to
say the shot was fired by the police as
there are chat deny.

"Then follows the report of the expert
on the bullet-hole. He says: '''pinion is
divided on this point among the doctors
still, and while they assert as their opin-
ion that it was caused by a rifle-ball, it is
rejected because they give no reason for
the opinion.'

"Drs. Cowalls and Calderon maintain
that they cannot tell if the bullet caused
Kiggin's death, and give as a reason that
they saw the body the day after death.
Tiiis is accepted.

"Two Chilean experts express the opin-
ion that the holes in the shirt may have
been made by a large-sized revolver, but
can give no opinion as to what caused the
holes in tho neckerchief. Lieutenant
McCree expressed the same opinion, but
-ays the hole in the shirt was caused by a
ride-bullet, lie made a strong point of
the fact that the report of ti rearms was
very slight, notwithstanding the evidence
that there was a great tumult in the
street. Tho evidence is conflicting as to
whether one or two shots were tired."

The Procurator tries to make a strong
point in the following language, in
order to demonstrate tiie falsity of the
assertion of Johnson and Langin: "These
bring to mind a number of incidents
which admit of no other course but to re-
ject their evidence. Johnson deposes
that he had Riggin's head on his breast
when two shots were tired on the group
formed by them, and they produce as
proof a neckerchief and sailor's shirt
pierced by a bullet. It this had l>een so,
is it possible that a rifle ball, which can
perforate several persons, would not
have touched him? Ifwhat they assert
be true, they ought to have exhibited
blood-steins, which must have remained
on the shirt. In all his depositions John-
son forgets this incident, which would
have given a greater coloring of truth to
his assertions.''

lie then asks: "Is it possible to be-
lieve them?" The plain answer to this
question is the question of the (act that
the bullet passed diagonally downward
through the loose shirt of Johnson and
into Kiggin's neck. Itcould easily have
done so, and passed two inches from his
breast.

in the case of Turnbull there is much
conflicting testimony, but on the strength
ofthe admission by Charles Gomez that
he used a knife against Turnbull, and the
evidence oftwo witnesses that Jose Au-
mudha Inflicted blows on the American,
and that Federico Rodriguez stabbed
Kiggin in the hip, they lind them guilty,
but add that there is no evidence to show
thai Turnbull's death was caused by
wounds inflicted by Carlos Gomez. John
Davidson, a Baltimore sailor, was found
guilty of hitting with a stone a one-
armed Chilean sailor who was knifing
an American sailor. The final findings
were as follows:

"1 ask the court to condemn Federico
Rodriguez to a minor punishment in a
minimum degree offrom sixty-one to olu
days; Carlos Gomez to a minor punish-
ment in a maximum for three years;
John Davidson to prison in a medium
degree from ten to fifteen years: Jose
Aumudha to prison in medium degree
from three years and one day to five
years."

A gentleman who understands the
Chilean people and Government very
well says it is difficult to say what was
the motive of some of the Government's
conduct, unless it be war. Some things
can be explained away, and some
other things cannot. Sometimes thoy
seem bent on making difficulties, and
adding insult to injury, They have a
very good opinion of themselves, and
fancy they are very great diplomats, but
seem to care precious little lor the diplo-
matic rights of others. Among some of
them, so says my informant, the opinion
prevails that the United States would not
condescend to light so inferior a foe, but
among very many others there exists an
insane belief that she does not dare to
do so.

One ofthe latest disclosures is the curi-
ous fact that Thompson, correspondent of
the London Times, is trying to sell the
Chilean Government a man-of-war. This
man is acting in other directions. Itis he
who caused to be inserted in the Chilean
papers sensations from a lot of European
journals to the effect that the United
States has no navy worth noticing, and
< hile could with no trouble at all sink all
her ships and levy contributions on San
Francisco. The Chileans, when pressed
hard, are forced to admit that they would
ol necessity be compelled to submit to
the United States in the end. That would
be tempered, however, and they would
be let down very easy by their superior
diplomacy.

The Chilean fleet has had steam up for
the lust three or four days, and they have
more or less torpedo practice every day.
The authorities now give out that the
ships are to go south for exercise. The
generally accepted rumor, though, is that
they have been ordered to the Struts of
Magellan with the intention of lying in
wait for Admiral Walker and the white
squadron, in case he be ordered to the
west coast. This may or may not be
true, but there is no doubt the ships are
in lighting trim and ready for action.

