TARIFF DUTIES.

Free Wool Bill Introduced by Con=-
gressman Springer.
WasHINGTON, Jan. 20, —Springer’s free
wool bill introduced to-day is similar to
that made public heretofore, except as
respects the waste and shoddy wool sec-
tion, and the new section providing that
goods in bond until January 1, 1893, the
date the hill goes into effect, may be
taken out of the Custom-houses on pay-
ment of the new duties, the same as |
though imported subsequent to that date.
The waste section reads: ‘“‘The articles
mentioned in paragraph 390 of said Act,
and also all mungo, shoddies, gametted
or corded waste, or other waste produets, |
composed wholly or in part of wool, and

which have been improved or advanced
beyond its original condition as waste by |
the use of machinery or the application |
of labor, or of both, shall on and after the |
1st day of January, 1893, be subject to |
duty at 30 per ceni. ad valorem.” |

It Arrived in Safety in California Last

Night.

Crowds Vislted It at
Size and Weight—Its Route to

San Francisco.

The announcement that the immenss |

gun for the gunboat Monterey would pass
through this city early this
awakened a great deal of interestamong
people here.

Shortly after midnight a crowd began
to gather at the devot, and in less than
fifteen minutes there were over a thou-

train No. 6, which carried the gun
through from Ogden.
Yardmaster Newton announced that

impatiently.

At 12:30 the yard engine brought the |
car up from Sixth street, and there were |

general and hearty cheering when the
crowd caught sight of the gun.

Men and boys clambered upon the car
eager to lay hands upon the curiosity,

and people pushed and elbowed their |
v through the crowd so as to get a good |

Wa)
view.

The gun was certainly worth the
trouble taken to see it. Its enormous
size, and the fact that it is the largest Kll;}[
1s ever been cousiructed for an Ameri-
can ship, excited admiration and a good
deal of enthusiasm. Men thrust their
heads into the muzzle aud breech, while
enthusiastie patriots could be heard shout-

ing, “What will Chile think of this?"’

“Where will Valparaiso be if we geta
shot at her?”’ etc.

The gun remained in the depot for two
out and at-
tached to freight train No. 110 and hauled
away to San Francisco. It goes by way
of Stockton, Niles, San Jose and the
Fourth and Townsend depot. San Fran-
cisco, where it wiil be run on the accom-
modation track tothe Union Iron Works.

CANONIZATION AT ST. PETER'S.
The Church So Large That a Suicide
’ Attracted Little Attention.

No one can form any adequate idea |

tive officers of the mighty host; all in
the uniforms of their various ranks; all
engrossed in the business of their depart-
| ments; all working tegether like paris of

i During the canonization of the Japan-
| ese martyrs there were more than 100,000

priests in Rome. 'The Roman people
called them “black beetles,” because

they swarmed all over the place. The
Roman people have very little respect for
the religion which takes its name from
| their city, believing it to be inimiecal to
Italian patriotism. Perhaps, too, they
are influenced by that ‘familiarity which
breeds contempt. At any rate, I have
never heard more virulent snecers at re-
ligion than in Rome itself, and the most
proiane stories ever told to me were at a
reception in the palace of one of the Car-
dinals.

| The beetles that swarmed up and down
! the seven hills of Rome were not all
black. Some priestly uniforms were
scarlet; others purple; others brown;
