CONFEDERATE FLAG INCIDENT.
The Postmaster at Balrd, Texas, Ex-

plains the Matter.
Washington, Jan. 22.—First Assist-

ant Postmaster-General Whitfield has re-
ceived from the Postmaster at Baird,
Callan County, Texas, an explanation of
the Confederate flag incident. He said at
the time the count}- fair was in progress
the citizens decorated and displayed as
many flags as they could obtain. The
supply of United States flags became ex-
hausted, and the owner of the building in
which the Postotiice was located procured
some bunting and had his sister make a
flag. With only an imperfect knowledge
of how a United States Hag was fash-
ioned, the result of her labor was a com-
plete failure, except as a display ot bunt-
ing. Instead of thirteen stripes, her nag
had only three, with nine stars in the
blue field. But it was hoisted over the
Postoffice building.

Lieneral Whitrield, however, is in pos-
session of aflidavits of five reputable
people, who declare that on several speci-

lates they saw a Confederate flag
flying over the Postoffice building, and
was told by citizens of the town that it
was ,i Confederate flag; but inasmuch as
the Postmaster declared that the flag was
not a Confederate flag, and not purposely
made to resemble one, and expressed
deep regret that he had done anything
that could be construed as a disloyal act
toward the Government, Whitfield is in-
clined to let the incident pass.

RAILROAD MATTERS.

No Special Meeting to be Held of the
Traffic Association.

TSfmw Yokk. Jan. 22.—Replying to the
demands of the Missouri-Pacific for a
special meeting of the Advisory Board of
the Western Traflic Association to con-
sider the charge of violation of agree-
ments, President Roswell Miller to-day
wrote Jay Gould that it is very doubtful
ifa quorum can be had for such special,
meeting, and trusting that Gould would
not insist on it. Ifa quorum is not pres-
ent at the regular Aprilmeeting he would

ionaider it his duty to call a special
meeting. With patience in the matter
he was sure the association would be
much strengthened. Mr. Gould replied
recognizing the force of the objections
and acquiescing in them, particularly in
view of the statement that if no quorum |
is present at the next regular meeting a
special meeting will be called.

Fair ha vex "(Wash.), Jan. 21.—Moses
Youkins, who was found last night in an
unconscious condition lying beside the
railroad track two miles north of this
city, died this morning from injuries,
supposed to have been inflicted
by highwaymen. To-day a large
club covered with blood was
found near the spot where Yonkins
was picked up. His-watch and valuables,
known to have been in his possession
when he left Whatcom yesterday, were
missing. Two men were arrested on
suspicion this afternoon. Youkins came
here with a Kansas colony ten years ago.
He was a veteran of the civil war, ami
since the war has been a Government
scout on the plains.

The Whisky Trust.
•Chicago, Jan. 22.—The Times states

that a plan for the reorganization of
the whisky trust is being considered by
the directory ofthe trust. It is proposed
to unite the distillers not in the whisky
trust on a basis of capitalization of §35,-

--. and then with that combination
the eighty distillers now controlled by
the trust, making a grand joint stock
company, party American and partly
English, with a capitalization of §75 000 -
000 or 8100,000,000, with the absolute
monopoly of manufacturing spirituous
liquors. Another meeting of the Di-
rectors will be held at Peoria February
16th. *

NEW BASEBALL LEAGUE.

Circuit Composed of Clubs From
Western cities.

CHICAGO, Jan. 21.—The "Western
League of Baseball Clubs" was success-
fully organized to-day. The circuit will
be composed of clubs from Kansas City,
Milwaukee, Columbus, Indianapolis,
Minneapolis, St. Paul, Omaha and To-
ledo. James A. Williams of Columbus
was elected President, Secretary and
Treasurer, and L. C. Krauihoil" ofKansas
City Counsel. The constitution inau-
gurates several reforms, all emphasizing
the equal standing of clubs, which are to
consist of twelve men each. A few sub-
stitutes will be under orders from the
Secretary, who is to select all players,
and a committee will then arrange eight
equal dubs and submit them to theleague
for approval. No club can sign or release
a player. The salary limit of each club
is to ue $12,000 for the season.

Will Stand No More Foolishness.
St. Petersburg, Jan. 21.—owing to

the fact that speculators are amassing
wheat in the eastern provinces, tc the
detriment of thousands of famished peo-
ple in th:it part of the empire, tho Czar
has instructed the .Mayor of Moscow to
purchase fij'l en million roubles' worth
of wheat for distribution among the
starving. The Czar has determined to
have no nonsense about it, and em-
powered the Mayor to Offer a fairprice,
and if that was refused, to confiscate
what wheat was required.
