TO PREVENT FOREST FIRES.
A bill for the protection of trees and

| other growth on the public lands and on
{ the public parks and reservations ofthe

United States from destruction by fire.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House
of Representatives of the United States of
America in Congress assembled, That
any person who shall maliciously or
negligently set on fire, or cause to be sot
on fire, any woods, underbrush, or
prairie on any of the public lands or on

any public park or reservation of|
the United States, or who, having !
made a fire on public land or

on a public park or reservation of
the United States for camping or other

| purposes, maliciously or negligenty per-

mits or sutlers the same to injure or
destroy the trees, undergrowth, or
prairie upon such public lands, publie
parks or reservations, or any person who
shall maliciously or negligently permit

| or sutfer any fire which he may have

lighted on other lands than those herecin
set forth to pass thereirom to the public
lands or public parks or reservations of
the United States,to the injury or destruc-
tion of trees, undergrowth or prairie upon
the same or either thercof, shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and,
upon conviction thereof in any district
court of the United States having juris-
dietion of the same, shall be fined in the
sum not to exceed one thousand dollars
or be imprisoned for a term not more
than three years, or both, one-half of the
fine to go to the informer and the re-
maining one-half inte the publie school
fund of the county in which the trees or
other growth so injured or destroyed a
re situated.
AGAINST FRUIT PESTS.

A Dhill to prohibit the interstate trans-
portation of trees, plants, vines or other
nursery stock iniested with scale insects,
or codlin moths, or other pests, or with
their eggs or larv:e, or infected with any
diseases injurious to trees, plants and
vines, and importation into the United
States from any foreign country, of any
thereot so aflected; to provide for penal-
ties for violations thereof, and defining
the duties of certain departments of the
United States with relation thereto.

Every person who,eitherasowner,agent
or otherwise, shall ship, or offer for ship-

| ment, consigned to any point beyond the

boundaries of the Statein which such
shipment is offered for transportation,
any trees, plants, vines or other nursery
stock infested with scale insects, or codlin
moths, or other pests, or with their eggs
or larvee, or infected with any diseases in-
jurious to trees, plants and vines, shall be
deemed guilty of 2 misdemeanor, and on
conviction thereof, shall be punished by
fine not exceeding $1,000, or by imprison-
ment not exceeding one year, or by both
said punishments, in the discretion of the
court.

Section 2. Every transportation com-
pany orcorporation carrying freight from
one State to another that receives for
shipment or transportation, or kas in its
possession as freight or otherwise, any
irees, plants, vines or other nursery stock
infested with scale ;insects and codlin
moths or other pests, or with their eggs
or larvwe, or infected withany diseases in-
jurious to trees, plants or vines shall, for
every violation of this sectionu, be liable
for and forfeit to the United States a
penalty of $1,000.

Section 3. Every conductor, master,
captain, or agent of any railroad, ship,
steamship, express, wagon, or other
method of transportation, who receives
for shipment or transportation, as freight
or otherwise, or has in his possession as
such, awaiting transportation, any such
infected trees, plants, or vines, shall be
liable to punishment by fine not exceed-
ing $250 or imprisonment not exceeding
three months, or both.

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THE RIO VISTA SUSPECT.
Dan. shine Under Arrest on Suspicion
of Being a Murderer.

The man arrested on Friday night by
Oflicer Higgins and Railroad Officer True,
on suspicion of being one of the mur-
derers of Watchman Howard at Rio
Vista, gave his name as Dan. Shine. He
came down from Redding a week ago,
and was in Antioch the day before How-
ard was killed, but says he went from
there to West Hartley, in the coal mine
district.

Shine is well known to the Solano and
Contra Costa oflicers, and it has been
learned that he was run out of Rio Vista
recently. He served two years in the
State Prison for having shot ‘and wound-
ed a man in Martinez some time ago.

He attracted the attention of the con-
ductor and other persons on the train
while on his way up from Renicia by
drawing his pisiol and declaring he
would shoot any man who collided with
his left hand, on which there was a fresh
wound. He was drunk at the fime, and
told one of the passengers he had hurthis
hand in a row at Rio Vista.

When the officers learned of his strange
actions on the train they hunted him up
and found him in restaurant. He de-
clared to them that his hand was cut ac-
cidentally by a man who shaved him at
West Hartley.

The Solano officers will inquire into
Shine’s recent movements, and in the
meantime he will be held here. Chief
Drew and the officers think Shine was
one of the mien engaged in the Rio Vista
murder.
