Letters which Passed Between Blame
and the Chile Government.

Washington, Jan. 2*.—The following
correspondence was sent by Montt to
llaine:

\ alparaiso. which my Government most
sincerely deplored, the judicial author-

jindpunish the guilty parties. From the j
antecedents which the Government of i

< 'hile was able to collect at the j
very outset it appeared that the j
disorder of October Itith began by a I
quarrel among drunken sailors, which
assumed considerable proportions, owing
to the condition of the locality in which
it originated, and the police performed
their duty by re-establishing tranquillity :
and placing the persons who seemed to j
have been concerned in the disorder at i

the disposal of the court.
The Government of Chile has no dataj

authorizing it to think the Quarrel was
due to any dislike of the uniform of the
rnited states, or that the police failed to '

perform their duty. On the contrary, it
;s a well-demonstrated fact that sailors j

intoxicated when they go ashore after
ring been on board their vessel for a

longtime. This is also quite natural.
The intoxication of seamen and the

disorders to which it gives rise, although
they may assume serious proportions
and occasion very lamentable offenses, us
i lie unfortunate case at Valparaiso onthe

The Government of <'bile could not,;

Maid as Bpeedily as compatible with the Jprovisions of the law, with the obligation i
ol collecting all the elements of proof:
that it was possible to collect in order to i
throw full light upon the matter, and
*\ith the necessity of punishing the per- j
petrators of an outrage which had been I
committed, and which bad been in part
Buffered by persons in the service of a j
friendly nation. It was the desire and I
duty of the Government of ''hile to dis- j
cover the truth inorder to make its future i

•codings conform thereto, and in
order that the United States Government
might be satisfied that nothing "was'
neglected in order to do full justice.

You were pleased with your high sense j
of rectitude to remark to me that this ,
proceeding of the Government of Chile 1
was correct, and although you desired !
that the judicial investigation might be j
brought to a close with as little delay as j. you understood that it "was
necessary that ordinary legal proceedings

ich are not as rapid in Chile as in the
: nited States should be held*

I have taken occasion at sundry times
to inform you of what the Chilean author-
ities were doing to bring the in\ estiga-
iion to a close. In the criminal trial held j
; i Valparaiso, not only have the lands- >

men been heard, but also the seamen of
the Baltimore. Both have been con- \
fronted with each other. The report^ of
physicians and experts have been called
lor, the opinion of the surgeon of the
vuiser has likewise been invoked, and,

in a word, nothing has been negled
that could tend to bring the whole truth
to light.

The seamen of the Baltimore made
their statements with the assistance of au

arpreter designated by themselves, j
who was an officer of the cruiser, so that

oath taken by the witnesses, their
confrontation with each other, the re-
ports ofexperts concerning the cause, the
nature of the wounds and the hearing
granted both Chileans and Americans, so
that all might present their complaints
and charges and be heard in their own

\u25a0 iication. give incontestible authority j
io the trial held at Valparaiso.

In the course of our conferences we i
have sometimes considered a case in
which the Government of the United
States and that of Chile should fail to
agree when the investigation should be :

terminated and the two Governments
should have •formed their final opinion.
and agreed to arbitration as the i

ins of settling the difficulty and ad-
vancing farther iv this conciliatory i

spirit. We have ever formally agreed '

that the differences that might arise
should be submitted to arbitration. This
agreement to accept arbitration has been
the basis of several oi' our conferences,
especially that of the l«h inst., and no
antecedent or fact interfering therewith
has come to my knowledge. <)n the con-

''"try. I took occasion to inform you on
the IstofJanuary that my Government
authorized me conclude au agreement
looking to arbitration, and my Govern-
ment subsequently approved the agree-
ment concluded by me with you, of
which Ialso informed you.

As the criminal trial initiated at Val-
paraiso has not come to an ci.d, mv Gov-
ernment has not yet been able to reply to
demands to that of the United States.
The various documents and antecedents
to which Ihave called your attention in
my foregoing communication were de-
signed to inform the United States Gov-
ernment of the progress of the judicial
investigation ami of the facts thereby
elicited. They do not, however, consti-
tute a reply, which can only be given
when the facts are definitely brought to
light by the sentence which must be pro-
nounced by the courts.

