A Question of Citizenship Settlod.
First Deputy Attorney-General Lay-

son, in response to a query propounded
by the Chairman of the Republican < ity
Central Committee, gave the following
opinion:

"In reply to your inquiry I have to
state that a son born in a foreign country
ofalien parents, whose father dies before
coming to this country, whose mother
moves to < alifornia and marries a citizen
ofthis State and Nation while said son is
a minor, becomes a citizen by virtue of
the naturalization of his mother. Sec-
tions 2172 and 19(4, Revised Statutes ofthe
United States, are to be construed to-
gether. The tact that one assumes the
name of his stepfather is of no signifi-
cance. He derives his citizenship
through his mother."

PACIFIC 1 OAST SAVIN<;s BOCnRTT.
Itis difficultto classify this association,

Miients of a savings bank.

The report of this company was re-

ceived only after repeated #-e<jviests and
much delay. The assets and liabilities
are the same in amount, $84,3]
"From their report it appears that this
company is using about twice as much
borrowed money as it receives from
members, and that $4,100 of its assets con-
si>t of members' accounts in arrears, of
which $1,215 is for tines. Nearly one-
fourth of its entire membership business
is delinquent, which is remarkable, since I
it is generally believed that prompt pay-
ment is an essential feature of building :
and loan associations.

"Itappears that it has cost this com-
pany over Ss.o Ni to collect uy|26,090 from
members and to borrow $4<),"iH)o, or say .'JO
per cent, of the actual business of the
company. The by-laws provide for
an Auditing Committee, aud there is a
provision for a surplus fund. Unlike
most Nationals, there is no provision in
the by-laws for an expense fund, but
there appears to be '< lass K'stock, on
which payments are teu cents per share
per month, and it is possible that these
shares represent the amounts required
for expenses.

"The lines and withdrawal penalties aremore or less similar to other nationals,
and indicate similar methods, which ap-
pear to be unfair, in allowing unreason-
able expenses and yet promising to in-
vestors greater returns than are obtain-
able in the usual channels—two condi-
tions that are impossible."'

ILLEGITIMATE AND MISLEADING.
Inconcluding their report the Bank Com-

missioners state that, white the so-called
"local building and loan associations
otter to their patrons the advantages of
co-operation and the benefits of economy
and thrift, the so-called '•nationals," al-
though identical in purpose, seem to de-
prive their patrons of the very objects
for which these associations are organ-
ized. The strictly .National Building and
Loan Associations of California are or-
ganized and conducted mainly for the
benefit of the managers, whose promises
to their patrons are very doubtful of ful-
fillment, and whose methods are illegiti-
mate, to say the least.

NOT CO-OPERATIVE.
The report goes on to say that "man-

agers oi any commercial enterprise arc,
ofcourse, justly entitled to all they can
honestly make, but building and loan
associations, unlike ordinary companies,
are entirely mutual concerns, all partic-
ipants sharing in all benefits. Itis here
that the nationals utterly fail; for,
no;withstanding their pretentious an-
nouncements, their claim to be co-op-
erative is entirely mythical. Their
metho Is of advertising are misleading
and deceptive, for it is the custom to
cover their circulars with the names of
prominent and wealthy citizens who have
no connection whatever with the associa-
tion, but whose name #t once inspires
confidence in the unsuspecting investor.
