though identical in purpose, seem to de-
prive their patrons of the very objects
for which these associations are organ-
ized. The strictly National Building and
LLoan Associations of California are or-
ganized and conducted mainly for the
benefit of the managers, whose promises
to their patrouns are very doubtful of ful-
fillment, and whose methods are illegiti-
mate, to say the least.

NOT CO-OPERATIVE.
The report goeson to say that ‘““man-

agers of any commercial enterprise are,
of course, justly entitled to all they can
honestly make, but building and loan
associations, unlike ordinary cotupanies,
are.entirely mutual concerns, all partic-
ipants sharing in all benefits. It is here
that the nationals utterly fail; for,
notwithstanding their pretentious an-
nouncements, their claim to be co-op-
erative is entirely mythical. Their
methods of advertising .are misleading
and deceptive,
cover their circulars with the names of
prominentand wealthy cttizens who have
no connection whatever with the associa-
tion, but whose name # once inspires
confidence in the unsuspecting investor,
The advertisement stating that they are
under the direct supervision of the Bank
Commissioners is
AN ILLEGITIMATE WAY
TRADE.
*“Some also use the words ‘savings
banks’ in large and conspicuous letters,
which is a public misrepresentation. One
of the unjust features of the nationals
seems to be that, through their advertise-
ments and agents, they offer the public
great inducements for in\'_estmems, but
through the by-laws the \\'lllldl‘&\\'ing‘nf
any funds is surrounded by so many de-
ductions that all who do not constantly
coniribute for the pericd of seven years
