“Did you make any statement at all
| that night ?”’ asked Mr. Ryan.

“I don’t know. If I did I must have

been crazy,” replied Dobson,

{ Mr. Ryan then asked the witness if he
{ had not sent word to him (Ryan) on
| Thursday that he wanted to see him, and,
meeting him at the Sheriff’s ofiice, if he
did not offer to repeat the confession on
the witness-stand 1f the District Attorney
would make him a State witness,

Dobson was very reticent on this sub-
| ject. He admitted that he had met the
Distriet Attorney and had had a talk with
him. ~He declared, though, that Mr.
Ryan had asked him to turn State’s evi-
dence, but he (the witness) only said he
would see about it.

In answer to further guestionsasked
by the District Attorney, Dobson said he

Lodi several days ago, but he denied that
he had admitted to him that he had made
a confession.

When the District Attorney was
| through with Dobson Mr. Johnson re-

newed his motion to have the confession
stricken from the evidence.

The prosecution announced that they
wished to contradict Dobson’s evidence,
so Mr. Johnson’s motion was temporarily
| withdrawn again.

BRUNER DENIES IT,
Attorney Bruner was placed on the
| witness-stand and denied that he told
‘ Dobson he **had four aces on him.” He
| was taken into the jail to see Dobson by
Chief of Police Drew. He only talked to

Dobson a few minutes, and asked him if
| he desired to make a statement. Dobson
{ said he would make a statement to Dis-
| trict Attorney Ryan. Bruner and the
Chief then wentaway and hunted up Mr.
Ryan. When they found him they se-
cured the services of Stenographer Davis,
and with Police Captain Lee and the
Sheriff, visited the jail again. Dobson
| was brought out and voluntarily made a
confession. Mr. Bruner said the idea
that Dobson would confess was evolved
in his own mind and that there was no
talk about the matter with the Distriet
Attorney or others prior to Débson’s
confession. The witness denied pos-
itively that any promises of immunity
were held out to Dobson in order to get
him to make the statement.

Sheriftf Stanley was the next witness.
He testified that he was present when
Dobson made his confession. He was
positive that there were no threats or
promises,

Under cross-examination the Sheriff
explained that he permitted the District
Attorney and others to see Dobson be-
cause they had arranged for the inter-
view with Under Sheriff Bugbey during
the witness’ absence. He did not know
that Mr. Johuson was Dobson’s attorney,
but added that even if he had knewn it
he would have acted just as he did.

Police Captain Lee was sworn and cor-
roborated the statements that no threats
or promises were made to Dobson. The
{ laiter made the statement voluntarily
| and was not drank.

No More Children Can be Accommo-
dated in its Present Condition—An
Appeal for Homeless Walfs.

One of the public institutions of this
city, in the proper maintenance of which
the people have always manifested a com-
mendable spirit of pride, is the Protest-
ant Orphan Asylum. Although its name
may seem to imply that it is conducted
on the principle of strict sectarianism,
such is not the fact. The asylum shelters,
among its 150 inmates, children whose
parents were of various creeds, and no
bar is set up against parentless and home-
less little ones on that score.

Hence it is an institution that is entitled
to liberal aid from all classes and relig-
ions, its mission being one of pure
charity.

To properly house and care for those
helpless waifs who are, by death or de-
sertion, cast upon the world to struggle
for existence, is the constant aim of the
good ladies who give their time, and en-
ergies, and motherly care to promote the
well-being of unfortunate children.
Wherefore it is meet and just that they
should receive the aid and encourage-
ment of the community. Fathers and
mothers who may be called suddenly by
death can do no more worthy actthan
aid, so far as their means will allow, in

placing institutions of this characteron a |

safe and solid footing; for there is no
telling when the asylum may become the
home of their own loved ones.

The lady managers of the Orphan Asy-
lum have now in contemplation the

The proposed
improvements also include the repaint-
ing of the building, inside and outside, a
new furnace for heating purposes, the fill-
ing in and refencing of the grounds, and
other things.

The one hundred and fifty orphans and
half-orphans, of all nationalities and re-
ligions, now there, are all that the asylum
can accommodate, and more room will be
required to meet the steadily growing de-
mand upon it, which keeps pace with the
increasing population.

Among the children now in the home
are some twenty-five that would other-
wise be a direct charge upon the county.
This fact explains the necessity for the
recent application to the Board of Super-
visors for a small monthly allowance to-
ward the support of the institution, which
that body wisely granted.

Next week a comiittee will begin a
canvass of the city for subscriptions to

enable the managers to carry out their |

plans for the improvement of the asylum,

and it is hoped that they will be received |
by the citizens—not as solicitors in an un- |

worthy cause — but as
friends of parentless and homeless chil-
dren whom misfortune had thrown upon
the charity of the community.

All cannot, of course, give largely, even
to so worthy a cause, but there are many
thousand citizens who can spare some-
thing without the slightest inconvenience
to themselves; and even small sums from
many individvals will materially assist
in raising the necessary fund for the good
work contemplated.

Mandamus Case Submitted Yes-
terday on Demurrer.

The question involved in the petition

for a writ of mandamus by the Board of

Education against the City Trustees was
submitted to Judge Catlin yesterday on
demurrer and arguments by W. A. An-
derson for the School Board and C. L.
White for the Trustees.

The case grows out of the refusal of the

Trustees to levy atax of 35 cents on each |
$100 for the maintenance of the schools, |

the sum fixed being but 26 cents. The
question is one purely of a proper con-
struction of the law—whether or not it is
mandatory on the Trustees to levy as
high as 35 cents on the demand of the
School Board, or whether the ‘frustees
can exercise their discretion in the mat-
ter.

Mr. Anderson argued that the Trus-
tees have no discretion, while Mr. White
held they have. He insisted, further-
more, that the estimate and detailed state-
ment set forth in the petition are not such
a detailed statement as the law requires,
After argument the case was submitted.
Judge Catlin will render his opinion
within a few days.
