
TERROR TO EVIL.

The Duty of the Citizen to Himself
and Country.

Though We Have Good !Laws, Tliey

Are Not Enforced as They

Should Be.

The Rev. R. M. Stevenson delivered
the foilowinc sermon recently at, the

Presbyterian Church :
"Rulers ar? not a terror to the good work,

but to the evil.'"—Kom. xiil.. 3.
Paul is not stating a matter of history. Be

is not laying anything of the rulers of his
timeorotn. t times as to the. r actual practice.
He is su*ti;;g what ought to be true of all
rulers at all Him S.

lie has just said, 'Tne powers that be are
oitiainedoi God," and inview of that fa< -t be
describes in the text what the efl'ect ought to

be of tlii> power in the hand of the ruler. It
Ought to be a terror to cvii. Tne practicai
question is, Are our rulers a terror to cvii, and
ifnot why not, and what is the iemedy?

ii is natural to begin this discussion by
looking first at our city governments Are our
rulers here a terror to the -evil elements in
societ y?

n [am tobe guided by what I read in the
newspapers, and bs What citizens orgoou
Manning U<l me. and by what I myself see
eserj day, I say in all sincerity <>ur rulers are
jiOt a t •: 1ior !•> the evil, but rath<-r to the good.
This will, however. a;>)H-ar more evident as
we proceed. Do our rulers fail to be a terror
to the evil because we nave not ptao d !•( \u25a0 - n
their bands fbrjthem to enforce.'

Look at Ihe 1 e;ial Code oi California, Chap-
the X. Bettkw S3O : -'Every person whodeau,

•r carries on, opens or causes to be
opened, orwho conducts either as owner or
employe, whether tor hire or not any game of
Jaio, etc., * * * Is punishable by line of not i

less than S2OO, nor more than $1,000, etc. |
That is a law enacted by the State, and In I

that same chapter, at Section 335, are these
words: "Every District Attorney, Sheriff, Oon-
etabie or police officer must inform against
and diligently prostcute persons whom tuey
have reasonable cause to believe offenders
against the provisions of this chapter, and
•very such officer refusing or neglecting so to
do is guilty of a misdemeanor."

Is there any question that the law In Sec-
tion 330 "of that tenth chapter is being
flagrantly violated? There is no question
about 11." is th.-re any question that the police
Officers could fully satisfy themselves of this
violation ii they "diligentlywatched? There
is no question about iheir being fully aware
ot it. iiiey arc then either '-neglecting" or
"n fusing ~to "diligently prosecute? offenders,
They are then guilty ot a misdemeanor. In
ot her words, they are themselves law-bn-aU'-rs
and ought to be Impeached. These are but :
Samples oflaws thai are constantly violated j
and almost without any ati. mptat secrecy.

We expect to Hnd a law-breaking class in j
•very coiamunitv , but we lav-a right to ex-
}>«ct that they shall npt be those who aie
\u25a0lumen to enforce law. We have a right to
expect that those chosen to enforce law shall
I.c favorable to tne law and opposed to tho. c
violating law. IJut really our rulers seem to
consort more with the base elements than the
BBOdj s. em to be on more intimate and
lriendly terms with the evil that with j
citizens.

Not long ago, as Iwalked through Second
Street, from X southward, Isaw a bright but-
toned, newly uniformed policeman standing
before the latticed window ofa strumpet and
•hatting with her in perfect familiarity.

Thai pictures the whole situation. That po-
liceman and that woman were of a kind.
They were on good terms. Slu-, the. enemy of
society, was his friend. If he was her friend,
how could you expect him to be the friend of
society?

That scene upon which I looked pictures a
very general state of things. Ourrukraare
intimate, friendly with gamblers. They nv-
qoeni and patronize saloons. They are warm
friends of the saloon-keeper. We select such
men and expeel them to be reformers. Such
i.s the utter foliy we commit. We Come face
to I.ice with tnis fact then, viz.: We have
placed too little emphasis upon the matter of
character In the selection of public officials.

Few names, ifany, in Grecian history shine
with more lustar than that of Phoeion. '-He
was eh-cted General (of the Greek army) no
less than forty-live times without lur. ingon. c
attended at the election. < me sai<i: **Dem< s-
thenes was the better orator and I'hocion the
most persuasive speaker. His speeches w< r.'
to be estimated like coins, not for the size, but
for the intrinsic value."