FEARFUL WEATHER.

Blinding Snowstorms Beyond the
Missouri River.

TRAINS DELAYED AND BUSINESS AT
A STANDSTILL

An Unusnal Scene of Excitement in

Chicago, Jan. in.—Of twenty-three

mail trains due in Chicago this morning
from all points, fourteen had up to noon
failed to arrive, and not one of them was
on time. The snow blockade is one of
the most extensive ever experienced, and
has delayed trains from all points of the
compass.

Reports from many points in Missouri,
Illinois and Arkansas state that blinding
snowstorms have raged for the last
twenty-four hours, and that all business
is at a standstill and trains are delayed.

QUAY WINS H[s SUIT.
The Jury Returns a Verdict Against

Defendants as Indicted.
BKAVEB, Jan. 18.—"When the trial of

the Quay libel suit was resumed this
morning, Taylor Faunce of Philadelphia
stated that he examined the books of the
Keystone Bank, but found Quay's name
on them only in the matter of the certifi-
cate previously referred to.

John A. Mellan, one of the defendants,
admitted the publication, saying ho re-
ceived the note and tho electrotype
and tlie head-line, "Quay;iToo, Was* In

i It," from Chairman Kerr of the Demo-
cratic State Committee. He thought the
matter for public information, and
printed it.

The defense here rested their case, and
Dougherty began an argument for the
defense. He referred to the rejection of
the Democratic jurors and claimed the
jury was packed. The publication, he
said, was near tho close of a heated cam-
paign, and insisted that whether true or
false, the papers had a right to publish
them as the matter was of public interest,
if not malicious. Attorney Thompson
opened for the commonwealth. He said
the rights of the press must be always
subordinate to the rights of individuals.

At the conclusion of Thompson's argu-
ment Judge Wickham delivered his
charge and Che jury retired.

The jury, after being out twenty-five
minutes, returned a verdict of guilty as
indicted.

LIVELY MEETING.

Unusual Scene of Excitement In the
Trench Chamber of Deputies.

Paris, Jan. 19.—The Chamber of Depu-
ties was to-day the scene of unusual ex-
citement. At the opening of the sitting
President Floquet announced that he had
received intimation from a Boulangist
member (Lauer) that he desired to ask
Premier De Freycinet what steps the
Government would take regarding the
lntranMngeni*s attack upon certain mem-
bers of the Cabinet. De Freycinet said it
was clear that the object of'the question
was to have newspaper articles read from
the tribune reflecting upon the Govern-
ment, and therefore declined to discuss
the matter. [Cheers.]

Several members spoke in favor of the
I previous question. Others opposed the
shelving of the matter, reminding the
House that the President had recently
decided that every member had aright
to be heard in a question not relating to
the foreign policy of the Government,
and maintaining that the House ought
not to vote on a previous question when
it was a case of sheltering a member ofthe

I Cabinet. [Hisses.]

Mall Steamer .John Elder Wrecked
In the Straits of Magellan.

London, Jan. 19.—The Pacific Steam
Navigation Company's steamer John
Klder, from Valparaiso for Liverpool, has
been wrecked in the Straits of Magellan.
All the passengers and crew of the
steamer were saved, but the vessel itself
will be a total loss. A dispatch to the
limes from Santiago de Chile says that
the news of the wreck is causing much
excitement in that city, owing to the fact
that it is generally believed that it was
by this steamer that a number of the ref-
ugees who sought safety at the American
Legation left the country. The passen-
gers are proceeding to Conception, a
1 'hi lean port, 270 miles southwest of San-
tiago.

The only food left is dry mixed herbs. A
traveler from that locality says hardly
anybody appeared to have partaken of
food for three days before his visit. and
all were expecting death. The whole
village took the last sacrament together.

Dahomians Defeated.
Marseilles, Jan. 19. — The steamer

Thibet, from the west coast of Africa, re-
ports that on December 30th a force oi
2,000 Dahomians made an attack upon
katonou. The French garrison made a
gallant defense, the fighting lasting three
hours. Finally the garrison made a
sortie and attacked the party, who lied,
leaving 260 of their dead on the field. The
French loss was three killed and ten
wounded.