The testimony which the Government
of the United States has caused to lie
taken in California from the crew of the
Baltimore cannot take the place of the
trial being held at Valparaiso, where the
offense was committed. The testimony
may be useful for a disciplining or ad-
ministrative purpose in the United States,
but it cannot serve asa basis of judicial
sentence, either in Chile or the United
States.

A copy, which I have to-day had the
honor to send you, of a statement made
by one of the seamen of the Baltimore at
Valparaiso, shows that the seaman made
no charge against the police. The charges
which he makes there, in the absence of
the accused parties, in contradiction ofI
his first statement, have no value either |
in law or in your enlightened opinion. It j
is to be observed, moreover, that the jstatement made by this seaman at Valpa-
raiso was attested by the J ucige, by "the !
Signature of the seaman himself, and by
that of the interpreter, who was an officer
Of the Baltimore, and who had been ap-
pointed for the express purpose of inspir-
ing deponents wiih contideuce.

You were pleased to state in your in-
structions to Egan that the undersigned
has not communicated to the United
Mates Government the note addressed to
himbyMattaon the 11th of December
last. The first time the honorable (Secre-
tary ofState saw fit to call my attention
to the aforesaid note of Matta", I told him
that the note contained instructions ad-
dressed to me by .Matta, and that as Ihad
not been directed to communicate olli-
cially to the Department of State tiiei c was
no reason why the honorable Secretary
should take cognizance of it. I further
remind you that it was the doctrine es-
tablished by the American Government
that documents exchanged between the
President and Congress or between the
Department of State and the diplomatic
representatives of the United Mates in
foreign countries could not form the
subject ofdiscussion for foreign Govern-
ments. I also took tiie liberty to remind
you of the illustrious Webster and the
representative ot Austria in LBSO. fl he
Austrian Government complained at that
time because it considered the instruc-
tions sent to the representatives of the
United States unjust or disrespectful to
Austria, the said instructions having
been published in a message of the Pres-
ident who sent it to the Senate.

"This department," said Mr. Webster,
"has on a former occasion informed the
Ministers of foreign powers that a com-
munication from the President to either
House ofCongress is regarded as a do-
mestic communication, of which, ordi-
narily, no foreign power has cognizance,
and in more recent cases the great impro-
priety of making such communication
the subject of correspondence and diplo-
matic discussion has been fullyshow n."

The circumstances ofpublicity does not
change the character of the communica-
tion, in the opinion of Webster, "because
such is the common, usual mode ofpro-j
ceeding" with the communications ofthe
President and the Senate. It was, there-
fore, on the nature of the note, and on no
other reason than that, I passed by ab-
stention from communicating to you the
instructions which Matta bad sent me on I
the 11th of December, and 1 had the honor iso to inform you. I added, however,
that it was far from being the purpose of
my Government to act in a manner at all !
offensive to the President of the United I
States or any member of his Cabinet, and
that Matta's note, if rightly interpreted,
admitted of nosuch construction. I after- {
wards had the honor to inform you that I I
received instructions from my Govern- i
ment to informthat ofthe United States
that in consideration of the views ex-
pressed by Buchanan and Webster in
lM!»and LSSO, that the messages sent by j
the President to Congress were domestic
communications which cannot serve as a
basis for the interpretations of foreign I
powers or representatives, my Govern- \
ment had no objection to the striking out
ofthe note of December Jith such words :
us might be considered disagreeable to
the United States Government.

Oh the 18th inst. an official telegram
was published, which had been addressed I
by the commander of the Yorktown to |
the Secretary of the Navy, couched in j
terms offensive to the Government of
Chile. In view of what we had said con-
cerning the note of December 11th, I
deemed ii my duty to call your attention
to that telegram. The lofty spirit of jus-
tice which characterizes you did not per-
mit you to hesitate to tell me that the
wording of said telegram was improper
and objectionable. This declaration on
your part, which was as impartial as just,
terminated the incident.

Since the early part of the month of
October, when I had the houor to be
invited to unofficial conferences with
representatives of the Department of
State, the credentials which accredited
me as the Minister of Chile had not yet
arrived.