Plutarch, in expl Lining the great infiuene <f
Phoeion. says: "ttrhaps tals is to beascrioeu
to the cxc silence ofbin character, since a word
or a nod from a person revered for his virtue
is of more weight than the most elaborate
speeches oi other men. ' Vol. ii, p. 8.

Important as the matter of cnaraeter is, v
must be confessed that a meat difficuityarises
just here ingetting fit z-jns of high standing
to assume public responsibility. The very
men who by nature anil experience are most
iullyqualified are too often so we idea to their
ownprivate affairs that they refuse to serve
the commonwealth.

Again the grand old hero of Greece can be
ex.lit.-a as a model. Phoeion never courted
norapplied lor the command of the. Grecian
army, "but.''says the historian, "he did not
decline it when summoned by the voice of his
country." Audit is a question well worthy
of consideration how far a citizen has the
right to go in declining a summons to serve
Ins country. Ought he not to be ready to sae-
riflsje, at least in a mossme, his own private
interests for the public weal? I am not sure
but many citizens will be called to account
betore God ior failingto give their country the
benefit Ol their ser\ ie -s.

The result is that jxi'itics fall into the hands
of a low order of men. We lind words in
Maeaulay's description of the times in the
reign ot Charles 11., which seem as if written
for to-day. "Those persons who made poll-
tics their business were pjrhaps the most
corrupt part ot the corrupt society."' Vol I,
I>. 11l

If the charges of corruption in our na-
tional elect on- are at ail true, and there seems
to be no do.ibt of it; it Uie charges relative to
the last Legislature in this State be true; and
Ifthe corruption in our municipal attain* is
correctly s-'au-d in the various papers, then
politics still occupy tnat low place which they
cU«I In the days o?the Cabal and justify that
oft-repeated expression, "The dirty pool of
]>o!itiis."

An.! the sad fact Is that this state of things
Will continue to be until ti ey. Whose right it I
Is torule, shall rule. Tht majority have ai
right to rule in this land. The good citizens

fir in the majority, and yet they do
not rule, no: because they cannot, but because
they are m t willing to take the trouble.

\\Y say with pride that we, the people, are
the sovereigns in tins fair laud, that we make
and unmake rulers, that those whom we call
to rule are but our representatives. If this i.s
a f.tct then Paul Is talking to ux in the text.
HVought to be a terror to tne evil. Tne Gov-
ernment is what we make it or n< gleet to
make it. We have but ourselves to bUme if
e\ii ::iO'.vsbold and arrogant.

Is there any .-ntist'aetion In saving, bad as
things are, ihey are not as bad as they were at
some former lime or in some other place?
Shall we be so grateful because we are not in
us deplorable a condition u< 1 be starving peas-
ants of Rufta.thai we siaii i>e willingto.be
deprived ot rights and advantages that it is
our duty and privilege to have?

We have a ri^rht to demand that the laws be
either enforced or repealed. The best and
quickest way to getrid of bad laws is to faith-
rally enforce them. Let the laws we have t>e
enforced, and then we Will see whether the
p \u25a0oi.ic will be clamoring for their repeal. And
these laws will t>e enforced ifwe, the people,
are a terror to the evil.

We are not a terror. It is because ottieer-
knowthat they can tool with the people: be-es -c they know the people will sunerlong

they will arise in their indignation;
while on the other bant! the enemies of so-
ciety will no; brook any infringement of their
wishes thai they dare to defy the demands of
thi people, weakly and sentimentally made.

it is idle to talk about Inabilityto enforce
law. To admit that, is to admit that our
Government la s failure, which is untrue.

Rampant as evil is in thiscommunity, there
is plenty of power here to sweep away every
f;ambling den, brothel or dive, and every sa-

-000 is a dive, if that power be only aroused. I
In aH our cities we simply have to'iearn that

we cannot have good government ii' we leave !
it to the vicious eJenuuts in tha community !
to govern.