It has been repeated to me on numer-
ous occasions by the United States Gov-
ernment that if the representative of the
(nited States was not persona grata to
the < Government of Chile it was sufficient
for the Government of Chile so to state,
and that said representative would be
succeeded by another. It is a rule, based
upon the nature of diplomatic relations,
and designed to make them Crank and
cordial, that the representative ofa nation
must be persona grata to the Government
to which he is accredited.

In the conference with which you were
pleased to favor me on the 20th inst., Ihad the honor to state that the repre-
sentative of the United States at Santiago
was not persona grata to the Govern-
ment of Chile, which would be
very glad to receive another repre-
sentative from the T" nited States.
You were pleased to aekowiedge that the
Government of Chile has the right to ask
that a change should be made. After-
ward, having your notice, Iaddressed to
you in writing the same communication
which I had made to you verbally. I
have deemed it my duty to state in this
note the foregoing facts, "which show the
friendly nnd cordial purpose of our con-
ference, in whicli you took the most im-
portant part.

IN CASE OF WAR.

The Government Prepared to En-
force Its Demands.

CHILE WOULD HAVE MET A FOR-
MIDABLE ENSMY.

The Entire Available Naval Force,

Consisting of Ten Warship*, "Would

Have Been Concentrated in Chilean
Ports, with the Mlantonomah, New-

ark and Vesuvius Held in Reserve
for Possible Service.

Washington, Jan. 28.—1t was openly

admitted at the Navy Department to-
day, now that there is no longer any
reason for concealment, that the Govern-
ment was full3T prepared to enforce its
demands against Chile in case they had
not been secured by more pacilie meth-
ods of negotiation through diplomatic
channels. The entire available naval
force would have been concentrated so as
to be able to make an almost concerted
attack on Chilean ports.

The Pacific squadron, consisting of the
San Francisco, Charleston, Baltimore,
Boston and Yorktown, would have been
speedily reinforced by the South Atlantic
squadron, now at Montevideo, consisting
of the Chicago, Atlanta, Benningion and
Essex, and the Philadelphia and Con-
cord, ofthe North Atlantic squadron.

The two last-named vessels are now on
their w;iy to Montevideo. The Concord
arrived at Bahia to-day, and the Phila-
delphia is beyond that port on her way
to Montevideo. Ifshe touches at Bahia
it is probable she and the Concord will
be ordered back to the West Indies.
The Miantonomah, -New York and
Vesuvius were held in reserve for pos-
sible service.

At the same time great stores ofcoal,
ammunition and provisions had been for-
warded to both the Atlantic and Pacific
Coasts, so the licet should be amply sup-
plied in case foreign ports should be
closed to them. Arrangements were
in;ule for the immediate use ofa number
of transports and auxiliary cruisers, and
the steamship Ohio was to be ritted out at
Boston as a repair ship. Four steamships
were chartered from the Earl Steamship
Company, ladeo with coal, and sent to
Moute\ ideo. It is believed that one of
them has already reached Montevideo,
and the others willreach there in a short
time. These vessels were to be used as
colliers, and would ply between the naval
fleet and home points. The steamer San
Benito was chartered for similar service;
on the Pacific Coast, and other arrange-
ments were made to secure the delivery
of 10,000 tons of coal a month at a point
convenient for the naval vessels. The
plans contemplated the early seizure of a
Chilean port for use as a basis ofsupplies.

These preparations entailed great ex-
pense, roughly estimated at about
$2,000,000. The foregoing estimate in-
cludes coal, additional expense attending
the pushing ot work on the vessels now
under contract, and extra work atthedif-
erent yards and shops.

The orders of officers and men to the
Ohio have been revoked, and the work of
fitting her out is suspended. The depart-

I inent will now be busy for a long time
undoing many of its preparations and re-
storing the naval establishment to its
usual basis.