In the very able introduction to Main's I
work on "Ancient Law." we read: "Keti-
tham anno lined that the true object Of juris-
prudence was to secure the general iiood of
ihe community." (Page 28.) if that be true,
then the excellence of a law is determined by
the extent to which it secures fhe general
good.

l*p to this point in our discussion we have
been considering law that was good in itself
and was only made weak by failure of en-
forcement. We come now to notice that there
are laws which have betn on trial, so to speak,
in various States of the Union for many
years,and II has been demonstrated beyond
reasonable doubt that they are not a terror to
evil, even when enforced. They have fuily
deuionstraled their inability "to secure the
general good ofthe community." 1 reier to
all laws that are made to protect or regulate
evils. Such laws are those which make law-
ful the traffic in Intoxicating liquors. This
traffic-the manufacture and the sale—is just
as 1. gttimate In the eye of t:ie law as ordinary .
mt-rchandiseof any kind. The traffic is pro- j
tected by law. To be sure it is also intended ;
that the tramc shall be regulated; that it shall
be kept submissive; that it shall be prevented j
from working injury U> the community, bat
white the traffic luts clamored lor protection
the community has not l>eeii protected. It,
has been ravaged by this traffic, oppiesseu
and debauched.

Men rcco_'ni;.ing this fact have said wemust
surb this growing evil. Come let us charge
$500 f >r a license to protect it. and they nave
laid on the foOtt. But still it Increases in i

power. Then n en have said let usch:r,-e
them9l,ooo for protection—•aye,t!i«iy. ha-e
raised 11 to 81,500 ami even "more lorali-
c ose—hut the trail c ha* -waxed lat ami
kicki<l'by tntt jro-.-ss. The monopoly ad-
vantage mere- ygained has only enabled It to
increa.se its ueuuioatf power. Atia bet iievoiul
all reasonable dispute, with all the attempt*
thai have b.">en put forth to restrain aud ktep
flown this traffic, ir has Lone on Increasing in
power and arrogance, until not only are cities
like Sacramento completely within Ita \ile
control, out State legislatures, aye,the ser*
Viiiiisof the nution in the great political par-
Uea and ia both branches of Congress, are its
most obedient servants. It has more power
to corrupt all legislative bodies, high and low,
than itever had. The most sanguine advocate
of these Ihws cannot claim with any force
that they have secured the general good of the
community. And ifwe look for a reason it is
easy to find. A law thai is Insinana born In iniQuity" c inno: in the very na-
ture of thing*secure the general good of tne
community. Any law that in LtS very initial
not 0:1 compromises with an evil cannot l>e a
terror toevil. Ithas been demonstrated that
the liquor traffic, the gambling traffic, and the
!\u25a0 rot he I trarfie are "evils, only evils, and that
continually," and consequently any permis-
sive laws tnat can be made arc evil m their
\e.-y nutuif.

No government can. with safety, be a party
to tiiat which even tends to undermine it.
And the higher the price the liquor trafficpays for protection, toe more easily is thecommunity reconciled to its o\\ n Impoverish-
ment and debauchment. The gn.-at.er the
license let- the greater a factor for evil it is.

Because all such laws are "vicious in prin-
ciple and powerless as a remedyl' they ought
to tie repealed and laws that will-secure tne
general good of the community" ought to be
enacted.

There is one law which is sore]v needed by
this great state, and I betlevetha day will
come when it will be seen uy all to lave been
a mistake that such a law has not been on the
\u25a0tatate books all tne time. There is no law Id
this Htate provi lingfor a resie-tf.nl and quiet
N:it>!a;h. I'h. re is no question In my mind
that, leaving toe religious aspect of this ques-
tion wholly out Of sight, we will wake up
some day u> the fact that we cannot afford for
the welfare of the .state to be regardless of
God's day.

This brings me lace to face with a state of
things which 1 jini meeting on every hand,
viz.,a demand to divorce all public attain
from any connection with Gud. This demandcame out In tie discussion oi' the (Sabbath
question during the la?t session o; the J.e:is-
lut'ire. ft recently snowed Itself in tne tree-
holders'meeting in an attempt to expel the
B.ibie wholly from the public schools, and itis
popping up frequently. Notonlythe improve-
ment ot tiie state, but its very'stability, aye,
its preservation, is at peril In tins attempt to
sever the State from allconnection with God
or recognition of God.