WHKN THE NOTE WAS RECEIVED.
"Washington, Jan. 28.—Some question

jhaving been raised about the time of the
receipt of the message from Egan to
Blame conveying the note of Peirerra,
Chilean Minister of Foreign Affairs,
Private Secretary Halford to-night gave
the following statement:

"Mr. Egan'fl dispatch from Santiago
was a iong one, and was received in two
installments, as appeared by the copy
which came to the State Department, the
tirst part being dated at Santiago January,
25th, and the second part dated Santiago,
January 26th, the address, 'Blame, Wash-
ington,' being repeated on the second
part. A memorandum was on the tirst
part of the dispatch to the effect that it
was received at the Department of State
jat 9:08 a. m. of the 2t>th (Tuesday). The

! translated copy had not come to the
\ Executive Mansion until during the
i meeting ofthe Cabinet, who were waiting
for it, and that must nave been between
12 and 1 o'clock. The lirst information
the President had ofthe receipt of the dis-
patch catne from General John W. Pos-
ter, who called on the morning of the
20th, between 10 and 11 o'clock, about
some other matter, and told the President
a dispatch had come from Egan, which
was being translated."
AXXIOISI.Y AWAITING THE OUTCOME.

Santiago, Chile (via Galveston\ Jan.

2Mh. There is a much quieter feeling
here than was evident yesterday and dur-
ing the past few days. The Chilean offi-
cials, however, continue to express sur-
prise at the ultimatum forwarded from
President Harrison. An Associated
Press correspondent to-day had an inter-
view with one of the most prominent
officials in the Chilean Foreign Office.
The correspondent was courteously met
and the conversation was free and cordial.
In the course of the Interview it was
shown very plainly that the Foreign
Office would not say in a direct manner
that Miuister Monti had been deceived
and mislead by any note or word received
by him from the American Secretary of
State, but it was evident the official
thought so.

He said that Blame had all along given
Montt to understand that a settlement of
the serious controversy between the two
republics was being reached, and Blame
a month ago proposed the submission to
arbitration of the outrageous assault
upon the Baltimore's sailors, and also
agreed to accept Montt's terms for the
withdrawal of the Matta telegram. Itis
asserted here that Egan inlormed the
Chilean Government a week ago that the
question at issue was being settled. Egan
declared that he had said nothing of the
kind.

On the night of the receipt of the \ilti-
matum a cablegram was received from
Minister Montt advising the Chilean Gov-
ernment to stand firm, as all was favora-
ble in Washington.

There is intense excitemeut here as to
the outcome of the situation. Everyone,
from the highest official to the most hum-
ble citizen, wishes to know if America
accepts the terms of Chile's reply to
President Harrison's ultimatum.

i:<;an taken to task.
New York, Jan. 2Sth.—Kichard. L.

he said, growing eloquent, "my Ameri-
can blood rises in indignation at the
thought that the gtsrsana -tripes should
have sheltered such ruffians."

AN L'.NCOMKORTABLK FKKL.ING.
Nkw York, Jan. 28.—A Herald San-

tiago special says: The Administration is
not feeling comfortable over the situation
of the controversy between the United
States and Chile. Pedro Montt is blamed
in a measure for misleading the Govern-
ment here as to the state of affairs. It ia
well known thai certain prominent men
advised the Government some time ago
to go slowj:in this trouble, but their ad-
\it i- was not heeded. The course pur-
sued seems u> have been actuated by a
fear of the Radicals, among whom Matta
is the central figure.

It is rather ludicrous to note the change
in tone of the remarks on Kgan in San-
tiago and Valparaiso. The P&rviner,
which has hitherto been heaping abuse onhim, is now fullof the most amiable com-
ments on the American Minister. With
other papers it is the same thing.

LONDON PRESS COMMENT.
London, .lan. 28.—The Standard in an

editorial says: Senor Perierra, Chilean
Minister of Foreign Affairs, cannot be
suspected ofany desire to make President
Harrison look foolish, but the circum-
stances make up for the absence of de-
sign. We are not quite sure that the
judgment of the managers or his party
will sincerely echo President Harrison's
remark that the turn of affairs between
the two countries is very gratifying.

TOWN OF IOWA HILL.

SECRETARY XOBLE SETTLES A
VERY IMPORTANT QUESTION.

He Decides That Hobson and Others
Should be Allowed to Make En-

try for the Tract.