It is no oOset to say each individual is etil! at
liberty to rccopnlze God. There is more than
an Individual responsibility toregognize God.
11 '-the p >\vers that be are "ordained of God"
then those j>o\\ers are accountable to God.
The Bible Is lull of this t< aching ofnational
responsibility to Qod. "His eye* observe the
nations. Let not the rebellious exalt them-
selves." Is. lxvl, 7. "lie is the ruler over the
nations." Ps.xxii. 2^.

And yet there is a demand which seems to
say, -'Keep your God in the church. Do not
bring him into our legislative halls, nor into
our public sccoals, nor into places of badness,
nor on the streets." In other words, it is im-
plled that we only are related to God as indi-
viduals.

"Afew frosrs in a swamp maka Incompara-
blymore nois' than all the her..s 01 cattle
biowsing upon a hundred hills," says an ned
writer, and so it Is with the noisy clamor, ri
wbodemand that all allusion to Qodbeez-
punxed Ironi the Constitution, and who would
cast him out oi' the .state aim nation entirely.

I cannot believe the rank and fl eof the
people in this Stale,the jrood citizens, huveany sympathy with these demands that are
so dishonoring to God and so dangerous lo
the Btate, urn here again they just sufferrather than take the trouble to Ir^.g about a
change.

The effeciiveness ofany rule is as the degree
of terror in the rule toevii; tbeeffectiveness
ot a: y ruler is us the de-ree of terror in him
to evil. This ia a principle of wide applica-
tion. Various parties strive :or the mastery
in tii< se L'mtea .States. The question ior every
conscientious citizen to consider is which of
these parties is a terror to evil? If the Demo-
cratic party is not a terror to evil no good citi-
zen should support it. and tne same may be
Bald of the Republican party orof any other
party that fails to be a terror to eviL

it any party aspiring so govern this roan-tryconsorts witu and yields to the demands
of the baser eleun nt* of society, and theieby
compromis< s tne highest weliare of the coun-
try, noChristian citizen can rightfully sup-
port raefa a p rty. The bet that such a party
may b stn n \u25a0 i- no eufficient reason, tor God
i- wit^the right whether or not they may be
in the majority.

To every Christian citizen the question of
what party is right, right In its aims, right in
the emphasis it tiives to the greatest needs;
teat question oaent to determine las action.
J am not responsible tor the success of a party
to winning an ejection, but I an responsible
l".>r what my vote says. Ifmy vote Identifiesme with a party which would rather gain an
election man be right, then befoie t^od Istiind
guilty. If my vote says I would preier to be
riuht with a minority than wrong with a ma-
jority,then I stand witti clean hands bef»re
God.

Christian citizens of whatever party cannot
blind their eyes to the fact that this hugeliquor tra&ic is the most dire evil in our coun-
try, causing more oppression by taxation, do-
ing more to lm|Ov«rtsh the people, do-
ing more to debauch the people, doing more
to divert money from the best channels of
trade, causing more loss to the country from
idleness and viciousn ss; in simrt, is the
lather and mother o: more evils tiiananv
other cause, or all other causes together.

1 say ii is Lhe father and mother of evils. It
occupies this attitude to tlie brothel. Sweep
away the liquor traffic, and thereby you (to

almost entirely banish the brothel, aiid'largely
the same thing is true of gambling, and burg-
lary, and highway robbery and of nearly
every gross evil.

Questions of tariffand silver fade away tonothing compared with the importance of
this question. They only have financial sig-
in!Cinco. This question has a thousandtimes more financial significance than flierhave, and its moral significance is beyond ail
expression appalling.

Then let me ask. Is the Republican party a
terror to the saloon traffic? Is the Demo
crntVc party a terror to the saloon? If this i.s
the greatest question before the country, thenChristians must atk, What is the attitude of
the party I affiliate with toward this Ques-
tion? If, u;o:i investigation, you conclude
that neither of these parties are a terror to
til-awful traffic, and it yoaeanflnd a p:ir.v
t uit holds this greatest question in that lofty
place it deserves, then it v your duty to throwyour Influence with that party.

Jn closing what I have to say, let me com-
mend to you the caving of IJyperides to the
IH/ople of Athens: ''Don't examine whetheror mt I am severe ujkmi you, but whether or
not I am so for my own sake.''

Ifany of yon dissent ironi my views and
think anything I have eal i severe, please ask.
Did he do it for his own sake?