Washington, Jau. 28.—Secretary No-
ble to-day decided an interesting case in-
volving the town of lowa Hill,Placer
County, CaL It was the case of B. F.
Myers vs. John B. Hobson et al., involv-
ing a mineral application for land in Sac-
ramento District. The Commissioner's
decision in holding Hobsou's mineral ap-
plication for cancellation is reversed by
Secretary Noble. He says Hobson et al.
should be allowed to make entry for the
tract. Hobson, in 1887, made a mineral
application for the Excelsior Placer Mine.
It had once been embraced in the Central
Pacilie Company's selections, but was
cancelled on account of the existence of
minerals, in June, 1887. B. F. Myers,
Superior Judge of Placer County, as ex
ollicio trustee for the inhabitants of the
town of lowa Hill, filed an application
for patent to the fractional northwest
quarter of said section 33, alleging that
the land was more valuable for agricul-
tural purposes and for the purpose of res-
idency, trade and business than for min-
ing purposes. After a hearing the Regis-
ter and Receiver found that the land in
question possessed but little or no value
for agricultural or for municipal or resi-
dence purposes, or as a townsite, but that
it possessed positive and high value for
mineral purposes. The Commissioner
reversed this decision and au appeal was
taken to the department.

The Secretary says the town of lowa
Hillhas been in existence since 1854, and
soon after mining operations began in
Placer County. Tl^^vn once had more
than one thousand inhabitants, but at the
time of the trial only about one hundred
and fifty, of whicli only thirty resided on
the tract in question. The majority, and
the better class Of citizens, lived on land
adjoining this tract, and knew nothing of
this townsite application and were op-
posed to it. The land had a positive
value for its minerals. Thousands of
dollars have already been taken from
this ground. Some of the townsite wit-
nesses testified that the tract is not valu-
able for mining purposes, but their opin-
ions are mainly based upoti results ob-
tained in former years. The failure to
obtain good returns from hydraulic
\u25a0works thirty years ago is no criterion of
present value of mineral land, with the
present improved machinery. Cheapened
supplies have increased the "knowledge of
mining, etc.

FARMERS' ALLIANCE.
Lively Contest Over the Election or

Officers.
Chicago, Jan. 28.—The election of of-

ficers of the Farmers' Alliance took place
this afternoon, and President Powers of
Nebraska did not get enough votes for a
third term. O. P. Ravens of Washington
had far superior strength, and was elected.
Rumors of discord over the Secretary and
Treasurer wore floating around, and
when the incumbent, August Post of
lowa, was nominated, a cry went up that
he had been hobnobbing with the Repub-
licans. After a brief struggle, Adolphe
l>ollemand of Nebraska was elected in
Post's place.

The annual report of the Secretary and
Treasurer Post is understood to have
shown a large delinquency in dues, and a
deficit.

After a lengthy debate a resolution was
adopted to the effect that each State dele-
gation decide whether or not it be repre-
sented at St. Louis, and that the sending
of delegates should in no wise commit
the Alliance to affiliation with the new-
party.

The Knights of Labor of the State in con-
vention have resolved to support no city
for a state Capital whose citizens employ
Chinese or support Chinese tradesmen.

BLOWN INTO ETERNITY.

Terrific Explosion of Dualin Near
Honeybrook. Pa.

A SHANTY CROWDED WITH MINERS
DEMOLISHED.

Two Men Killed and Many Others

Seriously Injured—Not One of the
O-cupnnts Escape Being Hurt—Five
Men Killed by the Explosion of a

Locomotive Boiler on the Philadel-
phia and Reading Railroad.

Wixjebsbabrk (Pa.), Jan. 23.—There

was a terrific explosion of dualin at
Honeybrook to-day. Twenty Hunga-
rian miners employed in coal stripping
were sitting around a stove in the work-
men's shanty eating lunches when sev-
eral sticks of dualin near the stove ex-
ploded, blowing the shanty to pieces and
scattering the inmates in all directions.
Two men were instantly killed, the bodies
being shockingly mutilated. Of the oth-
ers, not one escaped injury. Men were
lying around in every direction, some
with arms and legs broken and blood
pouring from gaping wounds. Itis be-
lieved that a number of the wounded
will die.

The explosive was not ordinary dyna-
mite, but dualin, one of the highest ex-
plosives made. The explosion was
caused by the men thoroughly heating it,
then exposing it to the cold, causing it to
contract.

Dr. Keller to-night telegraphs that be-
side fractures of the skull and bones of
the iace, the body of each patient con-tained scores of wounds made as if by
bullets, the legs, arms and chests espe-
ciallybeing pierced with dualin from two
to lour inches deep. The probing of the
wounds did not reveal in a single in-
stance any foreign body at the bottom of
the wound.

Most of the unfortunates were married
and have mots or le;>*s large l'ainllies*.

FATAX BOIUBB EXPLOSION.
Reading (Perm.), Jan. boiler

ofa Philadelphia and Reading coal en-
gine blow up at Newcastle this morning,
i'ive were instantly killed. The bodies
were horribly mangled. One has not vet
been found. The cause of the explosion
is unknown.

Fireman Paul's remains were found 300
feet away from the scene in a creek.
Brakeman Turner was found 500 feet
across the valley, his head crushed and
one of his legs off. After several hours'
search the remains of Brakemau Winter-
stein were found half-way up the mount-
ain, 400 feet above the creek. Engineer
Zeigler and Brakeman Sands werethrown up a bank 200 feet with the fire-
box. Trees were uprooted and debris
lined the hillsides.

CONGRESSIONAL.
Yesterday's Proceedings in the Senate

nnd House.
Washington, Jan. 28.— 1n the Senate

to-day, the President's message, trans-
mitting additional correspondence in the
Chilean matter, was presented and read, i
it was referred, with the correspondence, j
to the Committee on Foreign Relations.

A resolution ottered directing the Sec-
retary ofState to furnish the Senate copiesof all agreements made with other coun-
tries relating to the interchange of trade
and commerce, with all information re-
ceived as to the practical effect of such
agreements, was then taken up and Haleaddressed the Senate on the subject.

Argument was then continued on the
La Abra claim, and afterward a brief ex-
ecutive session was held.

The Senate then adjourned tillMonday.
IN THK HOUSE.

Washington, Jan. 28.—The debate on
the rules was resumed this morning, but
was broken into by the presentation of
the President's message and the Chilean
correspondence. After being read, they
were referred to the Committee on For-
eign Affairs.

The discussion on the rules was then
resumed.

Reed spoke in opposition to the com-
mittee's report. He favored the rules of
the Fifty-first Congress, and proclaimed
his adherence to the majority rule. He
criticised the Holman amendment, con-
tending that this body ought to be as free
as it could for the purpose of legislation.
He said the majority was responsible not
only for what happened, but what did not
happen. [Applause on the Republican
side.]

Allen of Mississippi drew the attention
of the House to the Chilean controversy
again by moving to amend the rules by
increasing the membership of the Com-
mittee on Foreign Relations from thirteen
to seventy-five, and delivered a humor-
ous speech in support thereof. The great
struggle to which the members of the
committee had been subjected the last
two days, he said, prompted him to offer
this amendment. The House had no
right to impose so much responsibility on
thirteen men. Furthermore, that was an
unlucky number, and he didn't want
any unlucky happenings in foreign af-
fairs.

Allen went on to say that he was not fa-
miliar with the diplomatic correspond-
ence between nations, but he did know
the code of honor which governs gentle-
men in Mississippi. "If, when onegen-
llemen institutes a correspondence with
another and brings him down to the
point of difference, and finally sends him
an ultimatum—if that man, after sending
that ultimatum, were to rush into print
and publish the correspondence before he
had time to hear from the ultimatum,
he would be persona Ron grata in that
State. Itis not the proper thing, when
you have sent an ultimatum, to rush into
print and give your side ofthe case to the

i country before you have a reply."
Allen then read from a newspaper in-

terview a remark by ex-Speaker Keiler
to the effect that the sentiment in the
Republican party is drifting rapidly to-
ward Harrison. His message on the
Chilean embroglio was issued just in
time. "Now," says Allen, "this drifting
of sentiment toward the President might
have stopped i: ne hadn't got in here with
that Chilean message 'just in time.' I
remember that not a great while ago,
when the President was to go to Mew
York, the train that was to leave at 11:40
was detained until 12:10, lest the Presi-
dent should travel on Sunday, and yet
I'm informed that the President had a
number of printers working all day last
Sunday to get that message ofhis in 'just
in tinie.V [Great laughter and Demo-
cratic applause.]

Allen's motion was defeated.
The rules were then read by paragraphs

for amendment.
The membership of the Committee on

Interstate and Foreign Commerce was
increased from 16 to 17.

llemphili offered an amendment giv-
ing the Committee on the District of
Columbia jurisdiction over the appro-
priations for the support of the district.

Pending action, Cochran of New York
announced the death of Representative
Spinolo, and the House, as a mark of
respect, adjourned.

Death of a California Pioneer.
Springfield (111.), Jan. 28.—Captain

John S. Brodford, United States Commis-

sioner here, died this afternoon, aged TO.
He was appointed Commissioner in 1876.
He was a California '49er, a Captain in the
Mexican war, and a former Mayor of
Springfield. He was a member of the
tirsi California Legislature in 1549. Dur-
ing: the civil war he was Commissary,
with the rank of Lieutenant-Colonel, be-
ing the first officercommissioned by Gov-
ernor Yates, and stationed at Camp Yates.

NATIONAL. BOARD OF TRADE.

Action Taken iv Relation to a Uniform
Kill of Lading.

Washington, Jan. 28.—The National
Board of Trade to-day devoted some time
to the discussion of the question of a uni-
form bill of lading. A resolution was
finally adopted requesting Congress to
amend the interstate commerce law in-
volving the liability of carriers as estab-
lished by the common and statutory law.
The next matter was a resolution ap-
proved by the Board of Trade of Chi-
cago, which, while recognizing the justice
of the charge imposed by the railroad
company lor use of cars which wore not
promptly unloaded, says it is also due to
the customers that when goods are not
promptly delivered the railroad should
be responsible to the consignee for the
delay. The resolution was slightly modi-
tied and adopted.

Aresolution was offered by Mr. Laren
of Milwaukee, which recites that while
the evils resulting from excessive trading
in agricultural and other products of the
country are recognized, and measures
calculated to restrict such trading within
legitimate limits is favored, yet any legis-
lation is deprecated which lays a tax
upon or interferes in any way with the
freedom of commercial transactions in
such products, whether for immediate or
future delivery.

THE MEMPHIS TRAGEDY.

Alice Mitchell Tells Why Slio Mur-
dered Freda "Ward.

M imphis, Jan. 2S. —Alice Mitchell, the
murderess of Freda Ward, talking with
counsel, said she killed Freda because
she loved her and Freda refused tomarry
her. On all other subjects the girl seems
perfectly rational, and does not realize
the enormity of her crime. She says she
asked Freda to marry her three times,
and the murdered girl at last consented.
Later Freda returned the engagement
ring, whereupon Alice was miseiable.
"Icould not bear to be separated from
her," said she, "and resolved to kill her."
The letters she wrote to Freda are full of
the most endearing terms, and go to
show that the girl eagerly looked forward
to the time when she could make Freda
hfir wife- St.ratige to say, from what can
be learned, Freda herself seemed to be
infatuated with Alice, and willingly as-
sented to the proposed marriage. The
affair was to have been in the nature of
an elopement.

Rescued From a Watery Grave.
New York, Jan. 28.—The two scows

of the Street Cleaning Department, which
were driven to sea in a gale, were found
sixty miles at sea last night. They are
now safely anchored in the harbor. The
men on the scows which were rescued
tell thrilling tales of their experiences.
They were out over thirty-six hours.
The scows became covered with ice, the
weather being unusually cold. In addi-
tion to this and to fright the men had to
contend with the pangs of hunger, there
being but little food aboard. The men
say that three steamers passed, but took
no notice ofthem. They never expected
to reach shore alive.

A man from the rescued scows says the
tug Webster and two scows, with four-
teen men all told, are supposed to be
drifting further out to sea. Some of them
say there is slight doubt but that the
Webster has gone to the bottom.
